Judg-
ment has been rendered against the con-
tractors and the leases have been annulled.
Since the truth concerning the outrageous
character of the pysteni lias been thus
judicially ascertained ;'« the South, and by
Southern ( ourts.we venture to suggest that
Southern papers cease denouncing those
who have i-ondemned the new form of
human slavery —for just that, and nothing
less, is the convict-lease system, from
Arkansas to the Carolina?, and from Ken-
tucky t« the Gulf. Ceorge W. (able, an
ex-Confederate officer, was forced to bear
unlimited abuse and detraction not long
ago, because he, a Southron, dared to de-
nounce the convict-hiring system of the
South as an outrageous invasion of human
rights, and as disastrous in its conse-
quences, ami practically a restoration of
slave-ownership. Within live years from
this date the South willbe so ashamed of
its scheme of working convicts, by hiring
them out to be driven by cruel masters in
mine and ditch, and housed like hops, only
with less care, that every citizen of the

that once upon a time States of the South
farmed out its convicts to bo slaves to cruel
masters, un-ler whose lash they died like
cattle in the shambles.

Dr. McCtLYXMsays the l'upe desires a
Nuncio from the Vatican to be received at
Washington. Cardinal Gibbons denies
that Borne has entertained any such an
idea; another authority adds that it is
not" the desire of the Episcopate of the
church in America, and that Rome is fully
aware of the fact that tlie United Slates
Government does not recognize the tem-
poral power of the Pope.

SELLING FRUIT BY AUCTION.
Hi Milt of the I'ir» Carload Sale M.nU- In

New Tork Mojt Gratifying.

The investigation made by 11. Weiaf.cck
in the East last fall and winter, as to the j
best mode of selling California fruits so as
to secure the largest returns to the grovrers,
resulted in his being strongly convinced
that seliingby auction, in the satue manner
that Mediterranean fruitshave been sold in
New York a number of years past. At
the annual meeting of the California 5 ruit

\u25a0n, subsequently belt), he made a full
tof the result of the private invrsti-
nhe bad pursued upon the subject,
expressed strongly the belief that a

proper trial of this method vould prove

Iits•practicability and success over all other

At that meeting of the Fruit Union Mr.
Weinstoek was elected a member of the
Board of Directors, and in the Board
warmly urged again Hits method of selling

our fruits at the East, but the plan received
but little confidence and consideration, and
was finally granted only the permission of
a trial, and New York—the farthest and
most difficult market to be reached

—
was

selected as the graveyard for the project.
The first trial of tbe auction of California

fruits was made in New York on Tuesday
last, when a carload, forwarded by ilie
Kruit L'uion from this city in an ordinary
fruitcar attached to the passenger train.
was sold, and withmost gratifying success.
Xbe fruit was of assorted varieties, and
arrived at end ofthe tripingood comiitiou.
The gross receipts from the carload were
about $1,500, and after paying all charges
for transportation and costs of selling, the
fruitnetted to grower an average of four
and a half cents per pound. Teaches and
apricots brought from $2 to$2 .50 per 20 j
pound box. Prices paid for ]>luni3 and
pears did not range quite as high.

K.15. Blowers, the Eastern manager of I
the Fruit Union, was in New York at
the sale refeired to, and although
he hail been slow in coming
to the support ol the auction
plan, became very enthusiastic when the
trial was made, and together with Scobel
iDay, the agents of the Union at New j
York, and who sold the fruit referred to, at
once telegraphed to have carloads for-
warded as fast as possible.
Itwillbe remembered that this demand

for fruit is coming from a point where it
bas been deemed heretofore almost impos-
sible to be reached from this coast, on ac-
count of the great distance, as well as the
strong competition met there from fruit
coming from the South. Ifthis supposed
bar to our occupying to a popular extent
the New York market is to thus vanish, it
greatly improves the outlook for marketing
at good rates and quick sales our vast quan-
tityof truits.

The second train-load from Sacramento
has also reached New York, and was sold
by auction yesterday. Dispatches were re-
ceived last evening indicating that the sale
was equally successful with the firstcarload,
a;:d it is thought possible that even better
rates were received. The entire second car
arrived in excellent condition. Itwas sent,
like the first, attached to the overland pas-
senger train.

Mr. Weinstock last evening received a
private dispatch from Messrs. Sgobc-i iV

Another car was forwarded by the Fruit
Union for New Yorkon Tuesday, and two
more yesterday, all going by passenger
trains. Itis yet perhaps too soon to form
a safe conclusion as tothe auction plan of
selling California fruits at the Bast, but if
tbe sales thus far made are to be followed
in practice by general sales In future, it
will not be long before the same manner
of salts will be adopted at ail Eastern
points, and growers willreceive cash for
their products within two weeks from the
tin:o the fruit Uaves thiir orchards. We
must wait,however, and not rush into un-
warranted conclusions. Afew weeks will

A Sutter County Hop Ranch.
Last Saturday niorning whilein Wheat-

land we were taken by Dr. Durst tar a
drive through his hop fields. These lie
Immediately enst ami akm;; the railroad on
the Hear river bottoms. The doctor has
eight; acres and his son, M.11. Durst, has
eighty acres adjoining, tuakine, no doubt,
the largest hop plantation in Northern Cal-
ifornia. Tim Dursts have this season
adopted a new system for polling 'he
vines, making practically a system of
trellises that can be taken down at picking
time and replaced at small cost. This con-
sists of sawed posts nearly as large and tall
as telegraph posts, set about sixty feet apart
one way and fourteen the other. The end
rows are planted to lean from the Held,
and are braced by cable wires fastened to
anchors in the ground. Strong wires are
stretched from post to post both ways of
the rows, ami to eac'i wire there is a tight-
ener attached so any slack may by taken
up in each separate wire. To each hop
vine ornear it is set a stake to which ia it-
tacheri two or more soft cords about the
size of wheat straws, and the other end of
the cords are booked on to the wires about
sixteen feet hi^li. These hoji-iields are a
fruitfulsource of labor and when prices are
eood are as good as a mint. The prospects
are good for the season's yield, which is
usually from 2JSOO to 2.500 pounds to theacre.— Yvba Cit'iFarmer.
