THE ARABIAN CAMEL.

The camel is one of the most useful of
animals to the people in his native coun-
try. Heis a very clumsy, awkward-lock-
ing animal, but he is very strong, swift,
willing, and has great endurance. He is
called *‘ the ship of the desert,” because he
is the only animal that can cross the great
desert in safety and bear a burden. He
will carry, according to his size, from 200
to 500 pounds weight and walk f{ifty miles
a day for the entire journey. With a light
burden he will travel ninety miles a day
for a short time. He steps thirtyv-eight
times a minute with the same foot, and
reaches seven feet at each step. With a
kind master the camel is gentle, obedient.
sometimes affectionate. If unkindly
treated, he becomes very wicked. The
Arabs generally love their camels, as you
do your pet dogs and horses. The hump
on the camel’s back is his pantry ; it be-
comes smaller every day of the long jour-
ney. His master feeds him well and
watches the hump until it is large, then he
says, ** His hump is ripe for the desert:”
but he does not say it in English. The
camel's clumsy, cushioned foot will not
burn with the hot sand. When the
sand blows he can shut his nostrils and in-
side eyelids and not suffer from it.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Ecc Caxes.—Chop hard-boiled eges to a
mince, mix with mashed potatoes, and {rv
in small cakes to a crisp brown. 5

IritaTioN Arpre Pre.—Four teacupfuls
of water, six soda crackers, two cups of
sugar, juice of two lemons and a rind of
one.

New Porartors.—Put into a stewpan a
piece of butter rolled in flour, a gill of
cream, pepper, salt, a very little nutmeg,
also the juice of half a lemon; stir these
over the fire until boiling; then add slices
of freshly boiled new potatoes, and, after
warming them up in the above sauce, serve
very hot.

Loix or VEeAL.—This is best larded.
Have every joint thoroughly cut, and be-
tween each one lay a slice of pork. Have
ready a hot greased pan. Lay the joint in
it, roast 2 fine brown, so that the upper
sides of the pork will be crisp, and season
with pepper; the pork will make it sofli-
ciently salt. Serve with mushroon sauce.

SpreaDp EacLE.—Prepare young, tender
chickens for cooking. Cut off the necks
and legs and split them right through
lengthwise from breast to back, only leav-
ing just enough to hold the two sides to-
gether. Spread them outon a board, dry
the inside with cloth, spread them over
with cold butter, season plentifully with
pepper, salt und a little cayenne, and broil
them quickly over a clear fire till done, but
not so much done as to be at all dridd up.
Squeeze a drop or two of lemon juice over
and send to table very hot.

IrisH Stew.—Slice some good potatoes
rather thickly and put a layer of them in a
stew-pan ; next slice down some onions,
and, if liked, turnips. Make a layer of
these, than a layer of mutton (usually the
best end of the neck cut into cutlets,
though for family wuse the scrag isalso
used), rather highly seasoned ; fill the pan
in this way, finishing up with a layer of
potato ; pour in about a tumblerful of cold
water, and when it boils add the salt. Af-
ter this it should only stew (not boil) until
the potatoes are done to aregular mash.
A good sized dish generally takes from two
to two and a half hours to cook properly.
It must be served very hot. >

Ruvsars Jerny.—This is very trouble-
some to make, as it takes a lot of boiling
before it jellies. Take the rhubarb stalks,
as green and as pink as possible, wash and
wipe, but do not pare them ; cut them into
lengths, place them in a preserving pan
with half a pint of water to each pmm«li of
fruit, and stir them over a clear fire gently
with a silver spoon until the juice comes
freely ; then let it all drain through a new
hair sieve, but do not press it. Pass it
throuzh a piece of folded muslin, weigh
the juice, and boil it up quickly fora
quarter of an hour, then add from three-
quarters to one pound of best lump sugar,
according to the sweetness of the rbubarb;
stir this in off the fire until it is all dis-
solved, theu boil the jelly for ten minutes
longer, or until it jellies. Clear the scum
off very carefully, both before and after
adding the sugar, and be sure the hair
sieve, the muslin and the pan are perfectly
clean, and if a silver spoon is not handy,
use a new wooden spoon ; the least thing
will spoil the color of this jelly, and iron,
pewter or tin turn it a dirty purple,
