THE OPENING OF SNOWFLAKE
PARK A GRAND SUCCESS.

The Altas Lose the Game With the
Pioneers After Having It Well in
Hand—Games Elsewhere.

From 12 M. until 2 p. a1 yesterday there
was an almost constant procession of people
to the depot to take the trains for Snowflake
Park, Twenty-eighth and R streets, to wit-
ness the game of baseball between the
Altas and Pioneers, with which the Park
was to be opened. One train left at 12:30,
another at 1:30, and a third at 2 ». ar., and
all were filled with men, women and chil-
dren. 8o great a rush had not been ex-
pected, and on the arrival of the trains at
the Park there was such an effort to get
tickets and gain admittance that the facili-
ties for disposing of tickets and admitting
the crowd were lamentably insufficient.
However, the people as a general thing
took the terrible squeezing in good part, re-
alizing that in the hurry of getting the

grounds ready there was sure to be some-
thing that would need remedying, but
which it would require an opening day's
experience to show. Before the next game
more %ates will be made, and tickets will
be sold at the depot and om ‘he trains, so
that if those attending do no* all try to en-
ter at once taere will be no trouble. P

Among vesterday’s patrons were hun-
dreds of excursionists from abroad, and the
assemblage aggregated such a number that
both stands were filled to overflowing, the
space between the stands and the fence was
crowded, the fence was occupied for every
foot of its length, a great many sat on the
ground inside of the fence, and the pad-
dock was full of vebicles of all descrip-
tions. The Directors of the Park Associa-
tion and the baseball organizations were
naturally delighted with the warm recog-
nition accorded by the public, and the
spectators were greatiy pleased with build-
ings and grounds.

Considering the freshness of the work
upon it, the diamond was in fine shape,
and the field was also good. After a little
more use, there will be nothing that the
most captious ball-player can find fault
with about it. During the preliminary
practice the Hussar Band rerdered some
excellent music, and it and the practice
made the time pass very pleasantly. The
seats were found to be comfortable, and
the special stand was voted a grand suec-
cess. During the game the scores of the
game between the Haverlys and Greznhood
& Morans at San Francisco were received
by a Postal Telegraph operator located in
the scorer’s stand, and shown upon the
large dials on the blackboard simultane-
ously with those of the game in progress
here, thus giving those present two games
at the same time.

When the Pioneers came on the ground
they were given a cordial reception, ‘‘ Me-
Ginty " Carroll especially. In the toss the
Altas wen, and sent their opponents to the
bat. Moore hit the second bail pitched for
a base, and eventually madearun. Caveny,
the Altas’ first man, also hit the second
ball pitched, and reached third base, but
could not get home. During the game the
Pioneers conducted an exceedingly noisy
system of “ coaching,” in which their men
on the bench frequently joined, and which
the spectators found very senseless and dis-
agreeable, as it did little toward rattling
their opponentsand only created confusion.
The plavers on that side also did a great
deal of kicking, and the effervescent Gagus
toward the close of the game was fined $5
by the umpire, who immediately after-
wards added $2 50 more, because of addi-
tional uncalled-for remarks by him. A few
more fines and a strong determination on
the part of the umpire to have his author-
}ty respected cannot fail to have a good ef-
ect.

The game was hotly contested, but should
have been won by the Altas, who were a
run ahead at the close of the seventh inn-
ing, but errors of Lovett and Flint in the
eighth inning and the success of the Pio-
neers in “ finding” Mullee, gave the visit
ing nine a lead which they maintained to
the end. Lovett is not a successin left
field, though a hard-working, honest
player. He did much better in right. Flint
was not ‘‘at himself”” yesterday either.
Mullee was wild, giving five hases on balls,
and having four wild pitches. He sent
the balls in with terrific speed, however,
and only ten hits were secured by the
oppoesing batters, while the Altas made
fourteen off of Gagus. The most noticeable
feature of the game, and one to which,
after all, the Altas may well attribute much
of their lack of success, was Moore's won-
derful fielding and throwing. He made
running catches of four very difficult flies,
which would have escaped almost any one
else, and after catching one of themn made
a long throw to home, shutting off' a run-
ner in fine style. And yet, during the first
part of the game, he wasnoisy. and seemed
to be * half-full,” as usupally he is very
quiet.

