A DELIBERATE SUICIDE.
I

1 A Man Cnrefully HfleoU h l'Utol With
Which to Knd his Existence.

About 0:30 a. m. yesterday Henry Eck-
j hardt observed a middle-aged man oi good

j<i|>[>earance looking into the show window
of his gun store, X street, between Fifthand
.Sixth, and a few minutes later the man
entered and was inspecting the contents of
a showcase containing pistols, when Mr.
Eckhardt inquired ifhe could do anything
for him. He responded that he would
like to get a pistol. Some weapons were
shown him, and one of them, a self-cocker,
seemed to be satisfactory. On learning the
price he said lie would take it,and request-
ed that it bi- loaded. Mr. Kckhardt filled
the cylinder with cartridges and inquired
if his customer did not want a box of
cartridges, receiving a response that it was
scarcely necessary. The conduct of the
stranger was so cool and natural, without
indication of anything being wrong
with him, that Mr. Kckbardt was
greatly astonished and shocked when,

on his carefully passing the loaded weapon
to its purchaser, the latter quickly cocked
it, placed the muzzle to the side oi bis
head, about an inch above his right ear,
fired and fell to the tloor, bleeding pro-
fusely. A physician was promptly sum-
moned, but he announced, after examin-
ing the wound, that it was without doubt
mortai. A telephone message was sent to
the station-house, and officers Franks and
Pierpont arrived and conveyed the uneon-
scions man to the Receiving Hospital,
where the City Physician waited upon him.
only to find him m nrtuulo mortis, and
death ensued about f:IS a. m. From let-
ters found upon his person, itwas gathered
that his name waa John Iletherington, a
native of Scotland, and his age was about
'H yean. The Coroner took charge of the
remains, and made inquiries wbich re-
sulted in his ascertaining that the deceased
left England for British Colombia about
two years ago, from there went to Oregon,
and subsequently came to Sacramento,
where he obtained employment at the rail-
road works. Last hatnrday he moved from
where ho had been rooming for about six
months, and took a room on Lstreet, which
be had fitted up nicely, saying that he ex-
pected some friend? lrom Han Francisco,
and his former quarters were not suitable
to entertain them in. Two gentlemen, his
cousins, came up to see him, and one was
here yesterday, the other haying returned
home. From the one who is in the city
the Coroner received information concern-
ing deceased's previous residence and other
mallei's. Xo one appears to know of any-
thing that could have causes! the commis-
sion of the fatal act. He had but littie
money about him

—
$1 GO—but that would

not have been much of a discourage-
ment, as, he was a single man and hel.i :i
good situation. An inquest was held last
evening, the jury finding that he came to
his death at his own hand, with suicidal
intent.

City Trustees.
The Board of City Trustees met in regu-

lar session at 10 a. m. yesterday, all the
members present.

Dr.Nichols, the Secretary of the City
Board of Health, appeared and protested
against the ordinance relating to the dis-
position of garbage. The Hoard of Health
were opposed to its being dumped at any
place, however secluded itmight he, within
the city limit*. The best way to dispose of
it, inthe opinion of the Board, was to burn
it. Dr.Nixon said that the cases of diph-
theria aud scarlatina now found in the
southeastern portion of the city were, no
doubt, attributable to the foul gases arising
from decaying garbage. He cautioned the
lioard against the passage of such an ordi-
nance without consulting well the effect it
would have upon the health of the city.

The suggestions of Dr.Nichols were so
Dlain, and the evils arising from garbage
dumps so apparent, that the. Board decided
to take the proposed ordinance under ad-
visement for one week aud so amend it as
toovercome the objections.

According to the report of Engineer
Williams, oi' the Water Works, during the
past week there were pumped 40,287.5tK)
gallons of water. That etjirals 1. 100 gallons
per week, or 200 gallons per day for every
man, woman and child in the city. The
Hollypump was run 113 hours, and the C.

Wholesale Ranching Operations.

The Woodland IfaU has the following
reference to operations upon Hon. Charles
F. Reed's: ranch, near Knisil.t'i Landing.

\u25a0 A ftenUeiuaO who hi>s just returned troin
the Heed ranch gives a description of the
harvest operations in progress there that
would be highly Interesting to some of our
Eastern friends. There are two steam
thrashers at work on the promises, thrash-
ing from 2,500 to 3.000 sacks of grain a
day. To keep these machines in operation
it requires seven headers of 14 and 18 foot
cut, and 22 header wagous. of from two to
four horses each. Five six-mule teams
are kept busy hauling the grain away from
the machines to the warehouse. "About
110 men are at work in the field, and ISO
mules and horses are also employed. It
is estimated that 45 days will be required
to harvest the crop, which willamount to
about 1C.0,000 sacks of wheel. W. 1.. Rich-
ardson is superintendent of the ranch, but
Mr. Kecd is there most of the tim^ to su-
pervise the management. Everything is
said to work with the utmost regularity
and precision. There are other ranches,
notably the Qutisa ranch, in the vicinity,
that are worked on au equally larse scale.

WASHINGTON TERRITORY.
BartOU Accident to h Northern r»«M|i

Freight Train.

Si-okank Fallh, July sth.— A railroad
accident of a serious nature occurred this
morning at 4 o'clock to an extra on the
Northern Pacific, run by Conductor Tan-
nan and engineer Evans.
