A LABOR PLATFORM.

Fhe Union Labor party, of Ohio, has
met in Convention and put forth its decla-
ration of principles, a3 synopsis of which
comes by telegraph. It is to be first noted
that on the ticket nominated there is not
2 name eminent in reform, mechanics,
philanthropy or political knowledge, We
fail to find the names of nominees who
have been heard of outside of Ohio, and
the suggestion may be venturad that they
have not heen much known within the
State. The labor interests ought to be
able to enlist for candidates men of some
distinguished prominence in reform move-
ments, whose past public endeavor would
constitute a guarantee for their future.

The platform—the first in the field this
year—has in it elements of mixed good
and ill. The resolution which demands
that the laws against the emplovment of
bribery, force or intimidation to secure the
nomination or election to a pubiic office be
rigidly enforced, is sound and cormnmend-
able, and can challenge no The
addition that “free drinks or lunches at

The declaration
that speculation in the necessaries of life
should be made a criminal offense, is im-
practicable.

[he more important, however, of the
resolutions, is that which declares that
* discrimination against lawful associations
of employes to secure their rights, violates
the copstitutional rights of the citizens
and should be declared felony.” Taking
it in its broad sense, and construing it as it
is evidently intended to be understood, it
is a pronunciamento against lockouts, and
the retaliatory action of ‘mployers in the
case of strikes, boyeotts, ete. The labor
party of Ohio, having declared against the
lockout, against the discrimination that
refisses men empioyment because related
to labor organizations, inevitably commita
the labor organizations represented in the
Convention, against the strike and the
boycott, which are the causes of retaliatory
wtion by employers. 1f the one is wrong
the other must be ; if the one is tolerable
=0 also is the other,

The boycott as used by the trade and
labor organizations is 1 weapon of w rong
and injustice ; but so long as it is practiced
aud tolerated the organization of the em-
plover class in resistance must also be
recognized. The latter, we repeat, is the
legitimate fruit of the former.

Evidently the resolution is a protest
aguinst resistance by employers to those
who seek to run their business. But we
reiterate that the logic of the thing is that
if the lockout and the employer boycott
are so blameworthy as to be made criminal
offenses, so too is the strike and the em-
ployes’ boycott.

LIRG AND SHORT HAUL DECISIONS.

Judge Deady, of the United States Cir-
cuit Court, at Portland, has sensibly de-
cided that the Oregon and California Rail-
road is authorized to make a less rate for
a long haul than a short one, in conjunc-
tion with connecting lines or otherwise,
whenever, by reason of competition with
other lines or means of transportation, the
same is necessary to enablo the Oregon and
California road to maintain or acquire
?r\:ﬁmv»\. That is to say, Congress did nog
lntend In passing the interstate commerce
law to say that a railroad legitimately
competing with a water rounte shall surrcx;-
der the through business to the Jatter and
shut up shop, because there is competition
How such a deeision as this, and that re-
cently intimated by the Interstate Com-
merce Commission, rests upon the souls of
the iaterests that lately clamored for a
strict interpretation of the law, to the ab-
soluic monopolization of traffic in the
hands of water-rouie carriers, remains to
be scen.  There can b2 no question of the
correctuess of Judge Deady’s decision. It

is jure reason when he says that the fact

‘ that there is competition in the carriage
of persons or property to or from a partic-
ular place, is a circumstance that justifies
. a common carrier, under Section 2 of the
interstate commerce law, to charge less for
a long haul to and from said place than a
short one included therecin.

It is evident that the Commission and
the Courts are coming together in the mat-
ter of interpreting the law and that the
long and short haul clause is practically
dead, in the face of the higher and better
laws of commerce.

SONOMA’'S WISDOM.

Sonoma county, one of the richest, most
prospercus and contented communities in
the Union, inaugurated the scheme of
county exhibits at the State Fair. To it
belongs the eminent credit of instituting
a new method of exhibiting the products
and illustrating the resources of the coun-
try. It will be remembered that Sonoma’s
first county exhibit was sent Eastward and
shown in several State Fairg and finally
taken to England in most part, all this be-
ing done by the Central Pacific Railroad
Company. And we venture to say no
more effective advertising was ever done
for California. The whole State therefore
owes Sonoma thanks for her “idea.”

It is with pleasure that we learn that
Sonoma county has resolved to place her
county exhibits for 1887 in the State Fair
first. Thereafter she will transfer them to
San Francisco. - This is commendable
action. It ought to be an example to all
other counties. They should realize that
their duty is first to the State and the Dis-
trict Societies ; personal exhibition schemes
being made secondary.

