Laws Against Drunkenness.

Dr. Monin, a French physician, has, in
an essay on alcohol, made a neat summary
of the laws against drunkenness in various
ages and countries. In Athens, Solon
doomed the drunken Archon to death. In
Sparta, Lycurgus caused the vines to be
pulled up. He also prehibited newly-mar-
ried people from drinking anything but
water on their wedding day. At Myti-
liene, Pittacus doubled the punishment of
those who committed crimes or offenses
when under the influence of liquor. In
Republican Rome neither man nor woman
was allowed to drink wine until the age of
30. The Capitular Assembly of Charle-
magne prohibited drinking. Mohammed
would not permit the Faithful the use of
wine. In 1536 Francis I. ordained that
whoever was found drurk should, for a
first offense, be imprisoned and kept on
bread and water; for a second offense be
beaten with rods: for a third offense be
scourged, and if incorrigible be punished
by the amputation of a toe, branded as in-
famous and banished. In Russia every-
body found drunk on the public highway
is taken into custody, and when he has
slept off the effects of the beverage in
which he has been indulging, be made to
sweep the streets, and we are told that it is
not unusual even in St. Petersburg to see
individuals known in society transformed
by the law into ‘‘ fashionable sweepers.”
Finally, in Sweden the drunkard is iso-
lated, and evervthing which he eats and
drinks is prepared with Swenka Brant-
wein, until he is so disgusted with the
smell and taste of the alcohol that he re-
fuses to eat.
