Sidewalks and Drop Curtain*.

Cluef of Police Dillinanhas bad notices
printed and distributed, giving warning
that the following sections of ciiy ordi-
nances willbe stricly enforced from date :

Ordinance No. 17, Section 3, page 240
—

Sidewalks. —No person or business tirni
shall use any portion of the sidewalk in
any part of the city foi any pu'pose what-
ever, excepting only for the display of
goods, warts and merchandise, and for the
purpose mentioned in Section 2 of this
Chapter; and for the purpose ofdisplaying
goods, four feet in width, commencing at
the front line of the lot, may be used :pro-
vided, however, that the merchants and
others reoeivinc and delivering goods shall
be allowed six hours from the time they
are deposited until they are removed, and
provided further, that a space of six feet in
width shall at all times be kept clear for
the accommodation of persons passing.

Section 7—No drop curtains shall he used
within the streets or alleys of the city of
Sacramento, excepting fur the purpose of
shielding sidewalks and houses from rain
or the rays of the sun.

Section 2, page 241—Any person who
shall neglect or refuse to remove such ob-
structions for the space of six hours after
being notified so to do, either verbally or
in writing by any city officer, shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor, and punished by
a line not exceeding $50 or by imprison-
ment in the City Prison for a term not
exceeding twenty-live days, or by both
such fine and imprisonment, and the Court
before which such conviction id had shall
order the immediate removal of the ob-
slruction complained of.
