A «Ttain false idea haa taken *
dangerous hold upon tbe intelligence of a
remarkable number of jMiople otherwise
clear-headed. It \ru most prominent in
the case of Simon Baton, who murdered
Jamn Lansing in this city. Katen, a
Siberian, in a fit of drunken frenzy, con-
ceived that he had been denied some
riirht> by the police authorities who refused
to arrest men who had whipped him.
He filledup on benzine whisky; bought a
wcajion for the purpose, and caiefully
loading it, "went out hunting" upon the
6treeU of this city in broad day for the
men with whom he hadjthe difficultylpro-
posing to take the law into hLs own hand*.
Seeing one of them he deliberately fired at
him, but misled hi* mark and wounded a
total stranger.

tvaten fled, pursued by officers and good
citizen* seeking to arrest him. IK- turned
into an alley way, the pursuers, as they
had v right to do, .is good citizens should
do, followinghim. As he passed the lot
of Jama Lansing, the latter naturally
stepped out to ascertain what was the mat-
ter—a pwfecHy natural ::etion—and hear-
ing the cry to •* stop the murderer" ad.
raneed into the alleyway, as was his right
and a* a good citizen his duty to do. Ra-
ten, who just then posted him, turned and
aimed his pistol «l him. Lansing threw
up hi? hand, retreated and cried out,"

I>on't shoot." But this wretched drunken
murderer did shoot, striking Lansing in
the side and killinghim.

What happened '! Baton was convicted
of ranrder, but enough short-sighted citi-
zens, whose conceptions of the law and of
the rights of men are warped by some
strange idea of self-defense were found
to sign an effective jietition for commuta-
tion ofthe sentence of death the jury and
the law affixed, and Katen's neck was

•aved from a deserved hangman's noose.
The idea seemed to l>e that thougfi

Katen had murder in his heart; though
he premeditated!} attempted to kill;
though he shot the wrongman in the fir.-t
instance, he ma pursued, was being"

bounded," a-- the phrase goes, and Bred
at I^nsing in tdf-deftnte ;that he really
«lid iu>t intend to killLanding, because he
<li'lnot even know him, but shot nt liis
pursuers a-s a "job lot," and therefore he
«bouUl not be punished with the extreme
penalty of the law, ••

for the element of
malice was larking."

These citizens were totally ohlinou to
the fact that Baton ma bngfefy pursued;
that he was fleeing from justice —

attempt-
ing to escape from the <v,nse<|iienceßof a
crime— and in that attempt did intend to
killwhoever interrupted him, aad that all

IfBaton, liaving
iwspecific intent to kill the identical in
dividual named Lansing, should not be
punished for murder, then the -ent:inental-
ista should have asked for n uncondi-
tional \u25a0oqnittal, and, after conviction, an
unconditional pardon for him. Ifhis kil!-
inc of Lansing wa.- unintended, mere mis-
chance, then Katen should suffer only fur
manslaughter, and by a comparatively
»<riof imprisonment. If the theories of
any l:ivr writers support tbe sentimentalists,
then snoh writers art- behind the age of
NasM and practical common sense.

The same illogical aud dangerous
doctrine advanced to save Rat.tn's neck
Was projected inthe Hong F>i case. Accept-
ingthat murderer's statement as true, that
he killedMrs. Ijilliouby .incident, while
attempting to kill Weaver— though it
wa- dearly proven that Hong Dilied and
Uijtit was physically impossible for his
story to be true— the sentimentalists' false
notion of human responsibility cropped
out inthe vote of the two jurymen who
wanted Hong Di acquitted. They were
snore consistent, however, than the Raten
skntimeatalista, whopleaded hisnon-intent
against Lansing, but consented to hk un-
priMv.iment for life. The false «>ntiment
devclupK also in certain other quarters in
favor of Hong Di, and i.- based in this in-
stance upon vague suspicion bom of a
cruel and case-hardened eynidsaL

mony, fact, circumstance or repute for be
lievingthe outrageous story of Hong Pi
which the San Francisco Bulletin aptly
terms "moral murder," when he charge<
his victim with infamy, and found ready
and oonacioui«less vehicles of print to
herald the foul aspersion of the dead
Who with wife, or daughter, or sister
clinging about hia heart, is ready to com
niit their fair fame to the tongue o
a C'liiuese KiVililwho assassinates then
and inhi.s defense blisters the reputatio
of those speechless in death that he ma

establish a plea of non-intent? This
non-intention doctrine as a clearanc
agency i» a devilishly devised and danger
oils one. The man who loads a deadl
weapon and goes out to do murder, but
misses on c and kilLs unother, is excellent
food for the gallows.

