Waiting and Hoping for English
Support in a Grand Coup

D'Ktat.

The Hawaiian steamship Australia
reached San Francisco yesterday, having
been delayed one day on the passage by
head winds. From advices received by her
the situation ispraciically unchanged. The
citizens who participated in the great mass
meeting have formed a general vigilance
committee, and 2,000 are ready to assemble
at a moment's notice, should the King re-
voke any part of the concessions he made
at their demand. Kalakaua's wrath is
rising, and he is absorbed in a movement
to arouse the natives against the foreign
element. '. He stoutly denies having re-
ceived $71,000 from the Chinese, and will
not disgorge unless a Commission or the
Ministry compels him to do so. When the
Australia left Honolulu the situation was
becoming extremely grave, as, in anticipa-
tion of any retrograde movements by the
Kinp, the Honolulu Rifles were underarms
night and day.

THE NKW CONSTITUTION.
Kalakaua is indignant that the people

wish to bind him down, and those in his
confidence say that he willnot sign such a
Constitution. He has already hunted up
an avenue of escape. His idea is that a
Constitution granted without the approba-
tion nf the National Legislature would be
invalid, and, as that body is not in session,
he hopes to stave off the day for the plun-
dering to cease for several months to come.
Failing in this, he has decided to appeal to
the natives to help him hold out against
the advocates of the change. Ifthe new
Constitution, as framed, becomes the or-
ganic law of the kingdom, nearly every
Kanaka willbe disfranchised, and the King
relies on this fact to rally around him the
native population.

TBE NEW MINISTRY.
As yet the new Ministry, headed by

William L. Green, has done "but little. Tho
members of the Cabiuet have all taken the
oath of ofriee, and the first care willbe to
thoroughly investigate the finances of the
realm. If,a*is thought, theavailable reve-
nue has been squandered and the loan fund
used infillingup the gaps, no time willbe
lost inmaking the facia known to the pub-

lic. The exact status of the loan is to be
investigated, and the Ministers are resolved
to let the public know the whole truth.
One thing is certain, and that is that the
treasury has $C> 47 on hand, which happily
escaped the attention of the plunderers.

HIS GALLANT ARMY.
Kaiakaua has an extensive army of offi-

cers with which to withstand the L',ooo de-
termined men, bent on getting a new Con-
stitution at all hazards. The roster at
present is as follows :

Kalakaua was suspected
of having begun active operations against
the white element, and had as good as de-
L'ided to beat the new Constitution. The
natives, according to reports received from
the outlying islands, betray signs of un-
easiness.
