NEvapa City, July 15th.—Shortly before

Subse-
quently Rapp was arrested and lodged in
jail, being unable to secure bail in $5,000.

INDIAN SCARE.

Eighty Apache Warriors Said to be in
the Sierra Madre,

ALBUQUERQUE (N. M.), July 14th.—¥From
a north-bound passenger last night it is
learned that the Indian news sent out from
El Paso has not been exaggerated. He
states that the band which was not cap-
tured by General Miles numbers about
eighty warriors, and that the last accounts
from them were to the effect that they were
encamped in the Ragged range, a spur of
the Sierra Madres.

He gave additional accounts of the kill-
ing of two El Paso prospectors, named Me-
Graw and Smith, who had run upon the
Indians while in camp and who were im-
mediately attacked. The men fought
bravely against great odds, but both were
killed. Reports to the effect that McGraw
was captured and died at the stake, he
states, have believers in El Paso. Itis be-
lieved, however, that both were killed out-
right and then scalped. The miners are
arming themselves, and it is likely that a
fight will occur befcre long. Mexican troops
are out after the renegades.

FLOODS IN ARIZONA.

Condltion—Towns Flooded,

Tucson, July 15th.—There was a bad
washout on the Southern Pacific at Red
tock yesterday. Train No. 1 was held at
Casa Grande until 8 ¢’clock this morning,
and train Ne. 20 (westbound) was held here
until 11 o'clock this morning. The N. M.
and A. line is in a terrible condition be-
tween Crittenden and Magdalena. It may
be thirty days before a train will go
through. The wires sre down between
here and Nogales, and are working very
badly east of here. It was thought that
many adobe houses in this city would fall
during the heavy rain, but so far none have
been reported.

The water on the Santa Croz bottom is
now running about four feet deep.. The
fields of alfalfa and other crops have been
badly damaged, and much fencing has heen
torn away. The Chinese vegetable gardens
suffered considerably.

NEARING THE END,

The House of Lords Adopt the Coercion
Bill in Committee,

Loxpox, July 15th.—The erimes bill was
discussed in committee in the House of
Lords to-night. Lord Northbrook (Liberal)
expressed surprise at the summary disposal
of the debate on the bill yesterday. Before
proceeding further with Irish legislation he
urged the party leaders to give the country
definite answers on four points. Were the
Irish members to remain in Westminster ?
Was the Province of Ulsterto be treated
separately from the rest of Ireland? Was
the duty to maintain law and order to be
intrusted to the Irish Parliament? Was
the power over land to be committed to the
Irish Parliament ?

Lord Rosebery (Liberal) held that the
discussion of these points was outside the
scope of the crimes bill. The Liberal Peers
were in a hopeless minority, and could do
no more than protest against the bill. In
conclusion, he said he felt bound to warn
the Government of the effect of the meas-
ure. Their administration in Ireland would
have to be continued in a state of siege.

After a further brief discussion the bill
was passed in committee without amend-
ment, and will be read the third time on
Monday.

PRINCE FERDINAND,

Bulgaria’s Prospective Ruler Gives Ix-
pression to His Hopes and Fears,

VieN~a, July 15th.—Prince Ferdinand
to-day received the deputation sent officially
to notify Lim of his election to the Bul-
garian throne. In reply, he said: “If I
should follow my heart’s impulse, I would
hasten to Bulgaria and put wmyself it the
head of the nation. But the Prince elected
as raler of Bulgaria must respect the
treaties. I hope to justify the Porte's con-
fidence and obtain the consent of the
powers, and regain in time Russia’s sym-
pathy, to which Bulgaria owes her free-
dom. I hope to prove my devotion to Bul-
garia when the moment comes.”

ALLEGED FRAUD,

Canny Scots Mualcted in Nearly a Million
by Americans.

