There is, no diminution in the crowds

IThe Evidence All In

—
More KemlnJs-

cencea of Pioneer Days.
The taking of testimony before the ex-

aminer of the I'nited States Circuit Court.
Judge .Sawyer, was resumed at 10 \. m.
on Saturday at San Francisco. This
is one of the most interesting cases
that has come before this Court in
many days. The testimony taken in
this case is given by men all of whom are
past (iO years of age, and many of whom
have lived tbeir three score years and ten.
Their testimony dates way hack of the
war, to the early mining days of California,
and in one instance ante-dated the discov-
ery of gold in California. Itwas astonish-
ing the excellent memories these pioneers
had of their early experience in the mines.
Recollections of their first mining experi-
ence, the days when In their eager search
for the lickle goddess they fWI on pork and
beans, slept on the ground and endured
many hardships, are easil.v recalled, will
ever remain bright on memory's page,
while the incidents of later years have Deen
entirely forgotten. The attorneys in the
case, with the exception ofSenator Sargent,
were ;rl b'.ini since, those \u25a0• historic days."
In fart, the examiner and all connected
with the ci-.se seemed to belong to a subse-
quent g.-ner.iiion.

The tirst witness called was John Hutch-
ins, who at present lives at Clipper Gap, in
Placer county, lie worked on LowellHill
in Hir>, and in Steep Hollow creek as
early as 1858. His work on Steep Hollow
was in the nature of prospecting. He was
asked to define what was meant by

"
pros-

pecting." He replied : Mining is working
a gravel deposit for pay. Prospecting is
searching for such deposits. The early
miners spent much of their time in pros-
pecting alot'g the gulches, creeks and ra-
vines. As soon as they would find such a
deposit tlK>y would commence 'washing,
and as 8000 as it was worked out they
would shouider their blankets, pick, shovel
and frying-pan and start out again on a
prospecting tour, hunting for another de-
posit. Steei> Hollow was a good prospect-
ing place, but no miner ever found any-
thing in his meandering* up and down
that creek that paid bimfbrhia trouble;
the gravel deposits looked well, but the
gold was not there. The lower portion of

Hollow creek, Ibat be! iw Lowell
Hill,was reported to have been rery rich
in early days, but had been thoroughly
worked ami reworked before L899. The
witness was positive in his own mind, and
from his judgment as a miner was willing
to assert that, the old river channel of rich
gravel came from Remington Hill,over to
Lowell Hill, parsed down through the
Golden llnll, the Swamp Angel. LittleYork, and extended down through theHutch Flat mines to the I'olar Star.

On cross-examination, witness testified
that he had worked in the Swamp Angel,
the Golden Buil,had been in ttie.Skeban
icine, and was well acquainted with the
gravel deposit in each. He had been all
over section 7, and had prospected it so
thoroughly that he was convinced that it
was non-mineral and good for nothing ex-
cepting agricultural purposes. He said in
the early days of mining, before the exten-
sive workings of those gravel deposits
plainly defined tbe extent and direction of
\h- ancient river channels, men were
sinking shafts in every direction. Holes
were made in the ground everywhere, and
lots of expensive work was done where to-
day a miner of experience wouldnot think

|of delving. Long prior to 1800 it was dem-
onstrated that there were no pay channels
of gravel on section 7. Witness said some
mining work has been done along Steep
Hollow creek since he abandoned it in
ISSU as worked out, ami in some tinworked
spots good pay for Chinamen has been
realized. In l,V>'.J good pay fur a Chinese
miner to realize for his labor was $1 per
day, while at the present time a Chinese
miner would be satisfied with riftvcents
per day.

The witness said that in (he opinion of
misers living in the neighborhood from
1H59 to ls<>(, the territory lying within sec-
tion 7 was considered to be mineral land,

Ibut was not considered to contain sullicientmineral to pay for mining: and in fact no
shafts were sunk or tunnels projected
within the limits of that section during
that time, for the very reason that the
miners did not believe minerals could be
fomid there in paying quantities. Thesnr-
I'uce indications or this section preclude the
idea ot a subterranean channel passing
through section 7. for the bedrock conies
to the surface nearly all ovtr it.

Charles S. Clarke, called as a witness for
the defense, testified that he is 73 years of
age, a miner, and has mined in the vicinity
ofSteep Hollow and elsewhere erer sicce1852. That in I.SSG he located some mining

| claims below the Remington Iliiitrail, in
section IL', and prospected some abovethere on the creek and into section 7 thatyear and the year after.

Cross-examination— The proFpects foundalong the creek in1857, above the trail, did
not encourage mining, as but little gold

| was found. Above the trail tbe creek was
pretty thoroughly worked oat by lj-30, and
in1857 mining had ceased.

Charles E. I'ren. recalled by the defense,
described the technical legal subdivisions

ithrough which Steep Hollow creek and the
south fork of Steep Hollow creek flow,
naming the subdivisions by ten acre tracts.
This ended the testimony for respondents.
