LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

AS EXPLOSION.
¥. J. Clark, Book-keeper in the Con-
troller’s Office, Seriously Injured.

After the State Controller removed his
office to the southeastern end of the Capi-
tol, occupving the rooms on the south side
of the hall running east and west, he ob-
tained permission to use the vault in room
No. 15, on the north side of the hall, which
was used by the Secretary of the Supreme
Court when that tribunal was permanently

located in Sacramento. Some alterations are
to be made, but the vault has been used for
the storage ot such of the Controller's books
as are not frequently used. Saturday after-
noon F. J. Clark, the book-keeper, having
occasion to use some document that was
in the vanlt, went there for it. As he
opened the door he noticed a smell of gas,
but, having a catarrhal trouble, he did not
realize how serious the matter ‘was, but
stepped back for a few seconds until he
thought the gas had time to escape, and
then lighted a match and stepped toward
the burner in the vault. As he did so he
saw the gas in the vault ignite, and in-
stantly turned his face to retreat, when
there was a terrific explosion which jarred
the entire building, turning door-mats oyer
in some instances. An inyestigation as to
the cause of the explosion was quickly en-
tered upon. Mr. Clark was found lying
upon the floor unconscious, his head cat
and hands and face badly burned. Sweet
oil was applied to the burns, and he was
then removed to his room, at the residence
of J.J. O'Connor, 1300 K street. where a
physician attended upon him. His in-
juries are not dangerous, unless it
should be that he is burned internaily.
A singular fact in connection with the
explosion is that in room 15 in which it
occurred, and in No. 14, next to it, no dam-
age was done, but the door between rooms
14 and 13, which was locked at thetime,
was split and blown open, the lower sash
of the east and north windows blown out,
the blinds shattered, and the furniture
tossed about. It seemed strange that all
the damage should have been done so far
away, especially as the window in room 14
was open, vet the force of the explosion
passed through that room eastward. How
the gas accumulsted in the vault is a mat-
ter of conjecture ; but it is surmised that
the last person who went there forgot to
turn it off, and it went out when the air in
the vault was exhausted, leaving opportu-
nity ior the gas to escape from the burner,

MURDER AND SUICIDE.

W. PATTERSON KILLED BY
MATTIE ALLEX SATURDAY.

J.

The Murderess Takes Her Own Life
—A Wronged Girl Crazed With
Jealousy—Some Incidents.

About 9 o'clock Saturday evening, just
as the last sound of the curfew-bell was
dying away, and the juvenile who was out
after the forbidden hour was * skipping”
to his paternal roof, citizens in the neigh-
borhood of Seventh and J streets were
startled by the crack of a pistol. Parties
on the northeast corner of Seventh and
J streets heard the shot, saw the flash and
saw a woman walking rapidly from the
place, tarn down J street and enter the
stairway leading to the Clarendon lodging-
house. An investigation immediately fol-
lowed. Sitting in the doorway leading up
stairs over China Hall, J. W. Patterson was

found, his head leaning up against the
wall, and blood oozing from an ugly bullet
wound in his temple, which had caused
almost instantaneous death. The girl
who did the shooting proved to be
Miss Mattie Allen,a young woman who for
several years past has been emyloyed as a
domestic in several of the hotels and priv-
ate boarding-houses. She was about 24
years of age, rather prepossessing in ap-
pearance, and is said to have had many
friends. Immediately on entering the
lodging-house she informed the proprie-
tress that she had killed a man, then
hastening to her room, in the presence of a
little daughter of the landlady, took a
large dose of morphine. A few moments
later officer Carroll arrived, placed Miss
Allen under arrest and conveyed her to
the receiving hospital at the city prison,
where medical ah{ was secured and every-
thing that medical skill could suggest was
done to save her life, but all to no avail.
She refused to be interviewed, and said she
would make no statement until she knew
positively whether she was going to die or
not. About 11 o'clock she became uncon-
scious under the influence of the deadly
drug, and died at 2:30 p. M. on Sunday.
She revived for a moment Sunday morn-
ing and recognizing Captain Karcher said :
‘ Please don’t tell mother.”

