While in 1883, when hydraulic- mining
had I>een stop|>ed in but a few instances,
our percentage of the total gold yieldof
the United States was 47 plus in 188C,
when hydraulieking was at an exceeding
low ebb, a> it -.till is, our per cent, of the
total yield of the United States was 56
plus. It is true, had hydraulic mining
continued uninterruptedly the gross yield
would have been considerably greater, but
it would not have nearly compensated for
the injury done to the rivers, to commerce,
to valley lands, and the decline of valley
industries inseparable from withdrawal of
confidence of capital. Very much of the
energy heretofore manifest in hydraulic
mining baa U-eii turned to quartz working,
and not a littleto driftmining.

While it is thus proved conclusively that
the stoppage of hydraulic mining has not
killedofl' the mining industry as was pro-
phesied, it is also established that our
mining development is but just beginning.
The new processes of millingnow renders
rock available for pay that formerly was
wholly rejected; capital that found poor
investment on the Comstock is taking hold
of the California quartz mines, and devel-
oping them with wonderful rapidity. Xe-
vada and Amador counties, that in 1883
yielded but $4,">00,000 of gold, willyield
in the present year not less than *7,000,-
--000 or $8,000,000 of gold. California's
yiel.l in 1886 was nearly $20,000,000, but
we restore the forecast that for 1887 it
willbe nearer *:iO,OOO,<XK) than the former
figure.

THE OAKLAND CONFERENCE.
The eili.rt bowbo finely progressing to

properly advise the people abroad of the
re-mirces of tliecentral and northern sec-
tions of the State will be greatly aug-
mented liythe conference presently to lie
held iit Oakland. As the Oakland Tkm
BBTVS :

The work can be greatly lessened by bavinsthe 1 uunties of.Santa Clara, Contra Costa, t-ac-
rameuto, Alamcda and othen desirous of acting
inharmony, arrange a general plan of opera-tions, so as to work together formutual advant-age. This is certainly a very desirable object,
and mv.st of necessity accomplish much neaterresults than where each locality acts independ-
ently of the other.

The Times suggest* the establishment of
a bureau of information for Central and
Northern California in San Francisco,
with active agent?, who willreach now ar-
rivals at once and see to it that they are
properly informed concerning the sections
named. The idea is a good one. We
have Wen for sonic time convinced that
Central and Northern California need
in the metropolis special and per-
manent advocates. The immigration
agencies located there, we venture to
say. have their affections drawn more
strongly to the southern than to the cen-
tral and northern region. We have no dis-
position to charge them with purpose-
ful partiality, but it is an unde-
niable fact that most strangers
who conic into the central and northern
sections via San Francisco, express sur-
prise that so littleof real fact was learned
by them in that city concerning those re-
gions. The almost unanimous testimony
is that most attention is given to directing
bomeseekers in other directions, and if
there is not positive partiality for other
parts, there certainly is a sort of uncon-
scious immigration strabismu> thru keeps
the vision askew and toward more south-
erly regions. It has been hinted, even
openly stated that in immigration circles
where there should be perfect impartiality
as between allsertions, interests have their
influence, possibly unconsciously to the
managers, thai weaken enthusiasm for the
north section.

At any rate, Central and Northern Cali-
fornia will not get a full share of benefit
from the incoming immigration, except
they attend to the business themselves.
No eye is so good as that of the master;
no interest i- so earnest as the home inter
eel :no one can do for us as we can do for
ourselves.

Central and Northern California ought
tobe made so prominent upon the street
in San Frandsco that the newcomers could
not go amis- of proper information. So-
Doma cunty has acted upon this principle,
aad with excellent results. There is work
enough to do at home, but tasks elsewhere
aha which we mas! undertake.

Out of the conference about to be held
there ought to come suggestion upon
which now and greater active aggressive
work can be begun for our home section.
The whole region must be advertised more
extensively than now. or than it ever lias
bean. Itmost be made known to the world
as has Southern California. There must
be investment to accomplish this. Sitting
quietly waiting for the newcomers willnot
do. As out contemporary, the ZiflMftjSayß:

This is the moat Seattatla part ot the .State inevery respect, and it is only nce«*ssarv to havetbis&ct properly advertised to bring a van-lar*r uumt>er of the most desirable immigrants
whoatenow floekimr to this coast, in this di-'rectiou. Plenty of r>rintcr's ink is rcjuired
and every dollar invested in that direction willbringin one hundred fold. The southern coun-
ties hove beaten these figoree, for the claim hasbeen made by the Los Augeles people that an in-
vestment of three hundred nud fifty thousand
dollars In advertising has already increased thetaxao'.c value ot property in tliatcounty more
than one hundred and twenty millions of dol-
lars. These are facts on record, and the boom
apparently has only coiumcDcod even inthatsection. Ifour people are not willingto take
ho!d when such evidence as this is presented,
they mi>t uot be dbaiipointcd i! places of k-ssm< rit secure the hulk ot the immigration by iu-dicious advertising.

contemporaries. Ifour contemporary, the
Call, for instance, has at any time pre-
sented the issue so clearly a.s to give the
position of the Court fully, we have failed
to see it. The presumption mu>t be that

, the Federal Courts construe the Kestric-
Ition Act, or any other "Act"before them,

jwith the view of making iteffective. Itis
violence we are unwilling to do a Court to
hold against the presumption that its ad-
ministration is in obedience to the
law, and sound. We repeat that itmust
be assumed that the Federal Courts are
correct in their rulings, until they have
been reversed by competent authority.
Xone can more earnestly desire the en-
forcement of the Restriction Act and the
exclusion of the Chinese than the Kecord-
lniox. Its endeavor has uniformly been
inthat direction. But it has not seen
reason for animadversions upon the Fed-
eral Courts such as have characterized the
San !•raucisco press in its coinnienfes upon
the habeas corpus cases. The presumption
must be entertained inbehalf of the Fed-
eral tribunals, in landing Chinese upon
writsof habeas corpus, that the law of the
land not only justifies but commands it.
Any other presumption does violence to
the estimate we place upon the honesty
and intelligence of the Federal judiciary.

A LESSON OF THE INTERSTATE LAW.

lii the trouble between the Canadian
Pacific Railway and its San Fnocuoo
connecting steamship lines, the follyof t lie
interstate commerce billhas been forcibly
illustrated. Under the strict construction
of the fourth section, for which the car-
riers by water, and the non-teiminaf points
clamored, the Canadian road wuaMe to
t;tkf transcontinental freight to and from
San Francisco and through a foreign ter-
ritory in spite of the American roads. Xo
one was benefited except the foreign
carrier. Under the more liberal construc-
tion intimated by the Commission, and
plainly given by .Judge Deady, the home
lines have been enabled to resume bank
at through rates. Immediately the busi-
ness of the foreign road falls off until its
connecting water link with San Francisco
is now unable tooperate at the competitive
rates. Yet the interior, or non-terminal
points, during these two stages, reaped no
new benefits. Indeed, they suffered by the
general disturbance of the commercial
equilibrium. They have lieen shown the
truth sn clearly that none can mistake,
that in fixinga rate for carriage to a noc-
i-ompctitive point, the through or competi-
tive rate is not an element, and cuts no
sort of figure, except, that as the through
business engages the surplus energy of a
carrier, it enables him to give way places
belter service.——— •
