of Lee Mow by Gee Wah.

The Woodland Democrat of Monday has
the following account of the circumstances
attending the fatal wounding of Lee Mow,
or Sam, as the white people generally called
him, in that place on Sunday night, the
wounded man dying Monday afternoon :

Sam, the man stabbed, and Gee Wah,
the assassin, have for a long time been
paying attention to a certain Chinese
woman of questionable virtue, w}m oceu-
gia apartments in China Alley. There has

een an open rupture between the men,
and one night some months ago Gee Wah
went to the woman’s house, and finding
Sam there, fired a shot at him through the
window, but failing to hit the mark. He
was at once arrested on the charge, but the
matter was cempromised and the shootist
was allowed to go. The ill-feeling however
continued, and both men always went
armed, and on their guard. Last mghg at
10 o'clock S8am was coming down China
Alley, and had just reached a point thirty
feet from the College street end of the
alley, and about fifteen feet from the
woman’s house, when Gee Wah sprang
from a dark recess, and after uttering
a Chinese oath plunged a large knife
isnto Sam’s abdomen and took his heeleji.
am gave a gasping cry, stagger
around a few %ni}r;utes. and fﬁf&just
as the horde of Chinamen rushed from
their hquses to see what the disturb-
ance meant. Sam was picked up and
caken into a house further up the alley and
laid down on the floor. A fruit box, cov-
ered with newspaper, was his pillow, the
hard floor was his mattress, and an old
piece of canvas was his blanket. But
Sam did not care—he knew he would de-
art for the Flowery Kingdom in a few
ours. After about an hour the Chinamen
ran and got Dr. Kier, and that gentleman
came as fast as possible. At this time Sam
had lost an enormous lot of blood, and a
steady stream was pouring over the floor.
The intestines were protruding and in-
flamed, and it was at once seen by the
physician that one layer had been cut
through. District Attorney Sprague was
soon at hand, and took the dying man’s
statement, which contained the facts as re-
cited above. A search was at once com-
menced for the murderer, but he could not
be found. A good description was obtained
and sent around by Deputy Sheriff Pende-
gast, and that individual remained up all
night searching around 1n the cellars and
by-ways of China alley and adjacent al-
leys. This morning a Chinaman came in
from Knight's Landing and said he had
seen Gee Wah on the railroad track strik-
ing out for that village. Mr. Pendegast at
once chartered a buggy and started for that
place, and is now engaged in the search.

The
highest and lowest temperature was 83°
and 49°, with fresh, southerly winds and
weather clear.

The steamers Flora, Governor Dana and
San Joaquin, No. 3, have arrived from the
upper Sacramento, with barges loaded with
wheat, and the D. E. Knight passed
through with a similar cargo from Marys-
ville to San Francisco.

Charles R. Parsons and Dr. H. Latham,
of this city, recently sold to four Japanese
twenty acres of land in the foothills ot
Calaveras county. The purchasers will
cultivate the land to various products in-
digenous to their native country.

Lieutenant P. Flaherty leaves this morn-
ing for Santa Cruz, having been appointed
by the oflicers of the First Artillery Regi-
ment to make arrangements for subsisting
the men while in camp there in August.
He will be absent three or four days.

This
so terrified the hunters that one dropped
his gun, and with one accord they both
took to their heels, becoming separated 1n
their tlight through the brush. The chap
who first made camp expressed the belief
that his companion had been overtaken by
bruin and foully dealt with.
