In an interview with Prison Director
Bonntag concerning the alleged cruelty

practiced upon prisoners at Folsom
'
cy

keeping them ia solitary confinement, he
said to a Chronicle reporter, as published in

that journal yesterday :"
Folsom Prison is bad\y situated, there

is no wallaround it, apiif these incorri-
gible scoundrels WP.re permitted to mix
with the other prisoners bad results would
follow. They f.ndertook to run the prison,
and the officers had to show their author-
ity. The l\\*es of prisoners and guards
would b»j jeopardized by the fellows iT
proper fe.<iaint were not put over them.
ButS.U1 1think, and we allthink, that the
system at Folsotn is too severe. Ivrould
rsfJher err on the side of humanity than be
crueMo prisoners ;but some of the men in
solitary confinement are desperate vil-
lains, born criminals, who are not amena-
ble to kindness, and no triflirv; can be
shown toward them. They must be trans-
ferred to San t^ueniin, where a better con-
trol can be kept over them.

"These so-called solitary cells do not
differ in any respect from -.he ordinary-
cell, except that the slide in the door is

shut down, keeping the inmates in dark-
ness. The solitary cells at the San Fran-
cisco county jail and at the city prison tre

dungeons and far more feared by prison-
ers than those at Folsom. McCorob is
probably led astray by some of his officers,
butItell you that if there is any wrong at
either of the State Prisons the present
Board of Directors want to know about
it and fcnve it righted. The public has no
idea oS the tricks played by the prisoners
at Kolsom to gee transferred toSan Quen-
tin. There they can receive their friends
nraothly, and the climate is better. For
repeated violations of the law solitary con-
finement is the only punishment that is
evoilable. Flogging is prohibited, and
ever since the twoState Prisons were built
the water douche, under tl*e doctor's su-
pervision, has been used to punish minor
offenses. Since Warden t-hirley took
charge at San Quentin the water punish-
ment has not been applied."

The men Ihave mentioned to you will
be transferred to San Queutin Prison, and
Ifeel sure from the guarantees of Warden
Shirley, Captains Heddy and Aull,will be

\u25a0brought 'to their senses. They will be
plainly told that if they attempt to escape
death will be the result, as the Directors
do not propose to permit the prison rules
to-be trilled with. Itis no use being senti-
mental withprisoners ; they must be pun- I
ished, but humanely. Atthe same time
sensational stories and exaggerated talts
willbe |K>ured into the ears of a listener
by every prisoner and discharged convict,
but the statements upon investigation are
generally found to-be groundless or highly
colored by imagination. Warden McComb
is tillinghis position, so far as Iknow, to
the satisfaction of the Board."

Directors Filcher anil Devlin were also
seen by the Chnmirle reporter, and they I
both corroborate the statement made by
Director Sonntag.

A Ticket-Scalper Scalped.

By the time Ottinger had traced up the
whereabouls of his tickets they had them
allbulletined, and of course yielded them
up on his demand. The company then
issued a written notice to him, signed by
K.H.Donaldson, assistant to General Pas-
senger Agent T. H. Goodman, who is ab-
sent from the city, that those tickets had
been "spotted." and would not be good if
used by or sold to any person outside of
the original purchaser. Ottinger's ill-luck,
therefore, willcost him $900, plus whatever
he would have realized by selling them.—
