While the experiment has been made,
every class ofsemi -tropical fruitgrows lux-
uriantly. Much vif the valley is above tin-
frost line, and dwellers there buastingly
say that for years they have not seen nor
felt the bligf.t of ".lack Frost." Fruit.-,
and vegetables mature as early as the
same articles do in the Vac.i valley. The
productions arc Erst-class, and are equal
to those from Pfoasantt valley. The
location is favorable; high mouiitainr-
on either side shut out the severe
winds, and the waters of Cache creek
flowing through the center of the valley
influence the temperature very materially.
When the lands there are subdivided into
small tract-, as they doubtless willbe some
day, these sratsra will Ik; distributed all
over the viiltv, and < apay will then
speedily equal her most famous rivalinfruit
culture. A recent visitor.'; I not miss it
far whenheprophesied that the day wasbo]
distant when the orange and olive would
bloom all over the ralley. and the rugged
hillsides wouldbeone livingmatofCatawba
and /iinfandel grapes; when happy homes,
entwined by Sowers of every hue, would
be found where, until recently, flocks and
herds roamed a( will.

Tin.- possibilities oi Capay valley ooald
DOK.be enumerated ina day. Prom "The
Notch" at the head of the valley, a mag-
niiiccnt vie* ma; be had; the eye follows
the winding stream down through rough
drift and matt;-<! undergrowth for. miles.
In the hazy distance tin- valley widens
out, and the eye iranuera aimlessly
ovci the broad wheat fields of Yolo.
The picture only need- the adornment
which cultivation bring, to make it second
to none on the coast. Kunsey's is known
as the ucad of the valley, and near there
the watere oome down with a plunge and a
roar, in beautiful imitation of the cataract
of Ladore. None but one who \i-.\< visited
this section can realize what nature has
done.

The (apay Valley Railroad, now in pro-
cess of construction, has already been in-
-tnunen!;:'. in causing a material advance
in those lands. Choice lauds there were
valued one year since at $-~> to $50 per
:.rre: now it would require four times
thoric prices to secure them. When the
railroad is completed we look for a new
era in the prosperity of Capay valley, and
n- i;;c;t willbe magical on all other parts
of Yolo county.
