London, July 2"2d.—Last night's debate in the
House ofCommons goes tar to encouraging the
belief thßt that kaleidoscopic measure, the
Irish hind bill, which changes its aspect from
week to week and almos-t from day to-day, may
in its final shape prove of some benefit to Irish
tenants. The Government was goaded last night
into making to the Book a confession of the
surrender of the principles which they had pre-
viously made in the privacy of the Carlton
Club.

The most remarkable feature in the debate
was the favor with which the Government re-
ceived the suggestion of Parnell—that tenants
evicted for a number of yeurs back should be
reinstated, the landlords being compensated
out ofthe irish Church fund for any loss which
they might have incurred. The vast import-
ance ofthis provision willbe Ken at a glance.
'Ihe < \u25a0iivernmciit have not actually accepted it,
but the manner in which it was met last night
gives iea&ou to hope that it may be embodied
In the bill.

HAEtINCTON AND THE PKKMIKRSIIIP.

Some newspapers here, including one or two
which support the Government, aa- nrging the
inclusion in the Ministry of Hartington, with
the object of strengthening the Government
aud avoidingin the future such electoral dis-
asters as those of Spaulding and Coventry. But
even ifHartington were willing to take office,
the result of his doing ao would probaoly be
opposition to that which these Journals antici-
pate. Ifa Whig Marquis entered the Cabinet,
very likelybe would bring with him Sir Henry
James, und perhaps some other of his followers.
