DPEATH OF TAYLOR, THE MOR-
MON PRESIDENT.

Disastrous Forest Fires in Shasta—
The Rapp Case—Killed by a
€ Log—Local Booms.

[SPECIAL DISPATCIIES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

THE RAILWAY INVESTIGATION.

Synopsis of Proceedings and the Testi-
mony Taken Yesterday.

SAN Fraxcisco, July 26th.—The Pacific Rail-
way Investigating Committee resamed the in-
vestigationof the Central Pacific Tuesday morn-
ing in this city.

Secretary E. H. Miller, Jr., of the Central
Pacific Railroad, was recalled. Reviewing the
memorandum of certain demands for docu-
ments, he enumerated those complied with and
explained the cases of others. He brought
articles of consolidation between the Western
Pacific and the San Francisco Bay Railroad
Cempany, dated October, 1869: a resolutien of
consolidation between the California and Ore-

on and the Yuba Railroad Company, Decem-

', 1869; articles of consolidation between the
Central Pacific and Western Pacific Railroad
%?om antes, June 26, 1870: articles of consolida-

ion between the San Franeisco and Oakland
and San Francisco and Alameda Railroad
Companies, June 28, 1870; articles between the
Central Pacific Railroad, Calitornia and Ore-
gon Railroad, San Francisco, Oakland and
Alameda Railroad, and San Joaquin Va'ley
Railroad Company, forming the Central Pacific,
August 20, 1870. The mortgages produced were
revicwed. One was dated 1865, on the road east
of Sacramento, 125 miles. Another was dated
15867, on the line east of the eastern boundary of
California. The bonds issued altogether
amounted on the two mortgages to about £25 -
000,000, payable at different pericds and falling
due about 1895. Another mortgage was on the
California and Oregon line, dated January, 1586,
authorizing $5,000,000 issuance of bonds, and
falling due in January, 1888. Another “land
grant " mortgage was on the land grant of the
Central Pacific. This authorized the issnance of
$10,000,000 bonds, and was dated October, 1870,
In December, 1885, £4,630,000 bonds were out-
standing. These will fall due in October, 1880.
In Jannary, 1872, a confirmatory mortgage was
given by the Central Pacific, authorizing the
issuance of $7,200,000 bonds. In December, 1885,
£3,680,600 bonds were outstanding, to fall due in
January, 1802, This confirmatory mortgage
was given because of the consolidation of

the California anrd Oregon and the Cen-
tral Pacific, and the consequent assump-
tion by the latter company of the mort-

gage, referred to previously, of January, 1868,
This, it was explained, eould therefore not be
regarded as a new mortgage. In October, 1885,
a mortgage was executed by the Central Pacific
for £10,000,009. The bonds would mature in 1915,
according to the terms of the mortgage, but all
have now been cancelled. In October, 1886, a
mortgage was exceuted between the Central
Pacific and W. E. Brown and F. 2. Douty, trus-
tees, authorizing the issuance of §16,000,000 in
bonds, falling due in fiity years from date. Now
only $7,065,000 of bonds are outstanding. This
was a second mortgage on the land grants of the
company between Lathrop and Goshen and on
the California and Oregon line, as well as on
the telegraph lines and the rolling stock. Mr.
Miller produced a mortgage exccuted October1,
1870, between the Central Pacific and D. O. Mills
and W. C. Ralston, trustees. This authorized
the issue of $6,080,000 in bonds, to fail due Octe-
ber, 1900. The full amount of these bonds was
outstanding in December, 188%5. The security

was the railroad land known as the
San Joaquin grant. One dated Oectober,
1864, for $1,600000, and bonds to that

amount were issued, due in July, 1884, but
the time was extended. The line from
Sacramento to the eastern boundary line of the
State was security. In October, 1865, a mortgage
was given by the Western Pacific Railroad Com-
pany. Oniy $111.060 of the bonds are now out-
standing, and falling due in December, 1895,
The Western Pacific also gave a mortgage in
October, 1869, and bonds to the amount of §2,-
735,000 were authorized, falling due in July, 1899,
Bonds amounting to 2,624 000 are now outstand-
ing. The last mortgage produced was given by
the San Franeisco, Oakland and Alameda road
in 1870, and authorized the issuance of §1,500,000
in bouds, falling due in July, 1800,

Mr. Miller was questioned regarding the stock
of the Central Pacific. The stock authorized
amounted to £100,000,000, and of this some §6S,-
000,000 was issued and is outstanding. Stock to
the amount of $764,000 is held in trust for the
company.

