The closing exercises of the primary
i grades at Jefferson School, Sixteentf and
N streets, were held yesterday, commenc-
ing a1 9 A. M. This building has no assem-
bly-room, and for that reason is not at all
suited for the holding of public exercises.
The teachers in this school are Miss Lillie
Blue, Miss Helen Egl, Miss Bertie Piper
Miss Luecy Hinkson, Miss Mary Griffin,
Miss Mollie Brown. The exercises were
under the management of Miss Harriet
McCormack, Supervising Principal of the
primary schools. The room in which the
scholars were assembled, the largest one in
the building, was handsomely decorated
with evergreens and flowers, the black-
boards embellished with well executed
crayon drawings.

Camp Sheehan.

A neat little pampblet has been issued
by the First Artillery Regiment containing
the rules and regulations to be observed at
the Fourth Annual Encampment at Santa

Cruz. It also contains the following Reg-
imental Order, No. 10, under date of July
13, 1887 :

I.—As a testimonial of the respect and
esteem in which this regiment holds its
ex-Colonel, T. W. Sheehan, the camp at
Santa Cruz will be known and designated
as Camp Sheehan.

II.—Companies A, B, C, E, F, G, Cadet
corps, field, staff, non-commissioned staff,
signal corps, band and regimental markers
will assemble at the armory in Sacramento
city, Saturday, August 13th, at 7:30 o'clock
P. M., in full uniform, with knapsacks,
blankets, fatigue uniform, and all neces-
sary equipments for an eight-day encamp-
ment at Santa Cruz.

IiI.—Company commanders of compa-
nies C and F respectively will take the
train leaving Nevada City and Woodland
with their commands (C at 6 o’clock A. M.,
and I' ac 1 o'clock p. M., August 13th), and
upon arriving at Sacramento will march
to the regimental armory and stack arms
until the hour for assembly—7:30. The
conmmander of Company C will arrange
for the extra transportation of his men
from Nevada City to Colfax and return,
and render a voucher to the Paymaster for
such expense.
