Will Fruit Pay?
Will fruit pay' Let the honest inquirer

ride an hour or two around Los Gatos and
take a look at the orchards returning to
their owners $300 to jSOO an acre, where a
few years ago the tame ground was culti-
vated in grain at a serious loss. Look at
the town with its churches, school-houses,
nice cottages, numerous stores and well-
dressed, well-behaved and cheerful people,
all .sustained by the same orchards which
our Gilroy friend thought would starve
their owners. I»ok at the Higgins
orchard, planted on chaparral hills, not
considered, ten years ago, as worth any-
thing. At the lowest calculation it will
yield its owners $00,000, or $350 an acre.
There is the Lieb place of forty ncres, the
fruit already sold for $12,000. Everywhere
we see numbers oftwo to four horse teams
hauling fruit to the canneries and driers.
Though the productions are enormous
there seems tobe a market for all, at satis-
factory high prices. Thirty dollars a ton
is the ruling price for apricots. Hildebrand
i*j Van Fleet have already purchased

i 100 ton* for their home driers. They have
[ also sent out titteen of their machines with
I a capacity of live tons each per day, which
[are all being run at their full rate. The
jcanneries are all being run extra hours to

| keep up with the supply. Nearly all this
fruit, whether canned or dried, is already
contracted for, with more buyers in the
market. Indeed, the demand for canned
apricots seems to be unlimited. Dealers in

t London, alone, where a great part of this
j fruit goes, assert their ability to handle all
that California can raise. The foothills
around Los Gatos, however, are reported as
having an average crop of everything. In-
deed, all kinds of fruit in this vicinity,
grapes, peaches and pears, are abundant.
Bartlett pears, especially, are very promis-
ing.

This part ot California has reason to be
satisfied. We have had neither cyclones,
hot waves, cold waves nor inundations. No
epidemics, malaria or zymotic diseases
have visited our county. If there is any
place where the good thinga of this world
have been poured out more bountifully
than here we have never seen it.—Los Oatot
Mail.
