Senator Stanford's only passion is for
fine horses, and this tnste he has gratified
on his Chtatf> at Palo Altoin the heart of
tbe Santa Clara valley. There he has a
large number offine thoroughbred horses,
and when he goes down to this country
home it Ls his pleasure to sit in a !:irge
chair in the center of a ring and see his
favorite young flyers brought out for trial.

It was while watching one of these fast
(rotten —an animal which had the enor
rnous stride of twenty-three feet—that the
millionaire conceived the idea that in
some part of his court* the horse must en-
tirely clear tiie ground and have all four
feet in the air. Ho he decided to have hi-
horeer, photographed while in motion. llf
secured the services of a skillful photog-
rapher named Muybridg.e vand lie arranged
an ingenious system ofcameras worked by
electricity Ijy which an instantaneous
view of the animal was given ai lie passed
the home line. About $40,000 were meat
on the.-.' experiments; but they overthrew
all previous notions on the subject, and
the work which Stanford had written and
published, entitled "The llo>>t in Mo-
tion," is a valuable contribution to science.
Senator Stanford has also done more than
any oue else to improve the breed of liorsc-
in California, and to demonstrate that the
climate ofthat State is sii[>erior toKen-
tucky for the breeding of swift trottiugaud
running stock.— G. H. Fitch, in Augwd
CotanopoHtem.
