instances the advance bus even bun muchgreater than this. The rise in prices has not
been the cause of any excitement. It has been
so gradual as not to " take on " the appearance
ofa boom.

The reasons assijrncd for this seeme to be well-
Rroundi;d. Tht- reul estate agents say there is
nothing wondertul in it. aii'l for two reasons—
fir.it. that all n-al estate on the San Francisco
peuinsula has, since the " caving" of the ('om-
slock mines, been tulow Ita par value. Sec-
ondly. that an the city increases in imputation
s<> also must the peninsula of Sau Francisco,
like that of NVw show a marked advaut'ti
in irul estate ralues.

A p-omint-m roul ectate biokcr said today
that there is nothing >urpiisiuc in the advance
to any orfo who has ever studied the lunite of
land on the peninsula. Those uho could buy
outside lauds had not done so when the Ggnret
were much lower than they were even thirty
years ago.

One well-known instance in the city tOrday
will suffice to show i ow rapidly these outlying
city lots are Jumping in value. Captain Lei ol
the detective force, made up his mind on Satur-
day last to sell a cluster of lots that he bad ly-
ing between the Western Addition and thet'litt
House. He bad been offered 135,000 for them, and
he thought it was a good cuough price to soil ai.
Being, however, a cautious man, he went and
asked the opinion oftwo real estate agents fa-
miliar with the lands in that locality. One "l
them told him that if be would wait till theMonday following he believed be Could tind
him a purcba~t! Nt 130,000. (.aptniu l.ees saidvery quietly tha>. he would wait. In the mean-
time the other real estate agent, know ing the
value of the lots, busied himself in the matter,
and on Monday alsi came to Lies ami saio that
if be wrs wi;lingto sell he had a purchaser at a
price above the KS.U'io mentioned on Saturday
and Lees toldhim that he had good reason to
believe that he could have S;)O,OUU for the lots
before the sun went down, and the result of it
is that to-day Captain l.ees was paid $.10,(HX) for
those, outlying lnts tv,r which on Saturday be
was ready to accept $i"i,000. There are" two
other similar instances, but lor smaller sutn>.

He was un-
armed, and missing his footing fell on his knees.
Just as he did so I'iukerton rushed up and bur-
ied the ax iv his skull and made his escape
Ford stapgered to his lee., and Betting ou his
engine held his skull together with his led hand
and with his right managed to ruu his engine to
Burrency. When he got there he liecamc un-
conscious. Physicians did all In their power for
him. bm be became worse. Yesterday ho was
moved to Atlanta for treatment, aud tn-chiy Dr.
llowell removed se'-eral pieces of the skull.
Ford i.i unconscious and will probably die be
lore morning. It is said on good authority thai
the negro was emight and lynched, but the fact
i~ kept quiet because there arc five tim>> a-
uiHiiynegroes iibout surrenoy as white men.
