Death Momentarily Expected.

OAXLAND, Augus 26th—Midnight.—The prom-
ising report of ‘the condition o Governor Bart-
lett yesterday wes suddenly changed this after-
noon, when-it was announced that he had been
seized with ‘n severe chill, followed by other
alarming symntoms.  He srifered with a severe
headache ‘thiz morning, which continued for
several hours, His pulse £1s0 inecreased during

this period from 65 te 76. His tempernture
dropp=d from 100.4-5 to ¥, and respiration to 20.
It also had the effect -of making the patient
restless, mervous and -wilent. The chill irn #he
afternoom, though it passed off quickly, in-
oreassd his nervousness,
UNABIE TO TALK.

At 2o'clock he was conscious of what was
:going on around him, but he spoke with the ut-
most difficulty, #2124 so incoherently that his at-
tendants were unable to interpret his wishes,
He partook of noerishment sparingly.

EIGHT-0'CLOCK BULLETIN,

At 8 o'clock Lkis evening the following bulle-
‘%in was issued: “ The Governor's condition is
‘not quite o favorable. e has some symptoms
«of ccrebral irritation, due to the reaction usu-
«zlly observed after an apoplectic attack of mod-

but for a few minutes only. During the evening
“the patient was restless. He partook of a milk
diet, and expressed a wish for fruit. ¥Ye ate a
few slices of a pared peach and a bit of water-
melon.

Culture of the Ramie Plant.

The more the resources of this country
are developed the more fully convinced
are the people that they did not begin to
realize its importance. One of the articles
recently decided as eminently suited to
this country is that valuable textile ramie.
Persons in difierent parts of the State have
for years been making tests of this plant.
Prof. Hilgard of the University has in
connection with the Agricultural Depart-
ment of that institution make thorough ex-
aminations as to the adaptability of the
plant to the soil and climate of this State.
The experiments have all resulted quite
favorably, and only for a trouble in decor-
ticating the fiber that has existed until
recently, the plant would now be one of
our staple productions.

The ramie is a species of the nettle
family, and the fiber is the stroneest and
best produced from any known textile
plant. It can be used for a great diver-
sity of purposes. It can be made fine and
glossy like silk, and in a coarser state it
may be used for cordage and coarse cloths.
The fine fibers are much stronger
than silkk and the coarse ones superior to
flax. -

Upto last year the machinery used for
decorticating it, made principally on the
style of those for flax, have not done satis-
factory work ; they failed to separate the
fiber from the wood and clean away the
gummy substances,  But, as noted in pre-
vious issues of the Times, after long ex-
periments, a machine has been patented
that, it is claimed, overcomes the difficul-
[ ties entirely. A company has  been
organized to manufacture the machines
Land to give encouragementito farmers to
fengage in ramie culture.—San Josc Times.

Consumption and Milk,

The Sanitary Era says: We have pre-
sented striking evidences that consumption
is radically a filth disease, infectious and
probably originating, to a great extent at
least (in common with scarlet fever), in
filthily kept cows,from whom both diseases
are communicated to man through their
milk. Here is another remarkable con-
firmation: It is stated by Dr, Wyss, of
Geneva, in Der Fortschritt, that *consump-
tion is unknown or very rare in those
countries the people of which do not breed
cattle, as in the polar regions and tropics.
Aceording to the evidence of competent,
trustworthy Norwegian medical men, the
southwestern districts of Norway had re-
mained free from tuberculosis until the
introduetion of English cattle. Since then
this disease has been rapidly spreading.

Dr. Wyss states that it is not sufficient
to boil milk at 158 F. in order to destroy
the tubercular bacillus which the milk
may contain. Hueppe states that the
sterilization of milk is extremely diflicult.

An elaborate system of experiments,
#1ys the New York Medical Times, has es-
tablished the fact that no milk below 1029
specific gravity can come from cows in a
state of health. Any milk which falls be-
low this standard is either diluted or un-
healthy, or is the product of cows in an
advanced state of pregnancy, in which con-
dition the milk is unfit for human con-
sumption.

GREAT CSTTLE LOSSES ALL OVER
THE WEST.

A Woman Held Tor Murder—Jake
Sharp’s Mental Decline—The
Celorado Utes.

WEAVY CATTLE LOSSES,

Remaz&able Decline in the Prosluction of
Beef Cattle.

iCAGO, August 26th.—A morning paper says
sssumed in many quarters that a beef fam-
ine is not fur away. The estimeates as to the de-
straction in the Northwest last winter are that
in Montana thzre were 400,000 head; in Idaho,
about 100,000; in Wyoming, about 300,000; in
Oslorado, about 500,000—or about £50,000 head in
a'l. During the summer, on account of the ex-
cessive drought, it is estimated that the losses in
the beef-producing States will swell the total to
1,500,000 Kcad of becves.

But this is not the main fact which indicates
a future famine. It is now known that from 50
to 75 per cent. less calves were born this soring
than is usual, owing to climatic causes, which
must have its effect in time. To this must
be added the fact that cattle-produters
have been rushing their surviving stock
on the market at an  unparalleled
rate, and from these and other causes many
ranchmen are discouraged and are going out of
the business, Great uueasiness, such as never
before characterized the cattle business, {s man-
ifest in business circles. The produeer tinds not
& dollar of profit, and more otten heavy losses
charged against his aceount.

The market price has been lower on account
of the giut, for in Chicago alone over 200,000
head of cattle have been thrust on the market
during the last 20 days. The consumer, how-
ever, gets his beef no cheaper because the pro-
duecer sells it for so little. Itis hinted that the
profit goes to the dressed beef monopoly, which
treats both sides—producer and consumer—
alike. On every bullock there is a profit of ten
dollars to the monopoly, aud whether a loss or
an even thing for the producer the consumer
pays thce monopoly the extra ten dollars profit.

THE SUGAR MARKET.

Two Cargoes of Hawaiian Sugar Fail to
Affect Prices.

NEW YORK, August 26th. — [Special.|—The
Comanercinl Bulletin says: ** The arrival yester-
day of two ships, the St. Francis and E. D. Sut-
ton, from San Francisco, loaded with Sandwich
1sland sugars representing a total of 5,000 tous,
was expected to create some flurry in the mar-
ket, accompanied with a slight decline in prices,
but the cargoes were placed as rapidly as they
arrived without apparent effect upon the mar-
ket. In the language of prominent members of
the trade, the two cargoes in question were dis-
posed of as quickly and with just as little eflect
upon the market as would have been the first
basket of peaches at the opening of the fruit
season. It is believed by sugar dealers
in this city that the conditions surrounding
the market are of a nature to almost guarantee
a strong and steady advance in prices, and that
the long-continued depression so intimately
associated with the market isabout to terminate
in an upward movement.

“The supply for the presentjyvear in all grades
of sugars is computed at fully 20,000 tons less
than the yield of the previous year. The Cuban
crops are reported short, the German and
French crops are poor, and altogether it is he-
lieved by the majority of those in commercial
interests that the supply?will be taxed to the ut
most to meet the demand. A prominent feature
of the American sugar market is its entire free-
dom from speculation.”

WASHINGTON, August 26th.—[Specis
session of the Supreme Council of thé Knights
of Honor to-day Huestis and Hoitt, California
delegates, secured an amendment to the Consti-
tution asked for by the Grand Council of that
State, extending the time for the reinstatement
of suspended Couneils from thirty to sixty days.

The Council almost unanimously adopted a
plan to establish a sick benefit fund and & re-
serve rund, and the election of officers resuited
as follows : Supreme Commander, E. 8.
