MEN'S FSIVATE AFFAIHS HESPECTED.

Opinion of .lastice Field Concurred
in by Judges Sawyer aud Ba!>in

—Ah Important Decision.

IWBOU. DISPATCHES TO THK RKCOEll-ONION,j

-an 1 KANciico, August iSKh.—Tbe Pacific
Railway Commission appointed by President
Cleveland during its recent session in this city
projiounded certain quest ious tc Lcland Stan-
ford, President of the Central Pacific Railroad
Company, which he, undur the advice of coun-
sel, declined to answer. The witness was there-
upon summoned before the United States Circuit
Court on fin order to show cause why he should
not be compelled to answer. The mater was
elaborately argued last Monday before Justice
Field ofthe Supreme Court of the United States,
Circuit Judge Sawyer and District Judge* Holl
man aud Sabiu.

At 11 o'clock thismorning Justice Field and
Judge Sawyer rendered opinions iv the matter.
In the Court-room were Hall McAllister, T. I.
Bergin aud L. D. McKisick, who represented the
railroad ; United States Attorney Carey, who
appeared tor the Comniismoii, and John F. Swift,
W. W. Morrow, \V. 11. L. Barnes, Milton Andros,
A. L. Rhodes, George Flonrnoy and H. ci. Hil-
born. Sitting beside Justice Field were Judges
Sawyer and Sabin.

Justice Field's Opinion.
Mr. Justice Field, after stating the case at

length, delivered the opinion of the Court, as
follows:

The motion fora peremptory order upon the
witness to answer the interrogatories pro-
pounded by tho Railway Commission has been
fully argued, and everything which could be
said in its favor has been ably presented by the
Dotted States Attorney, either in oral or printed
arguments. In resisting the motion counsel of
the respondent have not confined themselves to
a discussion of the propriety aud necessities of
the interrogatories, and the sufficiency of the
answers given by him, but they have assailed
the validity of the Act creating tlie Commission,
so far as it authorizes an examination into the
private affairs ofthe Directors, officers and em-
ployes of the Central Pacific Railroad Company
and confers the right to invoke the power ot the
Federal Courts in aid of the general investiga
tion directed.

Impressed with the gravity of the questions
presented, we have given to them al! the consid-
eration ivour power.

The Pacific Railway Commission, created
under the Act ofCongress of March 3,1887, is
not a judicial body; it possesses no judicial
powers; it can determine no right to the Govern-
ment or of the companies whose affairs it inves-
tigates. Those rights will remain the subject of
judicial inquiry and determination as fully as
though the Commission had never been created,
anil in such inquiry its report to the President of
its nation will not be even admissible as evi-
dence of any of the matters investigated. Hisa mere Board of Inquiry, directed to obtain in-
formation upon certain matters mid report the
result of its investigation to the President, who
isto lay the same before Congress. In the pro-
gress o! its investigations and in furtherance of
them it is in terms authorized to invoke the aid
ofthe Courts ofthe I'nitcd States in requiring the
att.U'lance and testimony of the witnesses and
the production ol books, papers and documents.
And the Act provides that the Circuit or Dis-
trict Court ofthe United States within the juris-
dicfon of which the inquiry of the commission
is had, in case of contumacy or refusal of any
person to obey a tubpena to him, may issue an
order requiring such person to appear before the
Commissioners and produce books and papers
and give evidence touching the milters in
question.

THE EK.IIT!) or CITIiSNS.
Of al! the rights of the citizen few are ol

greater importance or more essential to his peace
and happiness than the right of personal secur-
ity, and that involves not me Ty protection of
bis perxm fiom assault, but Exemption of his
private affairs, books and pafecrs from the iu-
spection and scrutiny of oth is. Without theenjoyment of tins right all otter rights would
lose hall their value. The hiif provides for the
compulsory production, in theg>rogress of judi-
cial proceedings or by direct suit for that pur
pose, of such documents as atVei-t the interestjof
others, aud also in certain case* for the seizure
of criminating papers necessarjr for the prosecu-
tion ofoffenders against publii;justice, and only
iv one of these ways can they be obtained nnd
their contents made known agriiist the will of
tho owners.

In the recent c.nse of Boyd s. ;The United
states (11(3 U.S. Clti.), the Sup me Court held
that a provision of a law of (oftgress which au-
thorised a court of the United Slates inrevenue
rases, on motion of the Govern cut attorney, to
require the defendant or claim it to produce inCourt his private books, invoices, and papers,or
that the allegations of the attorney respecting
t'lem should be taken as confaiied. was uncon-
stitutional acd void as appliet o suits for pen-
alties or to establish a forfeit!*!ofthe party's
goods. The Court, speaking b> ustice Bradley,
sni.l. ".Any compulsory discov y by extorting
the party's oath, or compelling he production
of his private books mid papers .<> convict him
of crime or in iorfeit his prope f, is coitrary to
the principles of a free gown lent. It is ab-
horrent to the instincts ofan X ;lishman ; it is
abhorrent to the instincts of ItiAmerican. Itmay suit the purpose ofa despt c power, but it
cannot abide the pure utmost ere of politicalliberty and personal freedom.'' The language
thus used had reference, it is ue, to the com-
pulsory production of papers as, foundation for
criminal proceedings, but it is 'plicabletoany
such production of the private oksand papers
ot a party otherwise than in i course of judi-
cial proceedings or a direct s«it lor that pur-
pose. It is the forcible intniM; into aud com-
pulsory exposure ofone's private affairs and pa-
per*, without judicial process, «i in the courseof judicial proceedings which i contrary to theprinciples of free govermneu . and is abhor-
rent to the instincts of Englishmen and -uu>t-
icaue.
NO POWF.K TO ISWUIRE INTO ITUVATK AI I \u25a0 ll:s.

