
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
The I.a.t Innings.

The game between the Altas and the
Haverlys at San Francisco on Sunday was
one of the most exciting ever witnessed on
the coast, and the reporters of the Bay
papers went into ectasies over it, while
the immense crowd in attendance acted
like an assemblage offrantic people. The
Altas "got onto Incell in the eighth
inning and the manager of the Haverlys.
finding that his pitcher was badly rattled,
put Meegan and Creegau in as his battery,
which, together with the proverbial " Hav-
erly luck," enabled that club to pull out of
the tight place they were in. The ICraminer
gives the following account of the last two
innings:

Mr. Flint changed the order of things in
the eighth inning. He was the first to the
plate and was satisfied with the first ball
pitched, and there were no insects on that
sphere after it reached a convenient altitude
above the plate. It looked like a marble
sent out of a slung-shot as it wended its
rapid way in the direction of the left-field
fence, and Flint shook the wrinkles out of
his trousers as he cantered around to third
base. This hit was apparently the signal
for more. Mullee followed with a single
and Flint tallied an earned run. Mullee
stole second and then Incell delivered a
willpitch. Stein return the ball to Incell
•t the plate in time to shut out Mullee,
who started home from second, and was
safe because Incell juggled the ball. O'Day
got to first on an infield hit, but Incell
tried to get him out by throwing the ball
beyond Bennett's reach, and the runner did
not stop until he reached third. Anderson
went out at first on a hit to Bennett, but
Powers put more speed in the ball and took
two bases, while O'Day crossed the plate.
This opportune hitting enthused the people
to such an extent that men and women
stood up and yelled and cheered as if they
desired to rend the fog that was mantling
the grounds. Powers was repaid for his
hit by Newbert, who sent him home with
a single. This concluded the base-running
that inning.

Stein got in a run for the Haverlys in the
eighth inning, and then the boys with the
polka-dot shirts went to the bat for the last
time. The score was 5t02 in favor of the
Altas, and many people, thinking that the
game was won, started for home. Meegan
was the first to the bat and he made a
beautiful drive to left field for two bases.
Incell went out from Mullee. Levy again
stepped to the plate and rapped out"a third
\u25a0ingle that caused Meegan to score. It was
immediately after this that the error that
lost the game for the Altas was made.
Creegau hit the ball to O'Day, and there
was a chance for a double play, but the
" boy wonder" made his first error by
falling down, and both runners were safe.
Stein struck next and was retired at the
initial. There were now two men out and
two men were ready to score. It was at
this important period that Lawton took up
the willow and crowned himself with glory
by driving the ball into center field for
three bases. This tied the score, and the
multitude again asserted its unqualified ad-
miration by lusty shouts and thundering
applause. The echoes had not died away
when Hauley rapped a fly out to Caveuy.
He only got one hand under the ball and
Hanley took two bases, while Lawton
scored. Bennett hit safe to center and
Flint threw wild to home, allowing Han-
ley to score. Donahue concluded the
inning by going out on a fly to Xewbert.

STILL CLIMBING.

STILL INCREASING.

The Winters Tract Sold for SIOO,-
OOO—An Increased Demand—

Values Adrancing.

The advance in real estate prices and the

rush to secure bargains, which was com-
menced in this city last w«ek, opened with;

renewed vigor yeeterday morning, and the
real estate offices and sidewalks in front of

them were crowded all day yesterday. As
fast as property was offered for sale those
purchasing options were ready with their
deposits, and there was a .scramble to see
who could secure the best bargains, while
those paying all cash launched out the
money as fast as property which suited
their fancy was put up. The buyers were

far in excess of sellers. The boom came
upon Sacramento unexpectedly; the real
estate agents were not loaded with prop-
erty, and since land has taken such an up-
ward tendency those heretofore desirous of
disposing of their lands have either with-
drawn them entirely from sale or run them
up to prices far beyond anything hereto-
fore heard of in this section. While hun-
dreds of small sales were made there was
but

oke sale or $100,000.
The Theodore Winters farm of 1,000

acres, located several miles south of thi3
city, was sold for $100,000 cash, the pur-
chasers being Frederick Cox, Oeorge C.
Perkins, N. D. Rideout and others. This
was not an option sale, neither is it one of
speculation, for it is not to be resold. Mr.
Winters was paid $25,000 in cash to bind
the bargain, and is to receive the balance
on making the deed.

