Peculiarities of ihe Country.

Northeast Siberia twebesftea a climate
colder than the north pole and hotter than
many upland* under the equator ; but the
torrid heat lasts only for a few weeks,
while the intense cold endurea for many
months. In the volcanic peninxnla of
Kamchatka, Kays a writer in Uie London
Trieyr&pK, the banks of the inland streams
are clothed with grane growing with tropi-
cal luxuriance and Jpanglcd with gay
flowers—the Alpine roue, the cinquefoil,
and the beautiful Kamchatka lily—while
on the low-lands cluster the popular and
trie silver birch. The prevailing humidity
of tiie Pacific walxjard, particularly in the
Amoor basin, favors the development of a
splendid vegetation ; ani on the Usuri the
ginseng Ls largely cultivated for the Chi- I
nese market, where it fetches its weight in
goM, the plant being esteemed a oovcreign
remedy against all ilixirdors.

To the ordinary English renter the men-
tion of Siberia will, as a ruie, suggt-Mt only I
one feeling—of horror. Siberia at once I
conjures up im;Lges of miserable men and |
women lacerated by the knout, md their j
foreheads branded by the red-hot iron, and !
then, laden with fetters, dispatched on foot [
to Siberia, there to labor tor life in the
miiu-n. Until the accession t<> the throne
of the C«;ir Alexander 11., a gr-uiua-Jed
scale of penalties in criminal jtiriprudence
rein Kanely 1* said to have txi.-'-d in the
Muscovite empire. The knout :iad trans-
portation to Siberia were alike the punish-
ment of the parricide, the fraudulent
bankrupt and the dro»ehkv driver who had
been *o unfortunate as with his vehicle to
run over and kill a foot pasi-enger. On !
the other hand, criminal legislation was
mild even to feebleness. In cusva of libel, i

ifthe prosecutor could not prove his case, I
he underwent the punishment which would
have been awarded to the defendant had
he. htt'u convicted. The maximum term
of imprisonment for debt wrus th re>> months,
and noble, debtors could nut be imprisoned
at all. A*regards the horrors of Liberia,
they were susceptible of some -light miti-
gation.

Political exiles of high rank, or felons
pos.-*'o<-ed of some pecuniary means, were-
occasionally allowed to reside at Tobolsk,
although the temperature there is \u25a0*> low
that the thermometer faJls ;>> 40° Keau-
mur. Kotzebue knew a civil functionary
who enlivened the weariness of iii.s wintry
d:iy>* of leisure by forming with a penknife
fantastic figures made out "i" frozen mer-
cury. When the author of "The Stranger"
was an exile at Tobolsk the friendly Ktw-
sian (iovernor ordered tLe whitewashed
wiilLs of the back yard of the i<:.nii>hed
writers house to be painted by :v <i>nviot,
wiio had a turn for art, with images offruit
trees. No real ones willgrow in tiie vicin-
ityof dreary Tobolsk. But there are worse
solitudes than Siberia. There are the
minus which are principally hituated in
the Government of Irkutsk ; there are con-
vict prisons, where the prisoners who work
at carrying materials are chained to the
wheelbarrows which they trundle; others
arc employed in hunting far-bearing :ini-
2'a!s or in fluvial navigation.

intelligence and skill in their homes, than
they could gain t-hould they obtain the
mutt extravagant demand* V>r which a
strike was ever instituted.

(iit-niption of the cooking scinloU iii that
State. They found tlint such knowledge
was U'st inculcated when the girb> were
taught at l'rom 11 to 14 yeaisorage. Thine
i.Tot'iL-- frequently resulted in suri changes
of cooking in the homes of the girl.s an
manifested beneficial result* in the man-
ners, disposition* and moraUirf the family.
She advocated industrial cooking scJioola
in connevtiun with the public schools.

A.-> we advocaU.* technical traJuing ochooLs
for our boys in every occupation which
they pur{xise following, Mi we advocate, an
even more needed and more important in
it*» economic aspects, not to say in iv moral
bearing, the thorough training of our girls
in Lhe duties which arc to firm the chief
occupations of their liven.— Eitgmeerimg
and Mining Journal.
