NEW YORK, Septéember 5th.—The Tribune says
that the book publishing and job printing trade
received notice a few days ago from the com-
positors in Typographical Unicn No. 6 that the
following charges would be made, and that
nothing short of this ultimatum would be ac-
cepted. All cuts and blank pages, and in fact
everything from the first to the last coverof a
book is to be paid for by the publisher to the
compositors. A week’s work shall consist of 54
hours. Compositors will work 4 hours on Satur-
day, but must receive a full day’s pay for it.
The foremen will be permitted to discharge men
on Friday.
Where composition Is done by the week §18 *%
to be the Union scale of wages, and when pie ce-
work is done 43 cents per 1,000 ems m¥yst be
aid, and no office will be allowed to adopt
th systems.
The proprietor must decide either to make it
a wage office or a_piece office. All standing
matter is to be paid for each i%ertion to com-
positors. Two prices must be paid for all work
done on Saturday after fesr hours’ work has
been done. One boy may be retained for every
ten men employed in the office. This must in-
clude the copy-holders, messengers and boys
generally employed ie the printing office.
The feeling of the publishers is that if the
demands are strictly adhered to, it wiil cause
such an increase irthe cost of composition that
a great deal of work will be taken out of the
city to places wkere it can be done more cheaply.
A meeting of the union was held yesterday to
consider the guestion of making a general "de-
mand for am advance in all branches of the
trade. No positive action was taken in regard
to the proposed demand for work during day-
light.
gl‘his was deferred for final action at the
meeting called for next Sunday. There was an
extremely s{viriwd discuseion, however, as to
the advisability of making a general demand for
an increase in morning newspaper work. The
majority and minority reports of the committee
appointed to investigate the matter led to a long
debate, which ended in advancing the rate of
composition on morning newspaper. The rate
derermined on is 50 eents per thousand ems for &
dey’'s work of six hours of composition, and all
work after that hour is to be paid at the rate of
§1 per thousand ems.

GETITING WEARY.

Germany Losing Her Patience With
Treaty Violators.

BERLIN, September 5Sth.—The North German
Gazette in an inspiration on the relations be-
tween Germany and Russia, says: ‘ The duty
imposed by the German policy on the iuterest
of the Empire in its dignity is to maintain

eace so long as it is compatibke with honor,

‘he staning-{mmt of an endeavor in this direc-
tion is found only on the grounds covered by
treaties. The circumstance that the otherwise
successful peace policy of the German Gov-
ernment has for three summers been dis-
turbed by Bulgaria aud its Princes, is not
calculated to attract the good will of German
politicians toward the principality. It accords
with the interests of the peace-loving and no less
straight-forward German nation that Germany
should let the councils of Europe throw her
whole weight into the scale in order to have
Eurove command peace to the ambitious Bul-
garian Princes and Ministers who are inclined
to sit content in the blaze. Germany holds
firmly to the treaties which were broken by the
Princes of Coburg and Battenberg—not for the
sake of pleasing other Powers, but out of re-
gard for her own signature. The p~ace of Eu-
rope was placed at stake through the Coburg-
Orleans enterprise. There i not the semblance
of an excuse for that enterprise, and it is only
to be explained on the understanding that the
Coburger is the executor of an exclusively
Orleanist policy.”

A Heavyweight Bests * The Buffalo,” and
Mitchell Fights a Draw.

SIDNEY (N S. W.), September 5th.—Two prize
fights occurred at Ebbury, N. 8. W,, during the
past week, in both of which an American was
one of the principals. One of the contests was
between Slavin, the champion heavy weight of
Queensland, and Costello, of California. Nine
rounds were fought, and Costello was defeated.
The other fight, which was between Boland, of
Vietoria, and young Mitchell, also of California,
ended in a draw, Forty-two rounds were fought
and both men badly punished.
