.iF.itsEYCn v, September Sth.—The examina-
tion in the ease of Henry Poiudcxter, the Pull-
man-cur porter arrested for abducting the three
children ol Mrs. Mary K Ford, ofLocust valley,
California, last Wednesday, was resumed this
morning. Mrs. Ford wan the first witness. She
testified that she had lived in Locust valley for
the lost sixteen years, and that she and her hus-
band kept a boarding-house They frequently
had V*> boarders. She owned the house and
about four or five acres of land surrounding,
upou which there were thirty-five huts, which
they leased to miners. Ou August 19th she
started for San Francisco, en route to New
York. For three days she boarded with a man
named Wheeler, who lived in S:m Francisco a
ftw blocks from the deiot. On August ZSdshe
left with her three children and baggage lor
New York. Mrs. ford theu related the princi-
pal incidents that occurred ou the road until she
arrived at Pit'.sburg. At that point Pomdexter
wa- in charge of the car. He was very kind to
to her, and did many little favors for the chil-
dren, she was sure he wus the man she left the
children with in bteup's restaurant.

Mrs. Mary Kciiney, with whom Mrs. Ford is
ftojipiug, testified that she was present when
romdexter wag identified. 'Ihad Mrs. Ford's
urm,1' the witness said, " and as S4>ou as she
saw Polndexter she trembled violently. She
said to him : ' You are the man who was with
me on the car!' and he replied, ' Yes,' but
quickly contradicted himself." The Case was
adjourned until next Wednesday.
