the great California staple.

It is now said that the available export sur-
plus of the mills for the next six months has
already been sold. The millers have no diffi-
culty in finding a good supply of choice milling
wheat at moderate prices, and the prospect of a
steady export movement is quite satisfactory.

In canned goods there is a decided weaken-
ing in prices, showing particularly in peaches.
The canned peach boom has collapsed, as East-
ern parties have utterly refused to buy at any-
thing over $2. : -

There is no movement in apricots, though
prices are held firm.

In dried fruits the upward advance in price
has stopped, and movement East continues
slow. Dried prunes arc showing strength,
owing to a Freach syndicate having advanced
the price 14 cents per pound for September de-
livery.

“ET TU BRUTE.”

A Suggestion as to the Full Scope of Jus-
tice Field’s Decision.

CHICAGO, September 9th.—The Times says :
Railroad lawyers are discussing the point
whether the recent decision by Justice Field,
concurred 1n by his associates, in the case of the
Pacific Railway Commission vs. Senator Stan-
ford, does not equally apply to the Interstate
Commerce Commission. Both are Boards
created by Congress, and in the carce of the lat-
ter judicial lpo\\'cm are expressly denied, even
if Congress had the pywer to confer such author-
ity. This being 1he case, it is held that the
Interstate Commission cannot compel the at-
tendance of witnesses nor require them to testify
beyond that which they voluntarily choose to
tell. Neither can it administer nor s its inter-
pretation of the Actof any more value than that
of other citizens.

An Interesting Paper Read Before the
Medical Congress Yesterday.

WASHINGTON, September 9th.—Most of the
sections of the Medical Congress had their inal
meetings to-day. In the Pyschological Section,
Dr. W. W. Godding, Superintendent of the St.
Elizabeth's Hospital for the Insane, read a

per on ‘‘Insanity as a Defense for Crime.”
Eae said that insanity is a mental manifestation
of a bodily disease, aud it is not a question of
knowledge of right and wrong. ‘

The position of the Courts to-day on this ques-
tion, the doctor said, was most fairly represented
by Judge Cox in the Guitean case—that a jury
must decide ‘* whether the accused, at the time
of committing the act, knew the difterence be-
tween right and wrong,in respect ofthe act.”” The
trouble was that Judges have made only a meta-
physical study of insauit{. He predicted that
the New Hampshire rulings as to insanity,
which Judge Cox rejected as judicial heresy,
would one day tpx’cvail. These rulings were that
all questions of insanity were facts for the jury
to determine, and not rulings for a Court.

He further predicted the abolition of the
knowledge of right and wrong test, as applied
to insanity, and that law and medicine would
unite in this test—the question as a fact for the
jury to decide, viz: ** Did the criminal act result
from the insanity of the defendant?’ e

DESPERATE AND BLOODY RIOT
IN TRELAND.

Gladstone on Irish Representation
—A Royal Conference — The
Captured Alaskan Sealers.

{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION. |

THE MITCHELSTOWN BATTLE.

T. P. Gill’s Account of Yesterday's San-
guinary Affair in Ireland.
[ Record-Union’s Special Cablegram—Copyrighted
by the New York Tribune.|

MITCHELSTOWN (Ireland), September 9th.—I
have been a witness to-day of as wanton and
bloody an outrage as ever was perpetrated on
the Irish people. The prosecution of William
O'Brien was to have taken place in the Court-
house here to-day. The people seized the occa-
sion to hold a great pubiic meeting in the town.
John Dillon attended, and three Frpglish mem-
bers of Parliament and some English ladies
traveled down with us from Dublin. The Eng-
lish members were labouchere, Brunner (the
newly-elected member from ;\'orwichf and Thos.
Ellis, the leader of the Welch Liberal party.

Just outside of Mitchelstown we were met by
a tremendous concourse of people, marshaled
by priests and local leaders on horseback. Large
bo(ﬂes of farmers were mounted, and formed at
the head of the cortege quite a cavalry. In this
fashion we entered the town and went in pro-
cession through the principal streets, \Ming
up in the vast Market Square, where the meet-
ing was to be held.

%he Members of Parliament, some clergymen
and other Brominem men occupied one large
vehicle, which constituted the platform. I stood
on a high seat at the back, and 5,000 people
spread before my eyes in & compact mass, the
mounted farmers forming a fringe around the
outer edge. Down at the lower end of the
square, about fifty yards from the horses, stood
a body of police. We had heard with some un-
easiness of large drafts of police having been
brought yesterday into the town, and it was
state%l that they had been refused lodgings and
had speat the night drinking in an untenanted
house.

Presently the proceedings began. Dean Me-
Carthy had just began his cpening remarks,
when I noticed the police advance ata quick
pace upon the meeting and press their way
roughly in. It appeared subsequently that they
had a Government reporter in their midst,
Things looked threatening when Dillon began
to speak, but his well-known figure restored the
distracted attention of the people, and, after
speaking a few moments, all was quiet again.

