Suaavn WE PLaNT NATIVE OR FOREIGN
TrErs?—An editorial in the September
Century closes as follows: “ We feel justi-
fied in adding to these general statements
2 word of strong recommendation in favor
of native 2s against foreign, or at least as
against European, trees. At the best the
latter are uncertain in almost every case,
while the former have an inborn and a
well-proved title to be trusted. The most
saccessful ornawnental planting that has
ever beendone in A~ .icashows its results
in the streets c¢” .cn towns as Stockbridge,
Great Barringion, Salem and New Haven,
and was the work of men who went to the
forest and not to the nursery for their
infant elms and maples. Cerizinly our
more recently planted parks offer small
promise of a like maturity of beauty with
their Eurepean oaks and ashes, their Scatch
and Austrian pines, in almost as deplora-
ble a state as their Norway spruces. When
not ornamental but economic plantations
are in question, past experience tells very
strongly against European trees, while the
evidence of recent experiment with native
trees—asin the plentations of indigenous
conifers in eastern Massachusetts—is of the

”

most encouraging kind.

BALL OF GOLDEN BUTTER.

Something that May Make Incredulous
Persons Knit Their Brows.

A queer matter is dealt with in a North
Conway (N. H.) letter to the Boston Her-
ald :

A young lady tells me of a scientific
experiment she has been trying.

She made
the excavation in the ground, of the
necessary size, and deposited her cream
and covered it up. After 24 hours she un-
earthed it, and it was a ball of golden, hard,
delicious butter, wanting only salt to make
it perfect, and this she added with her
own fair hands. There were no traces of
buttermilk; it had all been absorbed
through the pores of the cloth into
the earth. It is improbable that the

young lady will go on making but-
ter after this manner, but her meth-
od may indicate that there is

shortly to be a revolution in the art of
butter making. The new way has to
recommend it a great saving of labor, and,
one would say, of care as well. In these
wonderful days it is impossible to prophesy
what great and momentous results may
come from such a happening as this.

This is the pivot on which their who'e
lives as young ladies “out” must revolve,
Marry they must and as well as possible—
for not to marry means an uncomfortable
old age. As daughters of rich parents they
have been accustomed to every luxury, in-
cluding large households, plenty of horses
and carriages, accompanied by every form of
amusement that money can purchase. If
they fail in their object of marrying, wheun
in due course of time their parents die,
they are left with but very moderate in-
comes, without a single habit of thrift,

and with most extravagant tastes.
They get embittered and soured
when they find that many of

their so-called friends, who were ready
to be on most excellent terms with
them while they could enjoy the hos-
pitality extended to them at the open
nouse of their parents, now treat them
with considerable less cordiality ; for the
friendship and affections of many, though
by no means of all, may be gauged by the
amount of quid pio quo they may receive.
There is also another strong reason why
girls are anxious to marry—namely, the
desire to have an establishment of their
own, and to be free from the restraint of
their homes, more especially in cases where
there is not much love lost between mother
and daughters. All these things combine
to impress on young ladies in society that
the one aim and object of their lives is to
make a good marriage, and the lesson that
any sentimental ideas about affection and
heart must be banished is thoroughly in-
culcated into their minds. Anything in
the shape of poverty must be avoided like
a plague; better in their minds to have
the good things of the world than love
and narrowed circumstances combined.
Few of them really consider what a
miserable future they are laying up for
themselves. Yet if they cannot recipro-

Aocross Siberia by Rail.
_For many years a railroad across Sibe-
ria has been projected, and now, according
to a semi-official announcement from St
Petersburg, the undertaking is really to be
begun. In view of the circumstances it is
matter of surprise that the work has been
so long delayed. No great engineering diffi-
culties wiil be encountered, and the advan-
tages both military and commercial of rail-
road communication between the two ex-
tremities of the Russian Empire can
scarcely be overestimated. If the road is
built one of the last remaining citadels of
ocean commerce wilt be invaded. At pres-
ent the rich trade of the Pacific coast of
Asia is handled by shippers. But a trans-
continental railroad across Asia would
prove a formidable competitor. Shang-
hai is about forty days from London
by steamship schedule "time. By rail,
through Siberia, this period would be
shortened almost one-half. It is announced
that the journey from St. Petersburg to
Vladivostock will be made in fifteen days.
From seven to ten days would be a liberal
allowance of time in which to complete
the trip from the English to the Chinese
metropolis, so that a very consider-
erable saving of time would be made.
The same would be true, also, of the entire
trade of Japan with Europe, as Vladivo-
stock is as near to Japanese ports as is
Shanghai. By railroad, therefore, passen-
gers and goods from London might be
taken to Yokohamain twenty-five or thirty
days, instead of forty-five or fifty, as now.
—New York Commercial Advertiser.
