Beware of Thieves.
Any one who has ever rode a mile in one
of the Central Pacific Railroad cars must
have noticed the little notice neatly
printed, framed and placed up conspicn-

ously in the end of the car, warning the
passengers against three-card monte men
and other games. * Beware, or you will
surely be robbed.” That notice no doubt
has saved many a poor immigrant from
losing his money. It would hardly seem
possible that in this enlightened age, and
in the Capital city of the State of Califor-
nia that it would be necessary to record
the fact that the light-fingered gentry that
used to waylay the emigrant at Battle
Mountain aud Winnemucca had came to
Sacramento and laid seige to the city, but
such is the case. On Saturday three of
those individuals who havea stand not un-
like that which supports the amateur pho-
tographic camera were found inside Agri-
cultural Park, fleecing the grangers at what
is called the shell game. 'I‘iey were imme-
diately ejected by order of the Directors,
and the Society’s police notified to arrest
them if thev attempted their rob-
bing game again inside the park. The
game consists of hiding a pea under one
of three small shells, and allowing the
Granger to guess which one it is under, for
$20 a guess. TheGranger sees it put under
a'shell, the shell is moved around, but he
does not lose sight of it, and he planks up
his money, lifts the shell, but the latter has
disappeared. Itis simply a slight-of-hand
trick, a complete rob. and whoever puts
down his money parts with it withouta
ghost ot a show of winning. Itis a game
that does not rise to the dignity of

gambling—it is nothing more nor
less than highway robbery. On Satur-
day four of those stands, surrounded

by a half dozen cappers, each occupied
prominent positions on Twentieth street
from H to the main entrance of Agricultu-
ral Park, in plain view of all passers-by,
who were solicited to try their luck at $10
and $20 a guess. It is known that some of
them thus took in over $1,000 each, and
still they were permitted to continue to rob
the unwary and unsophisticated. At noon
Saturday the Directors, hearing of this
brazen piece of business, held a special
meeting, and decided bv a unanimous vote
to summons Chief of Police Dillman to the
Park to lay the matter before him, and if
he did not arrest the thieves and take them
to the lock-up that they would prefer
charges against him. The Chief was sent
for, and it is not likely that these robbers
will be permitted to carry on their nefarious
business at the entrance to the Park to-
day.

Stolen Money Recovered.
Albert Howe!l was arrested by officers
Farrell and Rider on Saturday for grand
larceny. He appeared at the station-house
accompanied by another man, who said he

had been robbed of $16. Howell also [
claimed that he had been robbed, losing $7.
The story was that they had gone below R
street, found a good place and had a sleep,
and while they slept some one robbed
them. Officer Farrell saw that the $16
man, who wes feeling very blue, snspected
his companion of having robbed him, and
he assured Howell that he bad better re-
turn the money and save trouble.

The money was recovered,
and a charge of grand larceny entered
aginst Howell, who admits his guilt, but
declares that when he is ‘“‘out of this
scrape’’ he will never do a dishonest act
again.
