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THE SHINGLE SPRINGS AND PLACERVILLE
BatLroap.—Two carloads of men and one
of “outfit” were forwarded yesterday
morning to Shingle Springs, to commence
the work of grading the line of the pro-
posed extension from the end of the Sacra-
mento and Placerville Railroad to Placer-
ville. The men sent up are experienced
in tnnnel work, having been engaged in
that line on the California and Oregon road,
and they will immediately begin opera-
tions at the tunnel which will be necessary
about two miles from Shingle Springs. The
people of El Dorado county will doubtless
be delighted with the advent of the rail-
road builders in that section, as the in-
crease of railroad facilities means the ad-
vancement in prosperity. It will not be
long before the graders are at work between
Shingle Springs and the tunnel, and beyond
the latter.

Tae Note Muer BE Pain.—The Supreme
Court has rendered a decision in the case of
James H. Corbin vs. H. Wachhorst, of this
city.

As the money
was Joaned defendant to gamble with, the
Supreme Court decides that there is no
prejudicial error shown by the record, and
the judgment and order is afirmed.

TRE VISITING KNIGHTS.

A Grand Street Parade and Inspection at
the Park—To-day’s Programme.

Camp Carnahan, in Capitol Park, where
are quartered the visiting members of the
Uniformed Rank of Knights of Pythias, is
one of the principal attractions of the city.
A more beautiful location could not be ob-
tained, and the tented field, with its mili-
tary surroundings, is the admiration of all
visitors. Just as old Sc! sent his first

rays of light upon the eastern
horizon the boom of the cannon
heralded his advance, and in a

brief space of time the camp was all bustle
and activity. The knightly armer was
soon donned, and the glittering helmet and
shining sword, which are the distinguish-
ing features of the showy uniform, gave the
men a military look that was at once strik-
ing and handsome. The duties of camp
were entered upon very similar to those
observable among the militia. At9 o’clock
the two regimenils were on the parade
ground, as were also a number of citizens
who desired to witness the drill.

Colonel Lohmever, of San Francisco,
commanded the First Regiment, in which
were the Knigbts from San Francicco, Oak-
land, San Jose and Santa Cruz. Colonel
Guthrie, of Sacramento, commanded the
Second, which represented Sacramento,
Chico, Santa Rosa, Woodland and Nevada
City.

THE STREET PARADE.
The street parade announced for 10
o'clock moved promptly at that hour, and
proceeded over the following line of march :
L to Tenth, to K, toSecond, to J, to Tenth,
to G, to Agricultural Park, where they
were dismissed.
The First Artillery Regiment, com-
manded by Lieutenant-Colonel Ed. H. Mec-

turned out in goodly numbers, and the
regiment made an excellent showing.
The Second Regiment of Knights under
Colonel Guthrie, came next in order.
