Granting to the parties herein named theprivilt-Rf tv count rtirt, maintain, and

operate a street railroad in the City
of Sacramento, and granting to them
the right of way for said atreet rail-
road over, upon, Hnd along certain
street-.

mHE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE CITY
J. ofSacramento do ordain a9follows:

Bection 1. There is hereby granted to R. S.
and (i. W. Carey, their heirs and assigns, sub-ject to the provisions of the statutes governing
the City ofSacramento, and subject to the laws
of the State ofOiiifurnia, the riirnt to construct
lay down, repair, maintain and operate for the
term of fiftyyears from and alter the passage ofthis ordinance, a fiuple or double track streetrailway or railroad, withull necessary or con-
venieut tracks for curves, turncut.-, switchesside-tracks, stations, turu-tabies and append-
ages, and to propelcars thereon to horse ormulepower, or by wire ropes runuing uuder the
streets and moved by stationary steam engines
or by electricity or eK ctric power, tuid lo col-lect, receive and retain fare and comjiensation
for the use thereof; in, through, o:j, over o-
along. and in, thiough, on, over, aud along thefollowingstreets and parts ofstreets in the City
ofSacramento, ihat is to say: Commencing atthe street railroad track now at the center of
the intersection ot X and Twentieth (20th)stiocts, and running thence along the middle ot
k street to Twenty-eighth (-Jsth) street :also
commencing at the street railroad track at the
center of the intersection of O and Twentieth(JHh) streets, and running thence along O street
to Tweuty-eightli street, the same being exten-
sions ofthe railroad or railway now owned andCJierated by said K.H. and U. W. Carey.

.Section 2. The rate of fare on such railroador railway must uot exceed the sum offive centsfor a single fan-.
Section 8. The grantees herein named shallpay to the City ofSacramento an annual licenseof five dollars upon each car run and operated

upon said railroad or railway, which shall en-
title them to run, manage and operate their
railroad or railway even- day inthe year.

BscnoN 4. The gruntees herein named may at

SE'Tii.N 6. The grantees herein named bhallpay and t»e assessed for the cost ofimproving theportion of the streets or street embraced between

the rails of the track or tracks of tlieir railroadorrailway, and for two fet-t on each side thereof-and such assessment shall be a lien against the
franchise and railroad ofsaid granteei irom thedate ofsuch assessment, and may be collectedin the same manner as other assessments lor
improving streets are collected : and saidgrantees shall keep snid portiou of s.-,M street
OTstreets constantly inrepnir.and lUisi, -.nHIi theStreet and with good crossings.

Section 7. Ifelectricity is used no poles shall
be erected in the streets for the use thereof by
said parties.

W. Carey, their heirs and assigns, sub-
ject to the provisions of the statutes governing
the City of Sacramento, and subject to the laws
of the State ol California, the rigbt to construct,
law down, repair, maintain and operate, (or the
term offiftyyears irom and alter the passage of
thinordinance, a single or double track street
railway or railroad, with, all necessary or con-
venient tracks for curves, turn outs, twitches,
side-tracks, stations, turn-tables aud append-
ages', and to propel cars thereon by horse or
mule lower, or by wire ropes runuiug under the
Hrcets, mid moved by stationary steam-engines
or l»y electricity or electric po*,ver,and to collect,
receive and retain iare and compensation for
