INTERICR DEVELOPMENT.

The State Board of Trade Decides to Ap-
point a General Manager.

SaN Francisco, September 2l1st.—-[Spe-
cial.]—The Executive Committee of the
State Board of Trade met to-day in its new
quarters, No. 12 Second street. Among
these present were W. H. Mills, of San
Francisco; A.T. Hatch, of Solano county;
and H. W. Byington, of Sonoma. Mr.
Mills wished to know what amount of

{ monthly income the State Board expected

to obtain.

President Hatch stated that it was hoped
that in time there would be at least thirty
County Boards represented, and that the
income from their dues would be $750. It
was expected that the other $750:necessary
for carrying on the work could be raised by

rivate subscription, largely from San

‘rancisco.

Mr. Mills said that the Central Pacific
Company had once agreed with the State
Immigration Union and other kindred or-
ganizations that for every $2 it could raise
by private subscription the company would
add $1. In this way, when the Immigra-
tion Union would collect $2,000, then the
railroad company would add $1,000 more
to it. But the railroad found. from long
experience, that it was not deriving the
benefit it anticipated. The Immigration
Union found that it could make more from
private individuals in the way of commis-
sions for locating settlers on their lands
than it could from the railroad. The ne-
gotiations were therefore broken off. The
Imntigration Union accepted about $3,500
fromh Racramento county, but used most of
the funds for the development of San Luis
Obispe county.

Mr. Hatch wanted to know—now that the
State Board of Trade was firmly organized
in the interest of no particular part of the
State, but of the State as a whole—whether
or not the,Central Pacific could be induced
to help the Board.

Mr. Mills, who is the Central Pacific
Land Agent, replied that he thowght some
help might be derived from the company
if the Board meant business. He thought
the best thing it could do would be to get a
General Manager who was enthusiastic and
who would accept the position, not as a
temporary expediency, but as a permanent
responsibility. He would, therefore, intro-
duce the fellowing resolution :

Regolved, That this Executive C mmittee ap-
poinda general executive officer, whose duties
shall be to have general charge of the execu-
tive dutigs devolving on this committee during
the recesses of its meetings : to hold office dur-
ing the pleasure of this evmmittee, and that he
shall be styled the General Manager of the State
Board of Trade, and shall receive a salary ot
$—— per month; that the General Manager so
appointed shall, under the direction and by the
authority of this committee, collect funds for
the general purposes of the State Board of
Trade.

The resolution was unanimously carried,
and on motion of Mr. Byington, thata
committee be appointed for selecting a

General Manager, the Chair appointed
Messrs. Byington, Mills and Morrissey.

Chairman Hatch was afterward added to
the committee.

By a subsequent motion this committee
was empowered to employ a General Mana-
ger. In the discussion which took place
during the meeting as to the qualifications
for a General Manager, Mr. Mills said that
what the Board wanted'was a reliable, en-
ergetic manager, who would not exaggerate
but who understood about the prices and
products of land; who could give a sattler
valnable advice, and who would not be
prejudiced in favor of some portions of the
State over others.

These views were indorsed by the mem-
bers present. The Iixecutive Cominittee
adjourned until Wednesday, at 1 p. M.

A RAILROAD BOOM,

Wonderful Activity in Every Branch of
Railroad Dusiness.

San Fraxcrsco, September 21st.—[Spe-
cial.]—Superintendent Fillmore stated yes-
terday that traflic on all parts of the South-
ern Pacific system at the present time is
something tremendous. Every box, pas-
senger and flat car in the stock of the com-
pany is being made to do double service,
so great is the demand for transportation.
Ten new passenger cars have lately been
received, and eighteen more were being
built in the East for the company. The
stock of engines is not nearly large enough,
and efforts are now being made in the
East to purchase new ones. The Sacra-
mento shops are kept going at full press-
ure, but cannot half supply the demand.
Superintendent Fillmore also stated that
the company would have to build new
freight sheds, as the present accommoda-
dation is decidedly insuflicient.

The Railread Commission Playing the
Same Old Tane Again.

(Copyrigkt, 1887, by the California Associated Press.)

New York, September 21st.—[Special.]—
The Central Pacific hearing was continued
before the United States Railroad Commis-
sion to-day. C. P. Huntington testified that
he had been a busy man for fifty years, and
could not recall any of the details covering
the payments for certain expenses at
Washington. He did not care to
say anything about ' these expenses,
except that they were proper, le-
gally and morally. Between the year 1872
and the present timethere have been many

L times when muatters of importance have

come up in €Congress concerning the Pa.
cific railways. 1 have spent a good many
nights with our Washington attorneys ex-
plaining to them what I thought was for
the interests of the road, and they attended
to the remainder of the work and secured
suitable men to carry it out. Many of the
men so selected to explain to Congressmen
were outside of the railroad company. We
simply secured good men to explain to
new Congressmen what was for the public
good. 1did a good deal more for the public
good than 1 would do again. We had
to get good men who cculd talk
to such Congressmen, and to whom
they would listen. A wise, good
constituent would be better to talk to a
Congressman than an alien. I know that
sometimes I would talk to members, but
they would not talk to me. We had to do
everything possible to build this road. If
this Commission only knew how many
.nights I have laid awake trying to devise
ways and means to carry out this road,
they would know at once that I would not
go through with it again.

