venient tracks fur curves, turn cuts, switches,
side-tracts, sations, turn-taboos and append-
ages, and to propel cars thereon by horse ormulepower, or by wire ropes running under the
streets and nioved by stationary steam engiues,
or by electricity or el. ctric power, and to col-lect, receive and retain fare and compensation
for the use thereof, in, through, on, over, or
along, aud in, through, on, over, and along thefollowingstreets and parts ofstreets in the City
of t'acraraer.to. that is to say: Commencing at
the street railroad track now at the center of
the intersection of X and Twentieth (20th)stieets, and running thence along the middle ol
X street to Twenty-eighth (2Sth) street \u25a0 alsocommencing at the street railroad track at the
center ofthe intersection of O and Twentieth
(20lh)streets, and running thence along O street
toTwenty-eighth street, the same being exten-
sions ofthe railroad or lailway now owned and
operated by said 11. 8. and G. W. Carey.

Section 2. The rate oi fare on such railroador railway must net exceed the sum offive cents
fora single fare.

Section 8. The grantees herein named shallpay to the City ofSacramento an annual license
of five dollars upou each car run and operated

the rails ul the track or tracks of their railroador railway, and fur two feet oneach side thereof;
and such assessment shall be a lien against the

inthe same manner as other assessments lorimproving streets are collected : and said
grantees shall keep said portion of said .streetorstreets constantly ivrepair.nnd tlu.-h with the
street and withgood crossings.

ramento, that is to say :Commencing at the
street railroad track at the center of the inter-
section ofO and Nineteenth (19th)streets, thencerunning n'.ong the middle ot Nineteenth (19th)
strut to V street.

SBCHOH 2. The rate of fare on such railroad
or railway must not exceed the sum offiveceuts
fora single fore.

Sbctiom 3. The grantees herein named shall
pay to the City ofSacramento an annual license
of five dollars upon i-.iyhcar run and operated
upon said railroad or railway, which shall enti-
tle them to run, manage and operate their rail-
road or railway every day in the year.

Section 4. The grantees herein "named may at
any time, with the consent of the Board of
Trustees of said City of Sacramento, abandon
any part or portion of the franchise hereby
granted, upon rilingwith the Board of Trustees
ofthe Cityol Sacramento a written declaration
ot such abandonment, particularly describing
the part or portion intended to be abandoned.
The consent of the Board of Trustees to such
abandonment must also be in writing.
