That portion of Vandervoort's resolution
which was reported adversely upon isin three
sections, which state in substance that “‘while
no body of citizens can have a more exalted
respect for the office of President of the United
States than we, yet this does not obseure our
perception of unworthy acts of the iscumbent
of that high position, nor deprive us of the right
of criticism. While we recognize that a disap-
proval of any measure is his constitutional pre-
rogative, we cannot feel that this involves also
the privilege of going beyond the bounds of that
power, to officially insult or slander the broken-
down and needy 1mnen to whom the nation owes
everything."’

A LIVELY DEBATE.

The last resolution states at length that, in
vetoing the dependent pension bill, which was
the least measure of justice that could have
been asked, and did not represent a tithe of
what is due those gallant men, the President
has violated the pledge made to the soldiers
when they flocked to aid the country atthe
time of her greatest peril; has thwarted the
express will of a graterul people, and inflicted
irreparable cruelty upon those who should b=
objects of the tenderest consideration. The bill
would have rescued thousands of deserving
toldiers from the charity of the alms-house.

After the report of the committee was made
Vandervoort opened the debate on the matter,
claiming that the Grand Army should have the
courage of its convictions, and vote as they felt
on this guestion.

Grosvenor, of Ohio, spoke in favor of the re-
port, and said he had as much feeliog upon the
pension question as any other man, but he stood
as the representative of a body of men greater
than the President of the United S:ates, and
more dignified in their utterances than the
President had shown hiwself to be. He said
the question was more important than any
other that had been submitted. That question
was as to what the Encampment ought to do—
whether it ought to make platformns {or political
parties, or state its position in & digvified man-
ner, as though there never had been a President
of the United States. The Grand Army should
stand

AS A MOUNTAIN UPON THE PLAIN,
Regardless of the coyotes at the foot of it, and
proclaimiog in majestic words that it was in
favor of this pension legislation and opposed to
every attack upon the interests of the soldiers.

After some further debate Vandervoort's
amendment was adopted, and the report of the
committee adopted by a vote of 515 to 173,

The committee presented majorty and mi-
nority reports on the §8 a month or service pen-
sion bill. The majority report is against it, and
the minority in its favor.

OTHER BUSINESS--OFFICERS ELECTED,

A committee was appointed to get up a testi
monial to present to Commander-in-Chief Fair-
child.

Most, the Leader of the Red Flags, Billed
for the Prison.

CHICAGO, September 30th.—Herr Johann Most,
New York's disciple ot dynamite, will, in all
likelihood, be given a dose of Illinois justice
before the snow flies. It was given out last
night that State Attorney Grinnell wants Most
for circulating dynamite liteeature since the
Supreme Court aftirmed the Anarchists’ verdiet,
and that Inspector John Bontield, of the Chicago
Police Department, is in New York for the pur-
pose ot arresting him as soon as the requisition
papers from Governor Oglesby can reach there.
The Inspector's movements for the past week
have been so mysterious as to cause a good deal
of gossip. It is said that he would be home in
a couple of days. and that when he came IHerr
Most would accompany him.

Since his release the famous New York
Anarchist has been vomiting forth circulars of
blood-red hue in such numbers that the Chicago
police have had much difficulty in collecting
them all but now they have them. &state At-
torney Grinnell, after examining the inflam-
matory documents, thought the author ought to
be brought to this city for trial.

The Ecotch yacht Thistle was beaten hand-
somely to-day in the outside race—twenty miles
to westward and return—by the Volunteer. The
Amecrican boat demonstrated on Tuesday that
she could point to windward better than the
Thistle. To-day she confirmed this, and also
proved that she could go through the water
taster. In the twenty-mile beat-to-windward the
Volunteer beat the Thistle about fifteen min-
utes, but the Thistle can run before the wind
faster than the Volunteer. She made up a few
minutes of the lost timme in the run home to-day,
and finished about eleven minutes astern of her
American rival,

Owner Bell, of the Thistle, said to-night that
he believed no boat was ever built that could
beat the Volumteer in a thrash to windward,
but he thought his boat could beat her reach-
ing as well as running.

PREPARING FOR THE START.

It was foggy and 1ainy, and there was very
little wind in the upper harbor when the yacht
Talisman, having on board representatives of
the New York papers and of the San Francisco
Cal, left the Battery at 8 o’cleck this morming,
and the lmu}»ur‘. was for a repetition of yester-
day’s uncorafortable pitch and roll. The two
hours run to the Scotland light-ship, from which
the race s'arted, was bardly a pleasure sail.
There was plenty of wind, however, in the
lower bay, and outside of the Hook it was
blowing twenty miles an hour. There was a
little mist in the atmosphere, but one could see
objects four miles away, if the surface of the
ocean rested long enough to allow one to look
at anythiog.

Around the light ship were grouped twenty-
five or more excursion boats, steam yachts and
tugs, and up the bay more were seen coming
out.

ProPER CARE OF CrLoseETs.—Closets

are not only useful, but a necessary part of

a house. Many housekeepers think that
there cannot be too much closet room pro-
vided. There are many things which are
properly put into closets, and other things
which should never go into closets.
such are all soiled undergarments. Cloth-
ing that has been worn should not be hune
away until properly ventilated. In this
way two fertile sources of bad odors in
closets may excluded. Many hang
their night clothes in the closet during the
day. This also should be avoided unless
they have had a thorough airing before
being hung. If the closet does not admit
of a window, the door should be left open
for a few hours each day to admit pure air.
Some persons have ventilators placed just
over the door, but the outside air, if ad-
mitted for a short time each day, will pur-
ify a closet where only clean clothes are
hung. No matter how clean the clothing
in the closet may be, if there be no ventil-
ation the clothing will not it
should.—Detroit Tribune
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CARE OF THE FEET.—A few drops of
white oak bark in the morning foothath,
with a pinch of boracie acid, will go far to
harden the feet, and bathing at bedtime
with pure aleohol will qguickly remove
soreness,  But must be looked to.
Corns and bunions come from friction and
unequal pressure; and it should be known
that shoes loose enough to permit the foot
to slide about in them are even more likelv
than tight ones to produce these trouble-
some growths.

The Unmarried Girls,

A Boston newspaper writer recently m
in a New England town a woman who h
kept for a number of vears a record of tl
girls graduated from the high school of th
vil » and their lives after leaving school.
The first striking fact in this record was
the growing number of those who remained
unmarried. Eleven years have elapsed
since the last of the classes was graduated,
and it is fair, therefore, to assume that
their lives are well marked out by th's
time. The first class recorded had nine-
teen members, ten of whom are unmarried:
of the second, tea out of sixteen are un-
married; in the third, eichteen out of
twenty-one, and so on. Out of a total of
ninety-nine graduates, sixty-one are still
single, twenty-seven are married, and
eleven, it is of some interest to add, are
dead of consumption, a prey to the bitter
winds of the New England winter. Of the
sixty-one unmarried graduates, twenty-one
are school teachers, three are type-setters,
one is a proof-reader, one is head dress-
maker in a dry goods house, four are dress-
makers, three music has
studied medicine and fifteen work in shoe-
shops. Only twelve, or hardly one-fifth
of the whole number are lassed as “stay-
at-homes.” These evidently did not need
to work for a living, and it is fair to assume
that a good proportion, at least, had home
duties which would take the place for
them of .a more active career outside.
