Buckley, Judge Toohy and Stonehill As-
sert Their Purity.

SaN Fraxcisco, October 3d.—[Special.}—
In relation to the contempt case growing
out of the re’urn of * Little Pete” from
Folsom, Sheriff McCann says he railroaded
Pete because he knew him to be a danger-
ous man, and was afraid that if he kept him
here he would corrupt the officials bringing
him back from Folsom. He did every-
thing under the direction of Menzies, Fore-
man of the Grand Jury, and did not allow
anyone to see the prisoner. He did not
personally have the papers taken from the
Chinaman’s safe on a search warrant.

Judge Toohy, when asked as to the truth
of the statement made by *“ Little Pete,”
that he had made him a present of $2 400,
said it is untrue; that he cannot be ap-
proached, and he defied the world to im-
pugn his official integrity.

District Attorney Stonehill branded the
statement that he received a present from
* Little Pete ” as a foul falsehood.

Buckley denies in general and positive
terms baving had anvthing to ({u with
Pete’s case. The 34,500 he is charged with
receiving he says was Lowenthal’s fee. He
admits having received dispatches about
the case. He says the whole matter was
instigated by Mowry, a personal enemy,
and by a newspaper, because he gave some
of the Democratic patronage to the 4lta.

THE €LEVELAND TOUR.

President Cl:veland and Party Visiting
the ¥air at St. Louis.

Sr. Louis, October 34.—A splendid re-
ception was tendered President Cleveland
and party to-day. Shortly after ten o'cloek
the President and wife entered a carriage
at Mayor I'rancis’ residence and in a few
minutes they were moving busily along
toward the fair grownds, escorted by a
squad of mounted police and the Citizens’
Committee in carriages. Hundreds of ve-
hicles crowded with people awaited on
Grand avenue at the entrance of Vande-
venter place and joined the procession,
which was strung out along the avenue for
more than a mile.

It was children’s day, and the youngsters
were out in great force. They, with their
mothers, nurses and friends, packed the
south of the amphitheater and the sur-
rounding promenade, to the number of
60,000.

The visitors did not alight, and after
driving round the amphitheater track. a
halt was made and Mrs. Cleveland was
presented by the lady Superintendent of
the Kindergarten schools with a2 handsome
basket of flowers. The children, led by
bands, sang * Hail Columbia,” and the
cortege, after -a drive through the Fair
Grounds, made its way back to the city,
where they went directly to the Merchants’
Exchange, Mrs. Cleveland alighting at the
Mayor's residence.
On arriving at the Merchants’ Exchange,
the President was taken to the Directors’
rooms, where a large number of represent-
ative citizens from the interior of the State
were introduced to him by counties. When
this ceremony was over, the President was
escorted to the main hail of the Excharge,
where he delivered a brief address.
From the Exchange the President and
his company were escorted in carriages
through the principal business streets of
the city, the ride lasting an hour: Along
the route people awaited and greeted the
party cordially.
At 3 o'clock, Mrs. Cleveland having
Jjoined her husband, the doors of the recep-
tion parlors were thrown open and the
public were admitted to shake the hand of
the President and his wife. The reception
began promptly at 3 o'clock and continued
until 6.

The President and his wife were escorted
to the Exposition building this evening.
In the music hall, while Gilmore’s Band
played “* Shower of Roses,” a screen was
let full from the stage, exposing a life-size
painting of Mrs. Cleveland. After a tour
through the several departments the party
repaired to the hotel, where they were ai-
terward serenaded.

BRUTALITY IN COLLEGE.

A Student Dying from Inhuman Treat-
ment by ‘‘ Hazers,” ”

latest victim of brutal hazing is young
George Choate, the son of Joseph H.
Choate, the celebrated New York lawyer,
who is lying at his father's cottage in
Stockbridge, at the point of death, from in-
juries received at the hands of the sopho-
mores of Williams College, of which Choate
was a freshman. He is a delicate lad,
weighing only 125 pounds, and entered last
month. He early won the ili-will of the
sophomores by his success in the numerous
rushes, in one of which he knocked down
three sophomores in rotation, allowing the
freshmen to win.
Three nights since, while in a fellow-
student’s room, a score of sophomores
made Choate a priscner. He was com-
velled tosubmit to a number of indignities,
after which he was forced (o sing, dance
and pose at the will of his tormentors, who
wound up by taking all his clothing and
putting it to soak in a bucket of water, re-
gardless of the contents of the pockets.
He was then made to get in a bathtub,
given toothpicks and compelled to imitate
rowing, singing *“ Pull for the Shore,”
while ice-water was slowly poured over
him. He was then taken out, and without
being dried put into his wet clothes and
sent back to his room. He was found
raving in a high fever the following morn-
ing and at once removed to his father's
bouse. e has three doctors attending
him who give but little hope of his recov-
ery. The father and the faculty have
offered a large reward for the offenders,
and the matter is in the hands of the State
detectives.

Trouble at the Crow Indian Agency in
Montana.

WasHiNgToN, October 3d.— Dispatches
from Acting Adjutant-General Vincent, at
St. Paul, were to-day received at the War
Department, through General Terry, stat-
ing that a number of Crow Indians had
just returned from a raid on the Piegans to
‘their Agency in Montana, and had fired
into the Agency buildings and were defiant
and hostile.
