of conferring the pallium on ArctibishopGross, of the Diocese of Oregon, took place
to-day at the Church of the Immaculate
Conception, and lasted from 10:30 a. m till1P. m. The auditorum, which has a ca-
pacity for people, seated and standingwas crowded to its utmost capacity Ait-mission was by ticket, and the audiencewas composed largely of non-Catholics andincluded Governor Pennoyer, Judge Mat-thew P. Dcady, Senator Jiitcbell, ex-Sena-
tors Kelly and Grover. the Judges of theSupreme Court and District Court, andmany o.her prominent citizens.Promptly at 10:20 a procession of clergy
moved into the church from the episcopal
residence adjoining. There were forty-two
priests, a number of acolytes and Arch-bishop Kiordan of California, Archbishop
Gross of Oregon, Bishop Brondel of Mon-tana, Bishop Innger of Washington Terri-
tory, Bishop Gloneu of Idaho. Then camethe Cardinal iv a rich, long robe ofred andcape of white ermine— a modprn Kicholieu
in face and form—and the complete picture
familiar to every tl:eater-goer. He was ac-
companied by a short, fleshy priest a per-
fect picture of the stage.

there was a striking reeemblance of bothmen to Bulwers Kichelieu and his ob-
sequious priest.

Cardinal Gibbons preached a sermon ofgreat power. He lead the seventeenth
chapter oi S. John, and taking it for histexr, devoted his sermon to an apotheosid
of the Catholic Church, Jeanne Witu fervoron its universality, its unity, and its on-changeabletiess since the time of the rirbt
Apostles. He paid a high tribute to the
nrst Archbishop of Oregon, the venerableBianchet, who lived till ninety-two years
old and died in the work for the chnrch •
to Archbishop Segheis, who met a tragic
death in Alatlta,and turning toArchbishop
Gross, referred in eloquent terms to his
work as a priest inBaltimore, as a mission-ary in the South and as Bishop of Savan-
nah ; and paid that Archbishop Gross
might truly exclaim with Paul :

Whofhail separate us from the love of Christ?Shall tribulation, or distress, orpersecution,

or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?
For Iam persuaded that neither death, norlife, nor angels, nurprincipalitice, nor pow-ers, nor things present, nor things to come,nor bight,nor depth, r,or any ottercn at in-shall be able to separate us from the loveoiGod, which is in Christ Jesus, our Lord."

FOOTHILL RAILROADS.

The Projected ltnllroad from Marj-svllle
to Graes Valley.

Gh\S3 Valley, October 9;h.—The latent
proposal with reference to the proposed
railroad from Marysvillo to this place, of
which JamosO'lSrien is the accredited head
is to have a- htanda: d-, au«e road from
Marysville by way of Smansville to Gruss
Valley, and then the company to purchase
the Nevada county narrow-gauge railroad
that runs from Nevada City to Colfax, on
the Central Pacific llailrnaa. The narr'ow-
pauge road from Grass Valley to Oalfax ia
then to be changed to a standard-gauge,
while the narrow-gauge will still remain
between Gra^s Valley and Nevada City,
and willbe extended on to North San Juan
and tothe timber regions beyond the last
named place.

The standard-gauge road would thus pass
through a rich lruit-prowing section and
have conneclion for the Eastern markets
at two points.

Washington, October Oth.—[Special 1—Inspector Frank 0. Armstrong, who wasdirected by Secretary Lamar to proceed atouce to the Crow Aeency and investigateIndian troubles there, is the Secretary's

most trusted agent. Ithas been represented
to Secretary Lamar that General Terry's
suggestion of surprise at the action of thoCrows, m their hostile demo:ibtrations
meant a serious danger, and that his long
experience with the Indians of the North-
west made his suggestion ofsendine an In-
spector to theCrow Aeency ofgreat import-
ance Howard, the Allotment Agent, whowas first ordered to report upon the affairs
*as a member of the Commission which
spent the whole summer on the Crow Res-ervation, in the same work of allotmentW'jhout accomplishing anything.

The Secretary expresses surprise at thegeneral Unorance ofthe terms ofallotment
existing in the Territories and among army
ollicers. An impression seems to prevail
that the billupon its passage made citizensof Indians everywhere, and thereforeamenable Jo civilprocess. The bill bestows
citizenship- upon Indians only after tbevhave been allotted land and have accepted
the allotment. Until after that is donethey are not liable to civil pru<-e(,s on their
reservation, nnd cannot be ariested by thecivil authorities. Under the law parsed
March 3, 18S5, however, they can bear-rested, when breaking the laws of the State
"I, ,rr.'tory'by the civil authorities whenoff their reservation, as Colorow was inColorado. The Crows, not having takentheir lands :n sevcraHy, and being on the
reservation, cannot bo taken by civilpro-
oess.

Referring to the meeting of
Catholic Archbishops a y*ar »g<>, Powderly
says ithad been reprtseiiteil to the eee'e-
siastical authorities that the Knights were
MnHfH to revolutionize generally accepted
fundamental principles by claiming for
labur the ri;^hi to dictate to capi-
tal, and In this manner were
seeking to bring intofuil force popular sov-
ereignty in opposition to private rights,
and that th.-y were following the example
ofthe French Socialists ana arrogating to
themselves the. right of ordering strikfs
whenever it Baited their purpose, and by
these strikes caus* lo^s of Ufa and destruc-
tion ( fproperty ;and that ehould the Or-
der prosper with its pernicious principles,
it would lead ils members and the working
classes generally from insubordination to
anarchy and socialism. If the principles
of the Knights of Labor were ever to pre-
vailamong the people, failh and religion
would be forever destroyed in our country.

Thus spoke the enemies of organized la-
bor. Mr. I'owderly then referred to the
interview had by himself and Messrs--.
Hayes and O'ReUly with Cardinal (iib-
boas. ilit tliohitter's request, in whiih they