In the first inaing Moore hit to right
field, but Caveny prevented his making
more than one base. He worked around,
however, and tallied on a wild pitch. The
Altas did not score,

In the second inning Hayes. of the Pio-
neers, hit to pitcher safely, and after being
advanced by Sheridan, was brought home
by Moore. Mullee, for the Altas, got a
base on balls, and stolesecond. McLaugh-
lin sent his safely to center. Newbert
drove the ball so far into left field that
Taylor could not find it in time to prevent
a home run heing made, and tallies scored
by Mullee and McLaughlin. Flint drove
one equally good into center field and made
three bases. He would have also made a
home run but for his falling while speed-
ing around. Robertson went out on a fonl
to third. Lovett, after being hit on the
head and again on the hand, stood up to
his work pluckily, and brought in Flint by
a three-bagger. Caveny “fanned.” Powers
and Anderson found tha ball nicely, but
Mullee went out on a foul to Carroll.

Neither side scored in the third and
fourth innings. In the fifth, Buckley hit
to left field, who muffed it. Carroll fanned.
Moore hit to Newbert, who assisted Buck-
ley out at the plate. Smith took a base on
balls. Gagus, finding left field a safe place,
fired one there, Moore taliying, and Smith
hastening to do likewise. Taylor also for-
warded the ball to the favorite corner
safely, and Gagus crossed the plate. The
side went out with Perrier’s failure to find
the ball.

For the Altas, Powers was assisted out at
first by Gagus. Anderson was put out by
Moore. Mullee’s hit to third sufficed to
take him to first, and McLaughlin brought
him home.

Neither side added anything in the sixth
inning. In the seventh, Moore made a
successful effort to center, and came home
on Smith's three bagger. Gagus was helped
out at first by Mullee. Smith tallied on a
wild pitch.

Caveny, of the Altas, was assisted out at
first by Shenidan. Powers succeed in get-
ting the sphere safely to center. Anderson
met the same fate as Caveny. Mullee
brought in Powers with a drive toward
Moore, and McLaughlin did the same favor
for him with an elevator to Taylor, which
the latter didn’t get.

In the eighth the Altas met their Water-
loo. Hayes hit to short and was thrown
out. Sheridan struck to Lovett, and suc-
ceeded in making second, though the spec-
tators thought he should have beea de-
clared out. Moore hit to center (giving
Buckley a tally), as did also Smith, a two-
bagger, Flint not being the right man just
then, and Moore talles. Gagus brought in
Smith.

The Altas did not score in the eighth or
ninth innings, but in the ninth Hayes
added anether to the Pioneers total, and
they won 12 to 8.

Weather and Rainfall for June.

The following special bulletin for the
Pacific Coast has been issued from the
Signai Service Headquarters in San Fran-
cisco, under date of July 1st:

Weather—Along the Pacific Coast, the
month has been marked by few note-
worthy features. No general storm has
appeared and the rainfall has been light.
In Oregon and Washington Territory, light
local rains fell from the 4th to the 16th,
and on the 25th and 26th. In California
local thunder and hail-storms occurred on
the Istand 2d. Light rains fell in portions
of Southern California on the 4th, and scat-
tered showers over Northern California on
the 5th, 11th, 12th and 13th. The temper-
ature changes have asarule been small,
the warm weather in California from the
18th to the 21st, and from the 27th to the
30th being a noteworthy exception.

Mean Temperature—The mean tempera-
ture during June was about normal in all
districts, the most maiked departure being
in eastern Washington Territory, where it
amounted to four degrees below the June
temperature. In Oregon and Washington
Territory the temperature average about
two degrees below the normal, and in Cali-
fornia about one degree above.

Rainfall—The rainfull was slightly in
excess in eastern Washington Territory,
and was deficient in all other districts.
The rainfall at Signal Service Stations, ex-
pressed in inches, was as foliows: Olympia,
1.00; Portland, 1.40; Spokane Falls, 2.10;
Walla Walla, 2.10; Rosenburg, .90; Fort
Bidweli, .70; Sacramento, .00; San Fran-
cisco, .07; Los Angeles, .10; San Diego, .04.

The Upper Sacramento Valley.

G. W. Hancock, who has just returned
from the upper Sacramento valley, says
that that section is in a most flourishing
condition, and that the evidences of boom

are to be seen on every hand. The results
of planting citrus trees during the last year
or two he reports to be most gratifying and
successful. At the residence of Genersl
Cadwalader, at Red Bluff, there is a grove
of fifty or sixty orange trees, set out since
the first Citrus Fair was held here, and
every tree has made a stronggrowth. There
are shoots on all of them from the present
year’s growth which will measure from one
and a half to three feet in length, cnd are
dark and thrifty in appearance. At
the residence of Joseph Cones, about
four miles east of Red Bluff in the edge of
the foothills, can be seen about 75 orange
trees, some of which are seven or eight
years old, and are now loaded with youn
fruit. The trees look very fine, and affor:
incontestable evidence of the fact that that
part of the Sacramento valley—140" miles
north of the Capital—will in the early fu-
ture be one of the most prosperous and
popular citrus-growing portions of the
State. Red Bluff is enjoying rapid and
substantial growth and adding very fast to
her wealth and beauty. The people of
Sacramento rejoice to see the boom extend-
ing to all parts of Central and Northern
California.