SoME young men are under arrest in
this city for appropriating a carriage and
horses from in front of a public house and
driving around the city furiously. It is
said, however, in excuse, that but one took
the carriage, that he invited the others to
ride, and that he was “draonk.”” Well,
suppose that to be tru, is it any reason why
he should not suffer for his crime? Is
drunkenness, despite the law, to be made a
shield for viciousness? It would scem so.
Scarcely a week passes that some criminal
does not plead incapacity for intent be-
cause “1 was drunk.” When wrong is
done there ought to be a righting of the in-
jury ; when the law is violated there ought
to follow” punishment both for correction
and as a deterrent. But if whisky is for-
ever to interpese its arm to protect crimi-
nals what use is there in enacting laws?
This plea of “drunkenness” is becoming
aggravatingly common; it is time the
Courts made it clear to drinkers that
whisky-stimulated crime is doubly hein-
ous, and will invariably bring upon offend-
ers the severest penalties. Such a prac-
tice might have a tendency to control
even the outlaw, whisky,

Wiisky is not credited with much cour-
age-giving quality, but in the case of Wm.
Dean, of Yreka, it braced him up to the
endurance of pain wonderfully. While
firing a salute, and being at the time in-
toxicated, he managed to shoot off his
right hand. It appears that he was so
little affected by the loss of the member
that he did not miss it until he attempted
to use his arm to handle a second cart-
ridge. Discovering the loss of his hand,

he persisted and actually did succeed in
firing two other salutes, using his left
hand, He then walked to a physician’s
office and nnderwent the amputation of the
shattered stump of his arm, the while
smiling and joking with the surgeon.
Whether the man was made by the liquor
he drank insensible to pain, o more reck-
less and fool-hardy cannot be known, but
it may be surmised that both effects oper-
ated to produce his remarkable coolness.

Wizat has Kentucky to say in response
to the charge that for over three years the
Tolliver gang, recently exterminated, was
permitted to rule in Rowan county ? How
came it that the Executive, the Sherifls,
the State Constabulary and the National
Cruard were powerless before a mere hand-
ful of cutthroats? In California, which
some of our New York friends delight to
denominate the rowdy West, such a thing
as the Martin-Tolliver war would be im-
possible. The truth is, the vendetta could
have been ended by the authorities long
ago had the sentiment of the people forti-
fied them. The pistol and the bludeeon
have not fallen to the low estimate they
must reach in Kentucky, to indicate that
the people of the State have risen superior
to the bloody code, that claims for every
man the right to avenge himself regard-
less of the law.,

Let It Be Investigated.

It is time that the challenge of the text-
book ring should be taken up. The ring
makes certain definite and easily investi-
geted assertions. It alleges that books can-
not be produced for the price originaily
estimated by the S ate authorities, taat the
State cannot produce them as cheaply as
private publishers can. and that in actual
practice the State publication has been so
shamefully mismanazed that the books
have cost not only several times the esti-
mated amount, but much more than ordi-
nary publishers' prices.

Governor Bartlettshould investigate these
charges at once. The only one on which
the result of an investigatior. would be at
all doubtful is that impeeching the man-
azement of the State Printing Office. Per-
haps there has heen extravagance there.
Il so, there should be exposure and reform.
But whatever scandals may or may not be
unearthed at Sacramento, the fact will not
be alcered that books can be preduced for
the original estimates. Any publisher who
asserts that the cost of publication bhears
any reasonzble proporiion to the ordinary
prices of books is taking advantage of the
ignorance of his andience. If Governor
Bartlett doubts whether books can be pro-
duced at moderate expense, let him ask
any practical printer for an estimate of the
prica at which he would be willing to take
the contract for the work. Books sare
usuelly sold at six or seven times their
originally cost. The difference goes in
profits to publishers and middle men. The
State can save that differenca if it goes
aboutit in the right way.—S. F. Pust.

FACTS ABOUT MEXICO.

Showing a Queer Combination of Ante-
diluvian and Frontier Condition.

A letter from Carlos Gris, dated at
Tehuacan, Mexico, May 31, 1887, and
written to the editor of the Las Novedades,
and which has been translated from the
Spanish by S. H. Gerrish, of this city, for
the Recorp-Uxiox, will be found of deep
interest about affairs in our sister republic,
and reads as follows:

PRICES OF LABOR.

Iu the States of Puebla and Oaxaca,
that contain nearly two millions of inhab-
itants, very much is offered and little, very
little demand, for work. Hundreds of
thousands of strong men offer their work
at 25 cents or 18 cents for each twelve
hours. The women serve for 2 monthly
salary, and receive on an average a dollar
and a half a month. It is necessary that
people here understand work. That it
will not be profitable for the capital in-
vested here in buying work, no doubt will
occur to any man of experience, since
where land is plenty, climate good, rich
mines and all the industry for establishing,
it is evident that for capital it is easy to
buy work that is offered at such low prices,
and invest it in agriculture, the mines and
the industries.

PLANTATIONS OF BANANAS.

A man that gains twenty-five cents a
day may very well plant a hundred ban-
ana plants in a day if he has at hand the
plants. For he might put in producing
the hundred plants necessary eight days
more of a man’s work. In this manner the
hundred plants of bananas in full bearing
are worth $2 25. Now, a banana plant in
full bearing is valued at a dollar, we have
here a plantation worth a hundred dollars
by using only $2 25 of capital.