When B, C, or I>, with murder in the
heart, shoots at E or F,but by unsteadi-
ness ofnerve killsG or H,the thing to do
is to try the assassin promptly, promptly
convict and effectually hang him untilhe
is dead. The false logic and hair-
splitting pity that saved Eaten: the
sentimental weakness that pleaded for j
mercy for him, and asks that doubts be en-
tertained of Hong L>i's guilt, are precisely
the influence* that result in manifested I
contempt for the law as an agency for the
protection of life and property, and I
eventual? in Eiich scenes as the
lynching in Colttta. They are the
legitimate fruit of readiness to ac- 1
cept the story of every calumnious assas- 1
•in, who seeks to wash his bloody hands in j
the reputation of his victim. It is the I
direct, shameful and humiliatingoutcome I
of the weak-backed and beggarly sentiment I
that ifthe bullet doe* not reach the exact I
spot for which the assassin intended it,he I
v to be pitiedand commiserated on his illI
luck, rather than hanged for his devilishI
malignity.

AN "ACT" IN CONTEMPT.
The supposition is that the

'•
Kebtrirtion

Act,"so-callexi, is law, and that it is lieing
enforced. But the ease and frequency
with which the Chinese evade it make
the la-*- a jeer and a laughing-stock. With
the arrival of every China steamer there
is a load of Chinese without certificates
who hope to swear their way ashore. Still
another batch has the requisite certificate
per head, and the writ of habeas corpus
being invoked in the case of any chal-
lenged immigrants, they are brought be-
fore the Courts, and by perjury and with
the aid of Consul Bee's detectives, and the
agent* of the Six Companies, fully nine-
tenths manage to remain ashore. A great
deal of harsh criticism of the Federal
Court is indulged inby the press, but the
probability is that it is all unjust; that
the Court is helpless in the matter, and
bound to accept the proofs made before it.
The difficultylies in the frauds perpetrated
in the matter of certificate*. These pa[>ers
are notoriously hawked about inthe Hong-
kong market, and coachers are regularly
employed to post the purchasers about
California, so as to make their testimony
correspond with the calls of the certificate
in exse their right to land is challenged.
A Chinaman, well known in this city,
returned from China a few days ago,
and introduced to acquaintances here a
companion as his brother, who had
accompanied him from China. Being
a-^ked how he secured his brother's admis-
sion, he replied that he bought for him a
certificate that "fitted." He had l>een
compelled to pay a rcmod price. He added
that certificates are in great demand, and
that every one issued to a Chinaman going
out from California who does not intend to
return is worth much money to the pos-
sessor, and those that exactly "fit" the
purchaser in description are the most val-
uable, and invariably bring the asking
price. This man's testimony is unques-
tionably good, and fairly represents the
EftCta A*:ni (.l>.-.tac'le, the Eestriction Act
has lessened immigration from China, but
it i> also true that it has been and is
grossly violated and eonternptuouslv
evaded. How long its evasion is to be per-
mitted is a problem Congress alone can
BOlve. Itcertainly gives the Chinese a low
estimate of our lawn, and tends to stimu-
late the disposition to evade other laws,
and thus to cultivate lawlessness. Itdoes
seem that the scheme of the law was blun-
dering from the outset in its provisions for
wearingrespect forit Itought to have
iM-en possible, and was, for Congress to
have so legislated that false personation
under a certificate would be next to im-
possible.. As it is, with the open defects
of the Act and the lameness of the Treas-
ury regulations made under it, the law is
held iv contempt by the Chinese and very
largely fails to effect the end for which it
was passed.