Cnrcaco, July 15th.—A suit for 300,000
was began in the United States Court this
morning by the Swan Land and Cattle
Company, limited, of Edinburgh, tnrough
their solicitors, Messrs. Swift & Campbell,
against Alex. H. Swan and Thos. Swan, of
Cheyenne: Charles E. Anthony, of Peoria;
Charles A. Wilson, of Chattsworth, Ill.,
and a number of persons of Chicago. In
1382 the Swan & Frank Live Stock Com-
pany, the National Cattle Company, and,
the Swan, Frank & Anthony Cattle Com-
pany, composed of the parties above re-
ferred to, were grazing cattle over their
ranges in Wyoming. These co tions
joined with Joteph Wilson, of E inburgh,
and sold out for $2553,823 to the Swan
Land and Cattle Company, which Wilson
had worked up among Scottish capitalists,
amopg them being Lord Douglas Gor.
don and Colin J. McKenzie. The com-
plaint alleges that the purchasers relied
upon the false representations of Alexan-
der H. Swvan upon untried inventories of
the cattle. and upoa reporis of one Thomas
Lawson, an agent in the pay of the selling,
companies, Complainants say that instead
of 89,167 hesd of cattle, as reported, there
were no more than 60,000, and tbat in
many other respects were the inventories
which wereshown them untrue. In making
the sale, the complainants say, Swan rep-
resented that the number of calves from
the herd would equal 22,826, while, in fact,
they were orly 1,600. Complainants ask
$800,000. which they Z:ly would only about
cover the loss sustained.

The suit brought to-day is the sequel to
the failure of the firm of Swan Bros,, of
Cheyerne, a few weeks ago. It was then

Bros.’ failure some of the Scotch Directors
of the Cattle Company hurried to this
country, and it is supposed that the suit
brought to-day is the result of their investi-
gation.

YESTERDAY'S FIRES,

One Life Lost and Much Property De-
stroyed by Fire.

Bavrimore (Md.), July 15th.—A fire
broke out at 1o'clock in the Maryland
Hominy Works and the Corraline Com-
pany’s factory, at the foot of Frederick-
street dock, and, although the entire fire
department was called out, the buildings
were soon destroyed.

DISCOUNTING FiME.

A Wealthy Californian Provides His Own
Monument.

Omana, July 15th.—Alexander McDon-
ald of Mason, N. H., passed through
Omaha for Oakland, Cal., having in charge
a $100,000 monument for Dr. H. D. Cogs-
well, of San Francisco. Dr. Cogswell has
achieved notoriety in several States by the
bestowal of drinking-fountains designed
by himseif. This vast mass of granite is
to be set up in the lot of Dr. Cogswell in
Mountain View Cemetery, at Oakland. It
is being transported in sections, and occu-
pies thirty-one freight cars. The monu-
ment, when erected, is to be seventy feet
high, and will be placed in the center of a
circle. The granite plinth contains twenty-
three square feet, and is in four pieces.
The Cogswell monument, in weight about
320 tons, is the largest shipment ever made
across the continent, and it will not arrive
at San Francisco until the last of this
month. More carloads are to be forwarded
about the middle of August.

ROASTED ALVE.

AWFUL CATASTROPHE ON A
CANADA RAITROAD.

An OCil Train Collides with an Fx-
cursion Train—Many
Lives Lost.

|SFECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECCRD-UNION.]

St. TroMas (Ont.), July 15th.—A terrible
accident cccurred at the crossing of the
Grand Trunk and Michigan Central rail-
ways in this city about 7 ¢’clock this even-
ing. An excursion train on the Grand
Trunk, from Port Stanley, ran into a pass-
ing freight train on the Michigan Central,
made up of a number of cars laden with
oil. The engine crashed into one of these
cars, when

THE OIL INSTANTLY TOOK FIRE
And burned with great fierceness, com
municating to the cars on both trains, and
extending to Griffin's warehouse, the coal
and lime sheds adjoining the track on the
west, and John Campbell’s dwelling on the
east, all of which were burned to the ground
with their contents. Engineer Donnelly,
of the excursion train, was buried in the
wreck. His fireman jumped and escaped
with slight injuries.
TERROR-STRICKEN PEOPLE.

The forward car of the excursion train
was filled with passengers, who made
frantic efforts to escape, but notwithstand-
ing bundreds ot brave and willing hands

were immediately at work to assist in their
rescue, it is feared a number of lives have
been lost, and that they will be burned
beyond recognition before their bodies can
be got out of the wreck.

AN OIL CAR EXPLODES.

At 8 c¢'clock, when a thousand people
were crowding around the burning pile,
one of the oil tanks on the cars suddenly
exploded. throwing hundreds to the ground
with great force, scattering fire in all direc-
tions, and severely, if not fatally, injuring
many. At 8:30 o'clock nine bodies were
taken out. They were burned to & crisp.

A WRECK IN KANSAS,

Trains Coliide and Burn, and Heavy Loss
Entailed.

LincoLx (Neb.), July 15th.—By a col-
lision between a freight and stock train on
the Burlington and Missouri River road
near this city, to-day, two engines and
thirteen cars, including two cars of cattle,
were completely destroyed by fire, which
started from the engines. The loss is $200,-
000. All trains are delayed.