J. W. Patterson was a harness-maker by
trade, a good workman, well liked by alil
who knew him, and a prominent member
of the Order of Foresters. He was indus-
trious, sober, for a long time was employed
in the shop of J. Gehring, J, Ninth and
Tenth streets, but at the time of his death
was employed with A. A. Van Voorhies &
Co. There is asad history connected with
this double tragedy, the story of a wronged
woman, of unrequited love, of jealousy, of
lack of honor on both sides, which is best
buried with them. The remains of both
lie at the morgue, where an inquest will be
held this evening. Mattie Allen’s parents
reside near Lincoln. She was very jealous
of a young woman whom it is said Patter-
son was engaged to, and intended marrying
in a few days, She called to see this young
lady about 8 p. M. Saturday, at an uptown
residence where she is employed, and had
a stormy interview. She then sought Pat-
terson, and found him at the entrance of
the stairway that leads to his room, sitting
in the doorway smoking a cigar. She asked
him if he intended marrying her, to which
he replied: * No, I am not in the marrying
business.” She then upbraided him with
her ruin, claiming that he had been re-
peatedly wronging her for five years. She
then asked him, as a last and parting re-
quest, to kiss her. He rose ag)mptly to
leave her, saying, *‘ Oh, to —— with you.”
This was too much for her, and pulling
from beneath her cloak a pistol she had
purchased at a down-town gun store in the
morning, she placed it to the side of his
head, fired, and he fell a corpse at her feet.

GARBAGE DISPOSAL.

Meeting of the Committe~ upon the Sub-
Jject Last Saturday Evening.

Committee on the Disposal of Garbage and
Filling Low Lots was held in the rooms of
the Sacramento Improvement Asscciation
at 8 o'clock. The committee was organized
and Dr. W.R. Cluness unanimously elected
Chairman and Dr. G. G. Tyrrell, Secretary.

The subject of disposal of garbage heing

in order, Dr. Tyrrell reported that believ-
ing sanitation by fire was the most reliable,
economical and desirable of all means of
disposing of our city waste, he had wnitten
letters of inquiry to Fryer of Nottingham,
Hewes of (Leicester, and Richmond of
Lancashire, England, who had each pat-
ented a garbage cremator, asking for in-
formation regarding plans of construction,
amount of royalty, capacity and cost. He
had al¢o addressed a communication to Dr.
LaForge, the efficient Health Officer of
Montreal, asking details of the working of
the cremator erected there, the cost of con-
struction, its comparative merits as a sani-
tary measure, and such other questions as
were pertinent to the subject. He also
corresponded with a firm in Iowa who
has adopted a plan for a garbage
cremator which is in successful use
in that State and said to be very perfect in
its operations. When answers to these
communications, together with plans and
specifications, have been received, we hope
to have suflicient reliable information upon
the subject to enable us to present a plan
for adoption by the Board of Trustees.
The oniy objection to cremation is the
escape of noxious fumes from the chimneys
into the atmosphere. This, it is said, has
been completely obviated in the use of
what is called the “ Nelson destroyer,”
made by Richmond & Co., of Lancashire.
In this furnace, which is designed to burn
not only street refuse, but also the contents
of middens, offal from slaughter-houses,
dead animals, decayed fruit, etc., the
work is assisted by highly-heated air, dis-
charged among the mass of matter under
treatment, and by passing the evolved gases
over an extensive body of fire and then
purifying through water and subjecting
this gas again to fire, it is rendered per-
fectly innocuous before passing into the
atmosphere. The committee deem it im-
portant that the public should be instructed
in the absolute necessity of disposing of our
garbage effectually am% permanently. Its
effects, if allowed as now, to ferment and
putrefy on our streets, will surely be at-
tended by constant sickness in its neigh-
borhood, and give our city a name for
filthiness which would far overbalance the
cost of crematories twice told. Upon the
subject of out-houses, il was the opinion of
the committee that the tub system so suc-
cessfully carrited out in Birmingham, a
city of nearly 300,000 inhabitants, could be
very readily established here, and thus at
once get us rid of the air-defiling privy,
which now causes so much complaint. The
contents of these tubs might be cremated
or mixed with clay and be disposed of to
our kitchen gardens at cost. ‘The prosper-
ity of our city depends upon the perfection
of its sanitation, as the opinion is abroad
that Sacramento is an unhealthy city and
must be avoided. This we who have lived
here for twenty years know to be untrue.
The death rate of our city wiil compare fa-
vorably with that of any other city of its
size in California, but we cannot make
the public believe it. Pat our city
in such a condition of cleanliness
that we cun take our Eastern visitors into
any part of it, Chinatown included, and
say to them : * Look for yourselves ; see our
streets ; poke your nose into every cellar,
outhouse and vault, and if you can find
any sickness-breeding smells let us know
it to our shame.” Thus and thus only can
we make the outsiders believe that cur city
isa healthy city; talk will not do it, facts
must speak for themselves, by our works
shall they know us to our praise. On mo-
tion of Mr. Comstock, the meeting then
adjourned at the call of the Chairman.