) cuments granting power-of-attorney to C.
P, Huntington and various lesses were pro-
duced, also a Central Pacifie construction con-
tract with Silas Collins, and a pooling agreement
between the Central and Southern Pacific and
the Southern Pacific Coast roads, dated 1879.
Other pooling agreements will be produced
whienr found. The original sarticles of associa-
tion of the Central Pacific Railroad Company,
dated June 28, 1861, were produced. It specified
that the organization was for fifty years; capital
stock, §8.500,000, in shares of $100 each.

Other documents called for were produeed and
filed for reference. The Board will hold ses-
sions daily from 10 A. M. to 1 P, M. until the in-
vestigation is concluded.

He was in
his 27th year. He joined the Mormon Church
in 1837, and was made one of “ The Twelve ™ in
1838, He was a missionary for twenty years,
and editor of various church papers and pnbli-
cations. He embraced polygamy among the
first, and denied its practice after years ot being
in it. He wasPre ~E|L-m of “The Twelve'” when
Brigham Young died, and became President of
the Church in 1880. He was indicted for un-
lawful cohabitation early in 1885, and went into
hiding in February of that yvear, and had not
shown up in public since. George Q. Cannon
to-night has a bitter article in the Church or-
gan, charging Taylor's blood on his “ persecu-
tors,” who have ‘ hounded him to his death."”

McCOMB'S ASSAILANT.

Schmidt Wanted in INlinois—His Former
Jail Exploits.

SaNx FraxNcigco, July 26th.—[{Special.}]—When
conviet William Schmidt made the attempta
few weeksago to escape from the Folsom prison,
& leiter was sent from the Chief of Police of this
city to the Warden of the penitentiary at Ches-
ter, 111, inquiring whether anything was known
of Smith there. Chief Crowley ay received
& letter froun W. C. Dowell, Warden oi the Ches-
ter prison, showing that Schmidt had been con-
fined there under under another name, and had
twice escaped. The following extraet from the
letter will be found interesting :

“ His pnotograph (which I herewith return)
is that of one William Walter, senteneed from
Madison county for burg'ary and larceny for
five years, November 23, 1881, He escaped from
this prison shortly after arriving by cutting
three gratings in the main water closet (14 by
16 inches), and crawled a distance of 20 fect
throu§h it to the main sewer, which leads to
the Mississippi_river, where, after a chise of
over 200 miles in the Ozark mountaine “he was
recaptured in six du?‘n. His second escape was
effected one morning about 4 o'clock by
cutting his cell door {carbomized iron) off
at the hinges, cutting the brass off the

door, - to the ventilator in the top of the
cell-house, sixty-five feat high, and

through the roof. He then let himself
down to the ground on the ontside by means of
a4 ropc made of his blankets, sheéts, pants,
drawers and shirts, landing on the ground out-
side with nothing on but a pair of socks. Tle
alarm was sounded, and the day force turned
out in time to see him running across the road,
as before stated, naked. Captain Howard, an
expert shot, sew him in the woods at 9 o'clock,
four miles away, and fired two shots at him
aud hit him. He tracked him by the blood-
marks quite a distance but lost him inthe bluffs
and hills. We traced him through Missouri,
Kansas and Nebrasks, and the last heard of
him was in_central Colorado, in the spring of
1884, until the Warden at Folsom wrote us of his
attempt to escape there. We identified him by
his photograph. He never let up in trying to
escape. He is the most persistent ‘ worker’ I
ever knew. His burglaries in this State con-
sisted in ‘second-story ' and ‘pole ’ work. When
the Judge sentenced him he told him, ‘I'll not
stand it!" and he was as g as bis word.
When his term is up in your State we want him,
and will go after him.”

IRISH NATIONAL LEAGUE,

7The Committee on Resolutions reported
the following as the result of its Jabors, which
were unanimously approved and adopted:

WAEREAS, The despotic Tory Gevernment of
England has passed a coercion law to harass
and oppress the people of Ireland and drive
them from their homes ; therefore,

Resolred, That this Convention pledges its
honor to assist by all means in its power suc-
cessful resistance by the Irish people of the ne-
farious enactments of the present English Par-
liament.

Resolved, That the gallant efforts of the pat-
riotic leaders of the 1rish people to bring their
countrymen out of bondage to the happy condi-
tion of having, in the near future, a Govern-
ment of their own, entitle them to the heartfelt
gratitude of the Irish race and of every liberal-
minded man throughout the world.

Resolved, That the American people, by their
action in the National Congress and by resolu-
tions passed by Legislatures of many States, as
also by the individual actions of private citi-
zens, merits the heartfeit gratitude of the Irish
race in the Old and New World, for the sympa-
thy and assistance extended to Ireland.