InKilbourn vs. Thompson 111." U. EL, IBS) we
have a decision of the Supreme Court of the
United States, that neither house of Congress
had the power to make inquiries into the pri-
va'c affairs ofthe citizen ; that is, to compel ex-
posure of such affairs. That ease watthis: The
firm of Jay Cooke&Co. were debtorsof the Unit. .1
States, and it was alleged that they were interested in a "real estate pool" in the city of
Washington, and that the trustees oftheirestate
and effects had made a settlement of their inter-
ests with the associates of the firm to the disad-
vantage nnd loss of numerousiCreditors, includ-
ing the liovemmcut of' the United States. TheHouse of Representatives, by a resolution recit-
ing these iacf, authorized the Speaker to ap-
joint a committee of five to inquire into the
matter aud history of paid "real estate pool"
and the character of the settlement, with the
amount of the property involved in which Jay
Cooke & Co. were interested, and the amount
paid, or to be paid, in said settlement, with
power to send for persons and pai ers, and report
to the House. The committee was ap-
pointed and organized, and proceeded tomake the inquiry directed. A subpena
was issued to one Kilbourn, commanding him
to appear before the committee to testily and beexamined touching the matters to be inquired
into, and to bring with him certain designated
records, papers and maps relating to the in-
quiry. Kilbourn appeared before the committee
and was asked to state the names of the five
members of the real estate pool and where eachresided, and he refused to answer the question
or to produce the books which had been re-quired. The committee reported the matter to
the House, and it ordered the Speaker to Issue
his warrant directed to the Sergeantat- Arms to
arrest Killiourn and bring him before the bar of
the House to answer why he should not be puu
ished for contempt. On being brought belore
the House, Killxmrn persisted in Ins refusal toanswer the question and to produce the books
and papers required. He was thereupon held
to be in contempt and committed to the custody
ofthe sjergeant-at-Arms until he should Signify
his willingness to appear before the committeeand answer the question and obey the subpena
dures (tram: and it was ordered that in themeantime the Sergeant-at-Aruis should cause
him to be confine! in the common Uil
of the District of Columbia. He was
accordingly conlimd in that jail for

forty-five days, when he was re eased on habeascorpus bj the Chief Jtuticeof the Supreme Cooit
ofthe mstrict ot Columbia. Upon his releasehe rani tht s]» sk.-rof the House, the members
oi the committee, and the Sergeaot-at-Arms forhis forcible arrest and confinement. The de-
fendant pleaded the facts recited, towhich pleas
the plaintiff demurred. The demurrer was over
ruled and Judgment ordered for the defendants.
On a writ of error to the .Supreme Court the judg-
ment was affirmed as to all the defenJanls ex-
cept the Sergcant-at-Arms. They being mem-
bers of the House were he'd to be protected
from prosecution for theii action. TUut as to
Thompson the judgment was reversed, and the
case remanded lor further proceedings. In the
Supreme < ourt the case received great consider-
ation, and it was held th.v the subject-matterof
the investigation was judicial and not legis-
lative, nnd thm there was no power in Congress
or in either House, on the allegation that an in-
solvent debtor of the United States was inter-
ested in a private business partner-hip, to In-
vestigate the uffnirs of that partnership, and,consequently, no authority to compel v witntss
to {'\u25a0 lilyon the subject.

'The House of Representatives," said th.
Court, "has the sole right to impeach oilkers of
the Government, and the Sefnte to try them
Wire the question of such impeachment beforeeither body acting in its appropi iate sphere on
that subject, we see no reason to doubt the right
to compel the attendance of witnesses and theiranswer to proper questions in the same manner
and by the use ot the same means that Courts of
justice can In like ciws. Whether the power of
puuishmeut in either House by fine or imprison
ment goes beyond this or not. we are sure thntno petson can be punished for contumacy as a
witness before either House, unless his'
mony is required in a matter into which that
House ha? jurisdiction to inquire, and we feelequally »ure that neither of these bodies pos-
seases ihc general power ofmaking inquiry into

It the investigation which the committee was

directed to make was judicial in its character,
and could only be properly and successfullymade by a Omit or justice, and if it related
to a matter wherein relief or redress could bo
had only by a judicial proceeding, we ifcgnni,

discuss tho proposition that the power attemptedto be exercised was <wo eouti led by the Consti-tution to the Judicial, and not the LegislativeDepartment of the Government. We think it
equally clear that the power asserted is judi-

made of what the House of Representatives or
the Congress could have done in the way of
remedying the wrong or securing the creditors

W as it to be simply a fruitless investigation intothe personal affairs of individuals? Tf so, the
House of Representatives had no power or
authority in toe matter more than any otherequal number of gentlemen interested for the
Government of their eonntry- By fruitless, wemean that it could result in no valid legislate •:>
on the subject to which the inquiry referred. 1'

when the case -.vent buck to the Supreme
Court ofthe District or Columbia and wastrir.i,
the plaintiff recovered a verdict of $100 mx)
against the f-'ergeant-at-Arms.