The number of small buyers upon the
street yesterday was astonishing. Every
man in town was endeavoring to make of
himself a real es.ate agent, and every indi-
vidual who owned a piece of unimproved
property was asked to name his price. No
matter what he asked, there was some one
ready to take it and put up $10, $20 and, in
some instances, $250, to bind the bargain.
Many of these were quickly disposed of at
a good profit, and in some instances the
projierty changed hands several times.
Even the ladies were out with their " pin
money." and several of them proved very
successful " optionists,'" two of them clean-
ing up yesterday over $400.

THE CLUNIE OPERA HOUSE PKOPEHTY.
It was rumored last night that the Cluuie

Block had been bonded for |iao,ooo, and
that the City Hotel had changed hands.

The " solid men " who were at the sea-
side and springs are returning by every
train, and some of the heaviest Los An-
geles capitalists are already on the ground.
A gentleman in this city received two let-
ters from Orange last night inclosing two
large checks, with orders to invest it in city
property and call for more by telegraph.
This letter says : " The boom is ' busted'
down here, because the prices asked are so
extravagantly high that investments are
simply throwing money away. Sacra-
mento is the best location in the State com-
mercially, her lands are superior, and the
boom there will be permanent. A man
who gets in now is safe, and there will be
millions invested in that location within
the next sixty days." The announcement
that a charter for a street railway out J to
Thirty-first and to Von Ninth, caused an
appreciation in values along the proposed
line of route.

That the people are not prepared for this
boom is felt on every hand on account of
there being so few sellers. It shows the
faith the people have in their own section,

BOOCBOra THE COINTUV
Yesterday for lots to sell, and no doubt the
market to-day will have more bargains
than yesterday.

OTHER BOOMS.

Dixon, August 20th.—The boom is re-
ceiving a fresh impetus here. A large list
of property is being bonded. There were
sales to-day of several large ranches.
Property has increased .in value a: least
thirty per cent, since July Ist. Place has
been engaged at the State Fair for display-
ing Solano county products. Three real
estate firms report business rushing and
they intend Jbooming northern Solano
more widely to strangers. There is talk
of forming a company for the building of
a big hotel here.

Stockton, August 29th.—The transac-
tions in real estate here to-day aggregated
more than $140,000. A syndicate of San
Franuiso and Stockton capitalists pur-
chased a tract of 100 acres on the western
city border for $70,000. Real estate dealers
are here from Los Angele?, and business is
rushing.

San Jose, August 20ih.—" It is wonder-
ful how itkeeps up," is the remark of real
estate men referring to the boom. The
fourth week of a phenomenally active mar-
ket begins with to-day, and still there is
no let up, though there is less noise and
bustle than at first. Transactions are not
so numerous as at first, but a better class
of property is handled, and the totals do
not diminish. The market is also more
sober, and comparatively few are now con-
tent to trust to maps and verbal descrip-
tions, but make personal inspections. In
short, business is being done on a business
basis.

CITY TRUSTEES.
A Proposed Cable-Street Car Line- A j

Market Established.
Ten o'clock yesterday morning found all I

the City Trustees in their places, ready for (
the transaction of business. They were all
smiling and discussing the boom,evidently
proud of their position of City Fathers,
since the boom has struck the realty and
sent prices " humping," as one remarked, in
every direction. Their smiles, however,
faded somewhat when two numerously-
signed petitions were presented, protesting
against the grading and graveling ofH and
O streets. Mayor Gregory did not read the
names of the Silurians who stand in the
way of local progress, but satisfied himself
with pointing out the signatures of a few
" prominent" citizens, remarking, •' I
should not think they would sign a docu-
ment like this.'' The petitions were re-
fered to the Street Commissioner without
further comment. A couple of gentlemen
appeared to speak for the O-street remon-
strance, but the document received such a
"cold reception" that they said not a
word, but, taking their hats, quietly wended
their way back toward their residences, per-
fectly willing to live up to their knees in
mud all winter.

VERY LIKE A BOOM.
If the Board felt ruffled at the bad taste,

" penny wine and pound-foolish " remon-
strances referred to, they were highly elated
at what followed close upon its heels.