THE TROUBLE BEGINS,

Then the police crushed their way still further
intoghe dense crowd, and began hammering
the horses with their batons. A man wasstruck
with one, and he struck back with a stick.
Somebody threw a stone, and in a second the
police formed and charged. There was one
moment of panic in the crowd when it swung
back on the wagonette, but only for & moment.
Like a flash those nearest the police rallied and
fell upon them with blackthorns. There was a
few seconds of 1 risk fighting, when the police
turned and fled in wild confusion, and rolling
over each other in their efforts to escape. They
disappeared around thefcorner in a shower of
stones. We on the wagonette turned our atten-
tion to getting the ladies into the priest’s house.
While we were doing so we heard

A VOLLEY OF MUSKETRY

From the street up which the police had fled.
Then another, and then another. Dillon rushed
down the square and up the street towards the
barracks. %‘hc police were firing out ot the
windows of the second story,

ONE MAN FELL DEAD

At the foot of the square. Another, with a bul-
let through the roof of his skull, lay in his
blood against the wall. Mr. Mandeville, the
solicitor who was to defend O'Brien, had the
flesh torn from his temples, and many others
were wounded.

Dillon rushed into the barracks. There he
found thé Commander of the police raging like
a maniac and callivg to the men to come out
and fire volleys up and down the street, an order
which Dillon, holding the officer in the hall by
main force, prevented him from executing.
The firing from the windows continued for some
time longer.

Then a body of police rushed from the bar-
racks and charged up the square, but once more
the charge was turned into flight. The people
wheeled around behind _them, and sent them
rushing pell-mell with a well-directed volley of
stones. 3

The lice made for the priest’s house, and
succeeded in escaping into the hall. In the
midst of this Labourchere saton the box-seat
of the wagonette smoking a cigarette. The
golice remained as mute as mice, shut up in the

allway, and the pceople—fearing they Zwould
fire from the windows—cleared into the side
streets.

AN APPEAL TO THE MAGISTRATE.

Just then I met Dillon coming up the square
bareheaded. returning from the barracks. At
his suggestion Labouchere, Brunner and I went
to the police barracks to imterview the Magis-
trate in command. Dillon had been unable to
prevail upon him to withdraw the excited con-
stabulary, who were by this time drawn up in
battle-line across the street, where they I;md
been firing, and he thought perhaps a remon-
strance from the English members would have
more effect upon him. We found the resident
Magistrate, a young man, white with excite-
ment.

It would be idle to recount our interview. It
was a mixture of alternate fear, vacillation and
bravado on the part of the police officer, and
Mugistrate in command, and after five minutes
it ended in the latter saying curtly that he had
sent for the military. The red coats and bayo-
nets of the military were soon afterward seen
coming across the square, atthe lower end of
which they drew up in single file. In an hour
or so, by great exertion on the part of us, we
got the town fairly clear of the people.

THIS, BRIEFLY, 1S THE STORY
Of to-day. I will not trouble you with the de-
tails surrounding the episode. The Riot Act
was never read, the meeting was not pro-
claimed, and the police acted without waiting
for the commands of their officers. All of this
will come out with greater clearness later.

DISHONOKABLE TRICK.

A British Columbian Poacher Virtually
Violates His Parole.

OTTAWA (Ont.), September 9th.—The Depart-
ment of Customs has been apprised of a trick
which has just been played on the American
authorities by the Captain of the Alfred Adams,
a British Columbia sealing schooner. The
Adams was seized in Behring’'s Sea last month
by the United States revenue cutter Rush, and
her sea’skins and fishing tackle taken away. A
prize crew was put on board, and the Captain
was ordered to navigate the schooner to Sitka.
The Captain seemingly obeyed for a time, but
aiter having parted company with the Rush,
coolly headed the Adams for Victoria, B. C.,
where he arrived a few days ago. The prize
crew could do nothing to compel the Captain to
proceed to Sitka, as it is understood to have con-
sisted of only two men, and the crew of the
Adams, not having been removed, was too
strong for them.

PERILS OF THE SEA.

Frightful Loss of Life Among Canadian
Coast Seamen.

HALIFAX (N, 8.), September 9th.—Fishing ves-
sels arriving from the Grand Banks sutfered
terrtbly in the great storm of the 3d inst. Cap-
tain Nelson, of the American schooner Mabel
Kenniston, boarded the wreck of a vessel called
the Ocean Bride, and was horrified to find her
crew lying dead in the cabin. One dead body,
tied to a rope, was floating by the side of the
wreck.

The American schooner Nellie Woodbury lost
six men. They were drowned in sight of the
vessel, The Captain was untiring in his endeay-
ors to save the men, but succeeded in rescuing
only one man.

Another American schooner reported the loss
of two men. All the incoming vessels report
the gale as frightful, and@ say that when all re-
ports aré in the loss of life and property will be
found to be enormous.

The Captured British Sealers.
Loxpov, September 9th.—Sir James Ferguson,
Parlinmentary Secretary for the Foreign Office,
replying to Gourlay in the House of Commons
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by the American Government, but unless she
was engaged in fishing within three miles of
the coast of Alaska, she was not liable to lawful
seizure.

The report had been received that seven ves-
sels in all had been seized. The American
Government had ordered that no more vessels
be seized pending judicial proceedings, and
that the vessels and persons already seized be
discharged. reserving all the questions involved
for negotiations at Washington. He was not
prepared to state what course the Government
would take in the Alaska matter.

The
service of summons was proved, and the Judge
granted a warrant for O'Brien’s arrest. An
open-air indignation meeting was subsequently
held, and Henry Labouchere and others made
speeches denouncing the Government for its
course in regard to Ireland.