Concerning the Colton letters, Hunting-
ton testified that they were stolen from his
office between a Saturday and Monday. I
have had the letters offered to me several
times since for a price, but I would not buy
them. There was nothing in them that
was wrong, unless it was the spelling. T
know, in a general way, what the letters
contained. 1 remember the Colton case,
brought in California. it was an impor-
tant suif.

A GREAT OIL FIRE,
A Whole Towuship in Ohio

With Rlazing Oil Wells.

Toveno (0.), Scptember 22d—a, m.—The
Northwestern Ohio oil wells are in flames,
and the fire is rapidly spreading. Ditches,
fields and forests are filled with waste oil,
in some places many feet in depth, and the
refuse is all on fire.

It is feared the oil wells, buildings and
farm-houses of the whole townships will
be swept out of existence.

It is reported here that several drillers
were burned to death, but it is impossible
to confirm the report.

When the well known as Parker, No. 1,
caught fire from an explosion, the flames
made a terrible, roaring sound, and the
burning oil was scattered far and near.
Well No. 2 caught on fire next, and aided
in the conflagration.

Four tanks were destroyed, with their
contents, and the loss will be heavy on
these alone. The burning oil was blown

that $200,000 I could send men to Washing-
ton to confer with and explain things.

Commissioner Anderson asked if Hunt-
ington had any objection to discontinuing
a suit at San Francisco by which the orig-
inal letters are held there under injunction,
so that the originals might be brought
here.

Witness said that he would have to con-
sult with his associates on that point, as
they were as much interested in that suit
as himself.

Witness said it was lively times for the
Central Pacific while Tom Scott’s project
was before Congress. Witness wrote a
great many letters to D. D. Colton at this
time. He understood these letters had
been stolen from a safe in San Francisco.
Four agents of Colton’s administratrix had
tried to sell them to witness, but he de-
clirred to buy.

Witness began to get angry at the sugges-
tions in Anderson’s interrogatories con-
cerning expressions in the Colton letters,
that there was something venal in their
anguage, and he proceeded to make an
impassioned speech. He said: “A lot of
skinned politicians are always ready to
my lan-
e, and Isee that it has even disturbed
Commission.”

Cominissioner Anderson—'‘Those letters
are produced to ascertain if any of the
money reprecented by these unexplained
vouchers was used to purchase legisla-
tion.”

Mr. Huntington—"1 can say emphatic-
ally that it never was.”

It was decided that he should submit
some scheme for seitiing the affairs of the
road and the Government at Friday’s ses-
sion,

Mr. Cohen, in answer to requests for
vouchers as to certain large dishursements
made by Huntington, stated that Governor
Stanford had refused to forward them, as
the Commission had already a great many
important documents of the company
which it had failed to return.

The navy officers claim that this means
of defense would be much more effective
than any system of land defenses that could
be devised, and it is proposed to put the
navy in the fore in this matter. It is esti-
mated that the cost of such a scheme of de-
fense would not be more than forty or fifty
millions for the whole line of coasts, from
San Francisco to Boston.

A Case Involving the Strength of the
Qleomargarine Law.

New Yorg, September 21st.—[Special.]
—The Grand Jury yesterday handed down
an indictment against James Kempster, of
Jefferson Market, for violating the oleomar-
garine law. This is the beginning of an
important case, and probably the hardest
battle yet fought between the Dairy Com-
missioner and the oleomargarine manu-
facturers will come up in the Courts.
Kempster has been selling oleomargarine
at his stand for the past six months, and
claims that as he ¢ ays conspicuous
signs informing customers that he sells
nothing but oleomargarine, and that the
material is manufactured wihout the use
of any coloring matter, he does not violate
the law of the United States. He holds
that as long as he complies witlf the pro-
visions of the law requiring évery package
to be marked he cannot be interfered with.
Heis said to be a figurehead put up by the
oleomargarine-makers, who will endeavor
to make this a test case. They claim that
the law merely prohibits the manufacture
of an artificial coloring of any substance
in imitation of butter, and that the mate-
rial they now make and sell is not artifi-
cially colored, nor made in imitation of
anything, but is made and sold as oleomar-
garine; that no law prohibits this, and
if there were such alaw it would be uncon-
stitutional.