A Miniature Earthquake.

The Mountain Democrat of the 24 sayd:
On Wednesday afternoon last about 2
o'clock, while all the workmen were busy
in the shaft of the Independent mine, near
Logtown, word was brought to them that
a fire was raging in their blacksmith-shop.
On coming to the suface, the entire build-
ing was found to be in flames, which were
threatening a lot of giant powder stored in
an adjoining building. On account of this
powder no one dared approach the burning
building, and their timidity was well
grounded for soon a terrific explosion oc-
curred, completely demolishing the build-
ings, and shaking up the entire country
for miles around. The fire was scattered
about for hundreds of yards, setting fire to
grass and bush, causing an extensive forest
fire which it took the entire alternoon to
subdue, with help summoned from town.
The shock of the explosion was felt at El
Dorado and Shingle Springs, where it was
supposed to be from an earthquake. The
loes to the Independent mine witl be about
$300, which has been replaced, and work
progresses as usual.

THE KEYSTONE TO SUCCEsS IN
SMALL FARMING.

It Will Add Millions to Values, and
Thousands of Homes in Sac-
ramento Ceunty.

The Gait Gazette of last Saturday very

truly says : The necessity of the farmers of ;

this county organizing for the purpose of
formulating some scheme by which the
broad fertile acres in the southern halt of
the county can be supplied by a proper sys-
tem of irrigation, is daily becoming more
urgent. We are pleased to see Colonel E.
R. Hamilton, of the Sacramento Bank, act-
ing in behalf of the Sacramento County
Improvement Association, taking such a
deep interest in this very important sub-
ject. In the whole State of California there
ie not a county that presents more natural
facilities and more inexhaustible water sup-
plies io draw from than Sacramento, It
can also be truly stated that these water
supplies can be reached more cheaply, and

and that canals and irrigation ditches from
the fountain head can be had at a smaller
cistin this county to irrigate a larger sec-
tion of rich farming country than in any
other section of the State. An acquaintance
with the favorable geographical lay of the
immense tract of land that can be brought
under irrigation in Sacramento county,
with accessible ever-flowing streams of
watar to draw from, will convince any sane
mind of the truth and practicability of the
views we hold regarding the section of
country referred to.

Mr. Hamilton addresses a circular to the
farmers of this county, in which he says:
“From experience in doing business in
Merced, Fresno and Tulare counties, and
observing the immense benefit those coan-
tiesare now deriving from irrigation, and
noticing the volume of water in the Ameri-
can river that is flowing past us, I am con-
vinced that by a concert of action of the
farmers of Sacramento county the water of
said American river can be carried across
in a canal to the southern edge of the
county, and thereby made to irrigate the
lands between said canal and the Sacra-
mento river, thereby enricking and in-
creasing the products and value of the said
land many times its present value.”

This scheme of irrigation suggested by
Colonel Hamilton is a feasible one, but
there are other and less expensive methods
of bringing water to the * southern edge of
the county,” and which we will endeavor
to explain further on. Our ideas of the
cheapest and most practical way of irrigat-
ing that portion of Sacramento county
south of Brighton township to Dry creek,
would be simply as follows : All the avail-

able land for irrigation purposes north of

Sheldon, including Elk Grove and Florin,
to Brighton, we would look to the Ameri-
can river for the source of supply, and
would direct the water from that stream
as suggested by Colonel Hamilton, by a
canal across the section of country de-
scribed. All of the land south of the Co-
sumnes river to Dry creek in need of irri-
gation could be supplied with water in
ditches from the headwaters ef the Co-
sumnes river and Dry creek, and if needs
be, the Mokelumne river could be tapped
at an elevation sufficient to canal a stream
of water that would tlood the whole basin
between the Cosumnes and the Mokelumne
and furnish water supply for all purposes.

Such a general system of irrigation can
be most successfully introduced in this
county, and the enterprise would prove one
of the most profitable ever undertaken in
the State. For right of way for water
ditches there would be no charge—for farm-
ers would be more than compensated for
any damage sustained by being allowed
free use of the ditches to water their stock.
With such an extensive system of irriga-
tion, Sacramento county would treble in
productive resources, treble in wealth and
population and be the garden spot of the
State. It would also lead to the subdi-
vision of large farms, and there would be
opportunities for all newcomers. New life
would berinfused into our farming com-
munity, and the poor ranchers, who at
present barely eke out a miserable exist-
ence raising grain, would be afforded an
opportunity to direct attention to more di-
versified methods of farming. It would ena-
ble each farmer in this end of the county
to cat two and three crops of alfalia every
year upon land that will not now raise one
crop. It will enable them to raise ten
times more stock than they do at present.
Small vineyards and orchards will replace
unprofitable grain fields. Every farmer
will be a dairyman and stock-raiser, and
be the possessor of a poultry vard and
profitable vegetable garden.  Prosperity
will crown the efforts of the industrious
husbandman, and peace and plenty will
reign supreme among the happiest and
most favored farming community in the
world, Give us irrigation, and you will
give all the blessings enumerated above.