MANY TROPICAL FRUITS

Might be planted that offer like advaut-
ages as the banana. The cocoanut, lemon,
orange, sapate, mamey, custard ap-
ple, guava, pine apple and many
other fruits pay a hundred dollars for
each one invested in a plantation of these
and cultivated. Now all these fruits that
are planted in lands near the sea, the price
of transportation in carts to the embarca-
deros is a low sum.

THE PRODUCTION OF (OFFEE.

Every person that is conversant with
the cultivation of coffee will admit that
this precious grain may be produced easily
in the south of Mexico, at 3 or 3} cents a
pound, ready to be shipped. ~For pro-
ducing the coffee produced at this price,
and even less, alone it is necessary to know
well the mode of cultivation and to work
the plantations with economy. It will be
useless to add, that in this branch alone
may be invested in Mexico many millions
ot dollars, the which is doubled and then
tripled in the first ten years.

THE PLANTATIONS OF SUGAR
Produce even better profits than the plan-
tations of coflee. It is without anv dis-
cussion and all doubt, that the plantations
of sugar at this time in lands full of thick
forests, and that have the humidity and
soil suitable, they produce sugar at a cent,
and even less per pound.

The natives of the State of Oaxaca pro-
duce brown sugar (azucar moreno) at half a
cent a pound, using wooden mills and pans
made of earthenware for the eyaporation
of the cane-juice. It is clear that civilized
people, with the capital and the knowledge
necessary, may produce good white sugar
at less than a cent a pound. With refer-
ence to a market, in this same republic of
Mexico there is a good market for the
next ten years, since is sold to-day the
sugar in all the great marts of the
country at 5 to 15 cents a pound, and prob-
ably there will pass five or ten years before
there are great plantations of sugar cane
to bring the prices down to a general level
of three cents a pound, and then it will be
time enough to commence sending sugar to
foreign countries. Notwithstanding in all
this side of Mexico there are great riches in
mining, if I had great capital it would not
be invested in mines, since I consider that
capital invested in agriculture is more,
much more, secure, and in time will bring
much better gains. Those who love min.
ing have in the States of Oaxaca, Chiapas,
Tabasco and Yucatan ample fields where
they can invest energy, intelligence and
capital, wich rich returns, %

PRICES OF LANDS,

It is obtained easily and at a nominal
price, as the proprietor has generally a
great extent of land that he is not inter-
ested in retaining, for it produces little or
nothing, and he does not know what ad-
vance this property will make in the future.
The south of Mexico is an immense and
fertile territory, where a hundred million
of men would find sufficient land to culti-
vate.

: THE INDUSTRIES,

Though we have raw material in great
abundance we have not a single paper-
mill in all this side. Tn the same state is
every other branch of the industries. Now.
as agricnlture and mining are so produc-
tive, I believe that in this country for some
time the industries will make little ad-
vance, since the capitalists invest in these
branches.  Notwithstanding, under the
prohibitory duty that we have the indus-
tries have ample field te develop, as agri-
calture &nd mining augment the con-
sumption of all that may be made here for
many vears, hesides a market for many
milliens of dollarsof foreign manufactured
wares,

WAYS OF COMMUNICATION.

They travel on horseback all over the
country, horses being abundant and cheap,
since a strong horse may be had for only
$20 or $25. Merchandise is transported
on the mountains by mules and jacks, and
in many parts arc encountered lines of
carts and gooed roads. From the Rio Bravo
del Norte, to our frontier in Guatemala,
we have good telegraph routes, that put
us in instantaneous communication with

all the world. The Iletters go by
{ mail on horseback like the Overland
Pony Express, from New York to San

Francisco in the old overland days, with
the difference that those gained $14.000 a
year each one—ours get $300 a year, and
at times much less, since there ire mail-
carriers that go on foot, carrying the bag
on their shoulders, and only get $3 for
going 150 miles, and even more. Ong
may have an express-carrier take letters,
specimens, samples, ete., a distance of 200
miles for only $2 in silver.

Prospective CoroNies.—Notice has been
received at the headquarters of the Immi-
gration Association that a Swedish colony
from Kansas, Minnesota and Dakota will
soon arrive in this State, It will number
about 100 persons. An agent for the colony
has already looked over the field, devoting
much of bis time to the southern counties,
but will visit Upper California before the
arrival of his party. A Lutheran minister
in Dakota, who has lately returned to that
Territory after a visit to this State, writes
to the Association that he will arrive here
in August with his family, and will be fol-
lowed as soon as the harvest is over by a
party of Germans from the Northwestern
Territories. The leader of the colony is
much impressed with the advantages of-
fered by Sonoma county, but 1t is not de-
termined where this party of immigrants
will finally settle. An agent of the Ase6-
ciation is at present in the upper portion of
the State, looking up Government land in
the vicinity of Shasta, for intending set-
tlers.—S. F. Bulletin, July 6th.