The Coffite de Paris is wise and cun-
ning. InFrance he was really no menace
to the republic, because by tolerating his
presence the Government showed it did
not fear him, and thus the people were
given confidence in the republic. But as
an exile inthe Isle of Jersey the Comte is
a shrine fat loyalist devotion. He know,
this and cultivates the pose of a martyr.
He declines being cheered as King,but he
is carefal not to waive his claims to the
crown of France. He refuses to be hailed
King,but consents to adUr<-*cs and recep-
tions and visitations that he knows are in-
spired solely by the fact that he lays a
claim to a rijht to rule in France. But
the Comte willdie with his ambition un-
sxatified. France is every day becoming
more contented with republican institu-
tion:the great masses, the home-owners
in rural France, have such an interest in
the soil that they dread war more than
they do the pestilence, and abhor civil
strife more than the plague. These willnot
second royalist schemes, or be easily led
into lighting the torch of civil war in
France, withoutwhichmonarchical schemes
cannot be accomplished.

Thk consumer pays the taxes, says the
Los Angeles Herald. Xow, how does Mr.
George propose to make land bear the
whole burden of taxation, when the culti-
vator willadd to the product the tax cost
as :ipart of the productive cost? How is
the consumer to be benclited by such a
scheme ? The Herald should not ask Mr.
George conundrums ; answering might in-
volve the success of the new party that i-
t<"> wipe allothers from the face ofcreation.

Thk papers that were instrumental in
aiding Hong Dite blacken the character of
the woman he so treacherously murdered—

the Eraminer being the chicf
—

are not-
ably diligent in support of the "cour-
ageous juror

"
who insisted that Hong Di

was innocent. The idea seems to be that
the mediums of the murderer's calumny
are bound to be advocates ofhis innocence.

Thr San Francisco Alia says, whilebit-
terly condemning mob law, that in the
Hong Di case "the verdict invited what
has happened." Which is precisely the j'
truth. I!

IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION.

A SPECIAL MEETING HELD LAST
EVENING.

Report of the Committee Upon Di-
vision of Large Land Hold-

ings—Other Matters.

A special meeting of the Executive Com-
mittee of the City and County Improve-
ment Association was held last evening, at
which all the members were present (if
not absent from the city) except three, and
a deep interest in the work of the Associa-
tion was manifested. The meeting was
called to receive the report of the Special
Committee onDivision ofLarge Land Hold-
ings, which committee consisted of V. S.
MoClatchy, G. W. Hancock and David
Lubin. The report was received and read,
as follows :

mentl inSacramento county.

THE COMMITTEE'S IHTIF.S.
Cnder these resolutions the duties ot your

committee were confined to an examination of
the method ofassessments pursued inthe countyand a comparison of the individual assessments,
witha view of asecrtaiuiug whether ornot thelarge holdings were assessed inthe same propor-
tion as the smaller pieces, according to the let-
ter and spirit of the Constitution. 'This respon-
sible work wehave endeavored to accomplish
fairly and impartially, relying in no manner
upon our own judgment, but carefully gather-
ing such accurate data a* might furnish basis
lor a lair decision. These leadiug facts we pre-
sent withas little comment as possible, that the
Association may draw its own conclusions. We
have taken iv this matter, as lar as possible,
the position of a commission presenting thefacts and points of vcase upon which a Court is
U')>;i-v We drc in this course to be the best, as
refuting in advance all charges of prejudice
that muy be brought by either side against the
committee. The facts adduced we believe to be
strong enough to base a decision upon.

THE ROLL FOR 18-7.
The assessment roll this yeir us prepared

under the direction of the County Assessor \
L.Frost, to whose courtesy we are" indebted' liiran examination of the books, willbe, generally
Bpealdng, ihe same as that of1885, though iv in-
dividual Instances the assessments have been
raised. It appeurs that J. T.Grilnlts, the pre-
vious Assessor, in his last year of office re-duced all the assessment! inthe count; lo percent, and Mr. Trust has very properly restored
them to the former figures^ Should" any facts
herein contained be construed as reifeetlDcupon the Assessor, this much may be said in
fairness to the present incumbent.