HILL'S OPPORTUNITY.

New York Democrats Said to be Drop-
ping Cleyeland.

NEw York, July 16th.—[Special.]—The
Tribune this morning says: An import-
ant change of front by the New York
Democrats has taken place since Cleve-
land’s rebel flag order and the St.
Louis letters. Some time ago an
alliance was made between Governor
Hill and Cleveland, by which the
former agreed to keep out of the Presi-
dential campaign and help Cleveland, and
to content himself with the renomination
for Governer, and to go for the Presidency
in 1892, The recent change in the
situation has been the result of
mistakes by President Cleveland, by which
he has drawn on himself the condemna-
tion of old soldiers and patriotic and loyal-
minded people. Since the rebel flag and
St. Louis surrender affair, any Democrat
feels warranted in attackine the President,
and Governor Hill's friends especially
are encouraging these attacks. Once
mere they are talking Governor Hill for
President. They say Cleveland has lost so
much in popularity that his renomination
would be sure to be followed by defeat, and
the only safety for the party is to turn to
a new man—Hill, of course.

Lieutenant-Governor Jones last week
made & speech in which he openly con-
demned the order for the return of the
flags, and others of Hill's friends
have publicly taken the same
ground. The growth of the Labor party
1s also used as a club to break Cleveland's
head with. Hill’s friends are now assert-
ing that if the Administration does not
want the party defeated next year Cleve-
land must withdraw in favor of Hill.

The Chesapeake and Ohio.

New Yorg, July 16th.—[Special.]—It
was rumored in shipping circles yesterday
that the significance of the recent summon-
ing of Richoad J. Cortis to meet C. P.
Huntington in Liverpool was the contem-
plated purchase of the steamers of the de-
funct Monarch line by the Chesapeake

and OLio Railroad Company. Cortis
was recently appointed Manager of
the steamship business of the Ches-

apeake and Ohio Railroad. Huntington's
company is now running the old steamers
Duke of Buckingham, Duke of Westmin-
ster, City of Winchester and Florida under
the charter, but the Monarch steamers are
better vessels and can be bought at one-
fourth their cost.

Drought in Ireland.

New York, July 16th—a, ».—A letter
just received by a Brooklyn man from
one of the most prominent agricult-
urists. in the south of Ireland, gives
an slarming picture of the present
condition of that country. This summer,
as regards the extreme heat and complete
absence of rain, is the most exceptional
ever recorded.

The result is a complete absence of
growth in cereal and green crops, and the
possibility that if no rain comes in the im-
mediate future there will be no harvest.
For considerably over two montns there
has been uninterrupted sunshine, without
even a passing cloud, and even the dews
seem to bave been in a measure withheld.

PRESENT RAILROAD BUILDING.

A Scarcity of Rails, but the Roads Are
Being Rapidly Pushed Forward.,

jecause of the lack of rails the line of
the Southern Pacific from Newhall, that is
now within a few miles of Santa Darbara,
will not be into that place for two months
at least. Secretary Douty, of the Pacific
Improvement Company, the organization
that does the construction work of the
Southern Pacific Company, said to-day that
all the projected extensions through the
State cannot be built for the same reason.
There is a great demand on the Eastern
mills for rails, suggestive of remarkable
activity in railroad building in all par's of
the Uniled States. The order of the Im-
provement Company for material was sent
in late to the manufacturers, for until a
comparalively short time it was not ex-
pected that so much would be needed.
Many hundred tons of rails are now on
their way both cverland and coming by
Cape Horn. The first overland consign-
ment will go direct to Santa Barbara from
Scranton, Pa.

*“Above Santa Barbara,"” said Mr. Douty,
* the country is full of surveyors. They
are marking out a route ur the coast to
Templeton. Just how the line will go we
do not know yet. It is not known whether
it will go east or west of the little narrow-
gauge line below San Luis Obispo. That
line is built on a broad-gauge bed, but so
are all narrow-gauge lines, because the cost
of such construction is very littia more.”

In the Capay valley, above Madison,
Yolo county, graders are at work on the ex-
tenston that is to run into Lake county,
eventually. ‘‘Clear Lake is the settled
terminus,” said Mr. Douty. * and the road
is sure to get there as fast as we can build
it. You can safely put it down that any
district that is really in need of a railroad
line will get one as sure as anything can
be

gle Springs to Placerville. They are also
at work in Napa and Sonoma counties lo-
cating the route that will connect Santa
Rosa with Napa Junction.