Resolved, That the noble action of the people
of Seotland and Wales and a large proportion
of the people of England, under lhcﬁvunlvr.\hip
of the great Gladstone, to do justice to the
claims of the Irish people for self-government,
deserve the ::rntitm" and admiration of the
friends of freedom throughout the world.

WHY NOT AT HOME?

An American Firmm to ¥ngage Largely
in Irrigation in Australia.
[Copyrigit, 1887, by the Califorria Associated ress. |

WasHiNGTON, July 26th.—{Special. ]—Consul
Grmgn, of Sydney, New Sonth Wales, informs
the State Department that the South Australian
Government has recently perfected arrange-
ments with Messrs. Chaffey Bros., who have had
considerable experience with irrigation in Cali-
fornia, by which the firm may acquire 250,000
acres of land in that colony.  The firm isto
have 30,000 acres at once upon the condition
that it will, during the first five years, spend the
sum of §175,000, during the second five vears
§700,000, during the third five years §375,000, and
during the fourth five years $250,000—a total of
$1,500,000,

.On expending § per acre on the land, inclu-
sive of the first 30,000 acres, the irrigationists
may acquire in fee simple 50,000 acres. This
will leave 20,600 aeres. When Messrs. Chaffey
shall have expended $5 per acre upon this area
they may purchase it for another 8 per aere, so
that altogether it will cost them $3,000,000 to gain
the fee simple of the whole block of 250,000
acres. Itis further agreed that all machmery
and pipes shall be manufactured in the colony?
unlessthe Government should determine to send
abroad for them.

The Government of Victorin has alsp con-
cluded an agreement with the same firm by
which Chaffey Bros. are to have 50,000 acres in
what is known as the Malley country, of lower
Murray frontage, east from the junction of the
Darling, and with the right of purchasing 200.-
000 acres hereafter. The fee simple of the land
was valued by the Surveyor-General at 60 cents
to §1 21 per acre, but the highest rental ever of-
fered for it was 2 cents for every fourteen acres.
Messrs. Chaffey undertook in this agreement to
expend the sum of $1,500,000 within twenty
years upon 47.000 acres in construeting irrigation
works and for building an Agricultural College.
The land, when ¢leared for settlement, is to be
cut up in small blocks of not more than eighty-
five acres, if planted and prepared for fruit-
growing, and not more than 160 acres if for
other products, each to be farmed separately,
and no person to be allowed to purchase more
than one block. As soon as 100 families are set-
tled there the coliege is to be opened, in which
chemistry, horticulture and the principles of
agriculture, ete., are to be taught.

CALIFORNIA'S ADVANTAGES.

Irving M. Scott Relates Some Important
Facts in the East.

WASHINGTON, July 26th.—|Special.]—Irving M.
Scott, of the Union Iron Werks of San Francis-
co, arrived here last night and will remain until
next Monday, when bids will be opened at the
Navy Department for the construction of the
three new gunboats and two cruisers authorized
by Act of Congress at its last session. Mr. Scott
has presented bids ‘or these vessels in accord-
ance with the plans provided by the Depart-
ment, and he expects that the contracts for
bullding one or two of the vessels will be
awarded to his firm. When the contract to build
the Charleston was given.the-Union Iron Works
last winter, Eastern shipbuilders conld not ur-
derstand how Pacific coast contractors could un-
dertake to work at such figures, while paying
more for labor than is demanded at the East and
paying freight on the steel plates shipped from
Pittsburg to San Francisco.

 Has your experience proven that you have
a losing contract on the Charleston?””’ asked
your correspondent of Scott, to-day.

* My answer is that we are here with bids for
8 new ship, and our figures are just as close as
those put in for the Charleston,” was the reply.
‘Ot course a great element in the cost of a ship
is the labor. Now, for example, what sort of
work can we do in Eastern yards on such a day
as this? The temperature is in the nineties,
and it oftentimes runs up to 100 degrees orover.
Puat your hand on a piece of iron on such a day
as the present and it will be burned. In our
yards to-day the temperature is about 64. Many
of our men, I dare say, have their coats on.
One good man ean do twice as much work in
San Feencisco to day as in Philadelphia. We
pay more money for labor, but we get a much
greater return. In winter, when Eastern yards
are blocked with snow and ice, workmen in
San Franecisco can labor in a mildd an equable
climate.””

“What about the armament ot the Charles-
ton "’ asked your correspondent.

“Iam informed that she will carry eight
inch instead of ten-inch guns for her neaviest
battery,” was the reply. *“So far as work on
the Chareleston is concerned,’” he added, *“ you
will tind by irquiring : Navy Department
that for uniformity and excellence of the steel
castings, those made at San Francisco excel all
others now being put in the new erusers.”