THK I'OWKK Of THF. COMMISSION.
The Act of Congress not only authorizes a

searching investigation into the methods, affairs
aud business of the Central Pacific Railroad
Company, but it makes it the duty of the Rail-
way Commission to inquire, into, ascertain and
report whether auy of the Directors, officers or
employes of tfint company have been, or arc
now. directly or Indirectly interested, and to
what amount or extent, in any other railroad,
steamship, telegraph, express, mining, con-
struction or other business company or corpora-
tion, and with which any agreement?, under-
takings or leases ha\c been made or entered
into. There are over one huudred officers,
principal and minor, of the Central Pacific Kail-
road Company, and nearly five thousand em-
ployes. It is Dot unreasonable, to suppose that
a large proportion of these have some in-
terest as stockholders or otherwise in some
other company or corporation with which
the railway company may have an agreement
of some kind: and it would be diitieult to state
the extent to which the exploration? of the
Commission into the private affairs ol these per-
sons may not go, if the mandate of the Act
could be fully carried cut. liut in accordance
with the principles declared in Kilhouin vs.
Thompson, and the equally important docl tinea
announced in Boyd vs. Tho Unite 1 States, the
Commission is limited in its inquiries into the
Interest* of these Directors, officers and em-
ployes in any other business, company or eor-
iioration to such matters as these persons may
choose to disclose. They cannot be compelled
to opeu their books ami expose such other busi-
ness to the inspection and examination of the
Cmv mission, iln v were not prohibited from
engaging In any other lawful busint*' because
of their interests In and connection with the
Central Pacific Railroad Company: and that
other business might as well be the construction
and managen.cut of other railroads, as theplumingof vines or raising of fruit, iv which
Rome of these Directors and officers and em-
ployes have been, iv fact, engaged. And they
ure entitled lo tee same protection and exemp-
tion from inquisitorial Investigation into such
business as any other citizen engaged in like
business.

With reference to the vouchers respecting
which tho principal interrogatories are pro-
pounded and to which we are asked to compel
answers from the witness, it is conceded by the(,'ommissioiiers on this motion that the moneys
covered by them were not charged against the
United States in ascertaining the net earnings
of the company. 1I men were the caw, it is dif-
ficult to sec what interest the United States eau
have iv the disposition of tluse moneys. Be that
as it may, the federal Courts cannot," upon thai
concession, aid the Commission in ascertaining
how the moneys were expended. Those Courts
conuot become the; instrument of the Commis-
sion in furthering its investigation.

The Act of Congress creating tho Railway
Commission in teims provides, as already stated,
that it may invoke the aid of any Circuit or
Disttict Court torequire the attendance ot wit-nesses and the production of book*, p*pcis uid
documents relating to the subject of iuquirj; and
empowers the Court, ii< ease of contumacy or re-
lusals ofpersons to obey Mihpcmi* to them, to is-
sue orders requesting them to appear before the
Commissioners, or either of them, and produce
the books and paper.1 ordered, andgiveevideDce
touching the matters in questions, and to puuish
disobedience to its orders, and floes not appear
to leave any discretion in the matter with theCourt, it would seem as though Congress In-
tended that the Coort should make the orders
sought upon the mere request ofthe Commission-
ers, without legard to the nature of the Inquiry.
Itis difficulttobelieve that itcould have intended
that the Court should thus be the mere execu-
torof the Commissioners' will. And yet, if the
Commissioners are not bound, as they bave
asserted, by auy rules ot evidence in their in-
vestigations, and iu;iyreceive hearsay, e.\ DjUtA-
statements, and Information ofevery character
tbat may be brought to their attention, and the
i 'ourt is in aiil them iv this manner ofinvesti-
gation, there can be no room fjr the exercise of
judgment as to the propriety of the questions
asked, and the Court in left merely to direct
that thepleasure of the commissioners in the
line oftheir inquiries be carried out. But if itwas expected that the (our!, when its aid U In-voked, should examine the subject of the in-quiries to see their character, so as to be able todetermine the propriety and persistency of thequestions, and the propriety and uccussity ot
producing the books, papers ami documents
osktd for before the Commission, then itwouldbe called upon to exercise advisory functions in
an administrative or political proceeding or
the exercise of judicial power : if the formerthey cannot be invested in the Court : if the
latter, the power can only be exercised in thecases or controversies enumerated in Hie Con-
stitution, or ivcases of habeas corpus.

A PROVISION OF THE ACT VOID.