It had been rumored upon the streets for
several days that the Board would be asked
to grant a franchise for the construction of
a cable street railway. K. T. Devlin, who
has been one to the fore in bringing about
the appreciation of real estate, values, ap-
peared before-the Board as an attorney
representing those who desired such a
privilege. He said that this city was
greatly in need of such an enterprise; the
growth and extension of the city made it
at once a profitable investment, and the
parties whom he represented proposed
commencing its construction immediately.
He had carefully prepared an ordinance
conforming with the statutes, which he
asked the Board to pass. He represented
A. Abbott, E. K. Alsip and L. L. Lewis.
The ordinance covering the scheme grants
to the company the right to conduct the
road for a period of fifty years—having
either a single or double railroad track,
with all necessary and convenient tracks for
curves, switches, turnouts, appurtenances
and appendages over and along the follow-
ing streets:

EOI'TE OF THE ROAD.
Commencing at a point or place on Third

street, extending at or near where said
Third street extended meets the land
owned or held or used by the Southern
Pacitic Railroad Company, for depot pur-
poses, and running thence along said Third
street extended out thence along Third
street to J; along J street to Ninth; along
Ninth street to N street; along N street to
Twenty-eighth street; along Twenty-eighth
to the southern boundary of V street or
the southern boundary line of said city of
Sacramento. Also, commencing at the in-
tersection of J street with Ninth street and
thence along J street to the eastern bound-
ary line of Thirty-first street, or the eastern
boundary of Sacramento City, or on any
portion of said streets. Also, commencing
at the intersection of Ninth and N streets,
and along Ninth street to V street; and
along V street to the eastern boundary line
of Thirty-first street.

CONDITIONS OF THE GRANT.
The grant of authority will be made

upon the following conditions:
1. The tracks must be constructed, as

nearly as possible, in Ihe middle of the
street.

_'. The grantees must plank, pave or
macadamize the entire length of the street
between the rails, and for two feet on each
side thereof, and between the tracks, and
keep the same constantly in repair.

•''.. The tracks must not be more than live
feet wide within the rails, and must have a
space between them sufficient to allow the
cars to pass each other freely.

4. The rates of fare must not exceed ten
cents for one fare, nor twenty-five cents for
four fares.

5. The rate of speed must not be greater
than eight miles per hour.

6. The work on said railway must be
commenced within sixty days from the
date of this ordinance, and the same
must be completed within three years
thereafter.

The Trustees were highly pleased -with
this scheme, and each one said he was in
favor of granting the franchise asked.
However, they would refer it, as was the
custom with all ordinances, to the City At-
torney for his approval. They told Mr.
Devlin that his clients could proceed with
their work, as the delay was simply a
matter of form, and the ordinance would
be passed at the next regular meeting, or
it it was desired earlier, a special meeting
would be called for its consideration.

Chief Engineer of the Water-works Will-
iams reported thai during the past week
2!t,611.000 gallons of water had been
pumped from (bt: Sacramento river, which
is now remarkably clear, Into the water-
mains of the city.

Jacob Uebhert was given permission to
erect hay-scales on the east side of Twenti-
eth street, between O and P.

An ordinance was passed establishing a
hay market on the public square bounded
by P, Q, Fifteenth and Sixteenth streets. It
will be found in fullamong new advertise-
ments this morning.

A. F. (Joddard, proprietor of the hay-
scales at the Plaza, appeared before the
Board and was of the opinion that the city
should pay him $£50 for the removal of his
scales. The Trustees laughed at his propo-
sition, and passed an order requiring him.
to moves his scales within six days.

Road Sprinkling.
Eds. Record-Uxion : At a meeting held

on Saturday evening, August 27th, at Wru.
Curtis', by the Lower Stockton Koad Im-
provement Committee, it was decided to
appoint a committee to solicit further sub-
scriptions for the purpose of extending the
sprinkling of the road, it being the inten-
tion of the committee to spare neither
time nor expense until they round up and
sprinkle the road to the Six-mile House.
It was also decided to give the sides of the
\u25a0•oad a coat of straw, and thus assist the
grand boom that now furnishes the chief
topic of conversation, and also add to the
comfort of citizens and the many thousands
of land and home-seekers that now throng
our public highways. All interested are
expected to,contribute liberally. C.