A word about the expense of such a
system of irrigation as is outhned in this
article. We have consulted some eminent
engineers on this question who have given
us estimates, and it is their opinion that
less than half a million dollars will do the
whole work.

A “RECORD UNION"' CORRESPONDENT MAKES
FURTHER PRA(TICAL SUGGESTIONS,

Eps. Recorp-Usion: Referring to an
article in the last Galt (fazette—[published
above.—Eps. Recorp-Uxrton]—shows that
the efforts of Colonel Hamilton and others
are beginning to attract some attention to
the subject of irrigation in Sacramento
county. In order to get the matter before
the public in a shape to have it act under-
standingly upon the subject, would it not
be proper to have a preliminary survey
made by a competent corps of engineers to
determine the most desirable sources of
water supply for the irrigation of the lands
lying between the American river and the
Consumnes river; also to ascertain possible
canal routes with comparative estimates.
and also a general examination of some of
the works already established and rights
acquired, at and above the points where the
diversion of water in larger canals for the
irrigation of valley lands, would be found
practicable?

It might be found desirable to unite in-
terests to some extent with the Natoma
Water and Mining Company, or with the
Folsora Water Power Company. Such ques-
tions must be determined in connection with
preliminary surveys, otherwise some in-
terference with the rights of others might
in the future be developed. The writer is
informed the making of the surveys and
the collection of other data on which the
location of the main canal and its princi-
pal branches will depend, and a report ac-
companied with the necessary map, to-
gether with a preliminary estimates of the
cost of works, will take a competent engin-
eer and assistant about two months to
complete and will cost about $750. This
survey is the first thing to be done in order
to know what can be done, and the proba-
ble cost of same.

As the writer understands it, the funds
raised by the Citizens’ Improvement Asso-
ciation by its fee of $5 for membership, is
intended to be applied towards the pay-
ment of rent of room for meetings, printing
and for such purposes as this survey, etc.
Consequently if the property owners, not
only in the city, but also in the country,
will send in their names for membership
accompanied with the $5, there will soon
be a fund for such works.

While a few-public spirited eitizens are
willing to devote considerable time and
some money to advance the general in-
terests of the community at large, that
community must not expect those few men
can do it all.

The committee in presenting its aims
and objects to the citizens of Sacramento
City and county wuses the following
language :

To the Citizens of the City and Counly of Sac-
ramento :  Having been selected as the ** £xecu-
tive Committee” of the 4 Improvement Asse-
ciation of the City and County of Sacramento,”
we deem it proper at this time to lay before you,
as briefly as possible, our aims, ete. 5

It is the purpose of the Association to in-
augurate some reforms, and to generally im-
prove the appearance and financial condition
of our city and county, by devoting our time
and energies to the same.

The titles of committees, with the duties
allotted to each, will give you an idea of the
labor to be performed, and we feel that success
cannot be attained nnless we receive your
hearty and cordial, moral and financial aid and

su Tt.

F(P?hese committees shall receive the aid and
encouragement from you desired, we hope to
soon observe an improved appearance inoureity
and county, and an impetus given to all lines of
business that will amply reward our efforts.

It should be remem that eur Association
being purely voluntary, and having no legal
authority to enforce its recommendations, can
accomplish little unless it receives the maoral
and material support of a large hod{ of in-
fluential citizens. Therefore, we hope that you
will promptly hand in your name to the Society
or to the Canvassing Com mittee for membership
in the Association.

This question of irrigation is a very im-
tqoneat this time, end one that di-

rectly interests the farmer and the mer-

ave not known since we became, in a
great measure, a farming community.

The manner of disposing of our Califor-
nia fruits by auction in the great cities of
the East (thanks to the exertions of Captain
Weinstock) appears to be meeting with
great success, and if it continues, our lands
In Sacramento county will appreciate in
value far above present rates. And it will
only need a supply of water at the proper
time, and the industry and energy of our
people to use it, to make our county's dry
lands as pleasant and profitable as the
garden spots of Messrs. Johnston, Hollis-
ter, Runyon, Green and others upon the
Sacramento river, in the lower part of the
county.