'

For the firstyear he has had to rely largely upon the llgurea
mmlsneo by his predecessor. Iv several in
stances that have come under observation we
liud that he has made a marked increase in as-
sessed values, and your committee have no
reason to suppose that after a careful reading or
this report Mr. Frost will not be anxious lomake still further changes.

I'KFF.CTIVE EQUALIZATION.
Taxation should be uniform, and all realproperty should be assessed, as nearly as possi-

ble, at the same percentage of it? cash value.Mr. Frost states that the rule in this county is toassess allreal property at from 00 to7.% per cent
oi the cash value, that property which com-mands a ready sak- being usually rst-d a higher
per cent, than that which must hunt a pur-
chaser. Your committee, however, find thatinpractice this rule is not followed, and that
assessments generally are jworly equalised.
ranging all the way from 20per cent, toa.most
100 per cent, of the cash value. This is true forproperty both within and without the city lim-its, a few iustances of which will appear lateron.

A DIFTICTLTTASK.
In furnishing data as to the values of thesevarious lauds, your committee, from the incep-

tion ofits labors, has laid aside any ideas or
judgment entertained by its individual mem-
bers inregard thereto. To the decision, even
ot experienced and impartial judges of laudthere was raised the objection that in no case
would the decision be concurred in by partiesof opposite interest. The price was inevery in-
stance declared much too high or absurdly low
according to the views and iiiterestsof the"party
pussingouit. We were forced, therefore to re-linquish usiug data of this kind. When an ef-
fort was made to obtain positive testimony as to
the character of the land the divergence waspositively startling. For instance, with regard
to the Norris liraut many people testified thatmuch of the land was comparatively worthlessbeing "hog-wallow" aud bedrock, with the bed-rock alnio>t at the surface; that water could notbe got within 100 feet of the surface, and that
in some places it could not be found at any
depth, aud that there are cot more than several
hundred acres of bottom laud in the tractothers claimed that there are about :f,OOO acresofgood l*>ttomlaud, worth from SIOO to Sl5O per
acre: about 11,'Miacres of timber land worthabout S4H per acre, and thattheieinaiuingX) 000acres are worth from i£) to 525 per acre Oneman, who claims lo have traveled over thegrant constancy for liftcen years, declared thatthe land was equal to any similar land south ofthe river; that water could be had as readily by
digging, aud that the whole tract was worthatleast SiO per acre. Again, when ii k:ls at-tempted to select pieces south of the river forcomparison with those north, the land o'eetedwas generally declared to be entirely <!il!'erent
in character, or so differently c mentioned as to
furnish no fairgrounds forcomparison.

l/ndcr the circumstrances, your committeefound itself ina quandary. It"finally had re-eourae to such well-ebtablished facts concerning
tie value ol these lands as were furnished by
the owners themselves or by impartial circum-
stances. The inference from these fact < is un-avoidable, and flows so clearly as to make com-
ment unnecessary.

A I>STRICT OF LO'.V AjnSBKESTtS.
We find, as far as the country north nf theAmerican river is concerned, "that the large

land grants are mowed as high per acre as thesmall parcels immediately contiguous, though
imt «~ high, appar utly, as land of the same
character situated in other portions of thecounty. We lind also, speaking in a general
way, that the assessments on hinds north of theAuiericau river are less in proportion to theircash value than those on lands south of thai
stream. This state of things may be ascribed tothe fact that Deputy Assessors work by districts,
and that the s^ine deputy ha- iHtmrncd foragreat muny years the lands north of the Ameri-can, and he has probably failed to apply tomen the Increase In value sustained by all
county lands. Aside irom ihe special instancesfurnished inthis report Illustrating this point
the discrepancy can be made still more appa-
rent by mapping oi! south ol the American adistrict egn<u Interritory and conditions to that
north of it and comparing tiieir aggregate as-sv--e»l values.

Concerning the large tracts of land north of
the American river, toward which public atten-
tion ha* foryenrs been directed, your committeesubmits the following tacts gained by them :

The owner is
anxious tocut up this property for settlement,
provided he can make arrangements for water
or willsell italnmt S-10 per acre to those con-
trolling water ifthey will guarantee tocut itup.

THE MS HAN liRANT.
iIwned by Messrs. Cox &Clarke, bordent on the
American river immediately south aud south-
west of the Cardwel] tract, and between it and
the Kancho del Taso. Ihere are 15.616 acres
assessed this year forsirr4,(x». or an average of
*7 2ft Der acre. Over a year ngo a syndicate of
Sacramento capitalists desired tocolonize all,
or a portion, of this grant, and the price finally
agreed upon by the owners was $2.S per acre for
the whole tract, or £10 per acre lor the half of
it nearest the city. The owners state that they
are willing to sell itnow. but that they consider
it worth more than the figures fixed on last
year. Taking these, however, as a basis, theland is assessed at 2? y-10 per cent, of its value.Messrs. Cox A- Clarke have sold a number of
small pieces on the northern boundary of thegrant to settlers within the past few years.

BASCIIO DEL PASO.

This tract, known as the Norris firant. liesacross the American river,about opposite the
northeastern jiortionof the city, and is crossed

It seems probable to your committee, however,

NATOMA Tr.ACT.
The lands on the south side of the Americanriver, lying say east and southeast ofthe city so

far as examined, we lind are assessed miiehhigher inproportion than are the large o'ocesalready referred to. Here the rule quot-dby
Mr.rrost ofassessiuc the property at from 60 to.5 per cent, ofits cash value seems to have beenmore generally followed, although in some in-
stances the other extreme has been reachedand the property assessed higher than auv one
willpay for it. There is. however, one notableexception to this that has come under our ob-servation—the property of the Natonia WaterCompany, near Kolsoin. Itis onthe line of theriacrameuto and Placerville railroad, and runsdown to the American river, the Cardwell tractbeing opposite. The Natouia company ownsH.671 acres, which is assessed for BSIS 950 orJll 06 per acre. The following facts are offeredas aifording a basis* for approximate valuationof the laud: There are over 2,000 acres planted
to vines, most them bearing finely. Variousdisinterested parties have placed valuation on
tnis land (iibare ofvines), the lowest being 800and the highest BOS. From the extensive en-largement ol the vineyard contemplated by thepreceding managers aud the present ones as
well as from actual information, it would appear
that most ol the entire tract is equally valuablefor vineyard as that already planted. None ofthe 8,671 acres, it is stated l.y a Deputy Assessorfamiliar with the entire district, is infe iorto
the foothill lands between Loomis and Auburnwhich command from £ir> to $100 per acre'Your committee feels constrained to call atten-tion to this apparently low assessment, although

The followingpieces of land adjoin the Na-
toma property on the south, and they are as-
sessed per acre as here indicated: J.O'Toole
412 acres, S:3; (leo. llhulod, 412 Pcre6, S2r>; SBowdeu, 162 acres, $35; I>. W. Taylor, 810 acres
820; IVUr Bush, 400 acres, 812: fieorge Shear-man, 7SS acres, 55 70. Concerning tl.e value of
these pieces we have not acquired definite in-
formation. They are probably assessed at prices
corresponding to the respective quarter sections
of the Natoma tract opposite them.

The Ney tract, consisting of4.001 acres, very
close to the Natoma rineyaid property, is as-
sessed at r 16,48.1, or Sll 61 per acre—ss cents
more thsii: the Natoma land The Ney tract 1s
declared by the Deputy Assessor before quoted,and by other parties as well) to be wheat land,
and inferior to the Natoma tract. He says-,
however, that it is assessed too low—that 51750
per acre would be about right. There would,
therefore, appear to be considerable equaliza-
tion Decenary iv the matter of the Natmuaproperty.

W. W. Brison has 4x; acres inGranite Town-
ship, and close to the Natouia property, aeesw <1
at 527 50. We learn that SMi per acre has been
offered and refused for this lund. its proxiuiitv
to the Natoma property is perhaps the reason ofthe low assessment.
