STATE BOARD OF HEALTH.
Monthly Circular Issued l>y the Becre-

tary, GnrrarU O. Tyrrell,M.D.

Inhis report for the month ofSeptember

the Secretary of tlie State Toard of Health
•ays :

In the reports received from sixty-two
towns in which deaths occurred during the
month ofBepienib»r, we Rni a mortality of
793 in an estimated population of 036,150,
which gives a percentage of12-4 deaths per
1,000 for the month, or an annual rate of
14 88. Iftora moment we contrast our
mortality with that of Eastern States, we
willat once see the wonderful salubrity of
our climate. Kor instance, we will take
the month of August. Our annual death
rate as computed by the returns for that
month was a fraction over 12 per 1.000. In
New York itwas 2>> 06 :in Massachusetts.
17.80; Ohio, 19 67; Tennessee. 19.10; St.
Paul, 1509; in London, England. 23; Mu-
nich, 47.6;Cairo, 50 per 1,000. The mor-
tality for ihe month of September shows
that we are entirely free from any fatal
epidemic disease, and that the State is
healthy throughout.

Consumption, as usual, shows the largest
number of decedents, which were ninety-
seven, chiefly strangers. Pneumonia caused
twenty-five deaths, which is a decrease of
ten from the number reported last month.
Bronchitis is reported as causing seventeen
deaths, thirteen of which occurred in San
Francisco. Congestion of the lungs had a
mortality of ten, chiefly among infants.
Diphtheria croup caused eleven deaths.
Whooping-cough, two. Scarlet fever caused
four deaths, two in San Francisco and two
in Oakl&nd. Measles, one. Small-pox
caused one death in San Francisce. Chol-
era infantum gives a death record of twenty-
four. Diarrhea and dysentery, although of
frequent occurrence, caused hut three
deaths. Typhoid fever shows a decrease
ofnine from last report, there being but
twenty-five deaths from this cause; nine
of them occurred in San Francisco. Ty-
pho malarial fever, although more or less
prevalent, occasioned but few deaths. Re-
mittent fever, five deaths. Cerebro-spinal
fever, five deaths, all inSan Francisco. Can-
cer was fatal to twenty-fivepersons. Heart
disease had a mortality of forty-six. Al-
coholism caused the death of eighteen per-
Bons.

From reports received from ninety local-
itiee, in different parts of the State, we
learn that the general healthfulne gs pre-
vailing during August continued during
the month of September, and that no zy-
motic or preventable disease had shown
any epidemic tendency wherever observed.
This is especially remarkable in the cases
of scarlet fever, which, usually very com-municable, seem to be so limited in exten-
sion as to excite surprise. Why this dis-
ease shonld be so virulent and latal at onetime, and not at another, is one ot the
problems in medicine yet to be solved. In
London, where scarlet fever is epidemic,
over twelve hundred cases being in hc9-
pital during Aupust, the spread of the dis-
ease is attributed to the unusually warm
weather there prevailing. Inour State we
have had much wanner weather during
the same period, yet itdid not increase the
prevalence of the disease or cause its ex-
tension from its original location. The
probable explanation of this immunity
from epidemicity is the general good health
ofthe community, their resistive powers to
the inroad of disease being unimpaired by
unfavorable surrounding?, or meteorolog-
ical conditions. The most frequently men-
tioned ailments continue to be:

Diarrhoea and dysentry, which have
been observed with frequency In Santa
Ana, Arbuckle, Reddinp, Bodie, Etna
Mills, North Bloomlield, Davisvillc, Sacra-
mento. Truckee. Knight's Ferry, Castro-ville,Downey, Cloverdule, Sonora. Wheat-
land, Lockeford, Weaverville, Elk Grove,
Miilviile,Nicolaus, Merced, Modesto, Le-
nioorp, Shasta and Alturas. The mortality
i9exceedingly limited, hence we infer that
the disease is quite mild.

Measles prevails to a limited extent in
Cjttonwood, Red Bluff, Anderson, Ar-
buckle, Modesto, Colton, Merced Oakland
and .^an Francisco.

PREVAILING DIBKAUB.

Scarlet fever is noticed in Elk Grove,
Sacramento, San Francisco, Amador City
and Oak land. The cases under observation
were miiJ. and without any tendency to
spread or as-sume an epidemic form.

A few cases of r.Tiiall-poxhave developed
during the month in San Francisco. The
eiact number has not been sent to this of-
fice. Dr. D. I).Crowley reports that one
case occurred inOakland during the month.
The case in Irvington, and the one sent
from Berkeley, are both convalescent, ajis
the one sent to Santa Roa from Clove:-
d;i!e. Although the latter case, through
thennwnrranted action of the county au-
thorities, was the means nf exposing many
persons to the infection, Dr. Smith informs
us that, as far as he can learn, all escaped
without taking the disease.

Many sporadic cases of diphtheria are
noticed in several parts of the State. In
S.tn Framiico it is abating in the number
aIT-ited, and in the mortality attending the
attacks. In Santa Ana.it is quite prevalent;
itis also •ibserved In Sacramento, St. Hel-
ena, Modesto, Watson viHe, Etna Mills.
Trucker. Stockton, Sin Jose, Amador City

MillvilleandOakland.
Whooping cough is prevalent in Altons,

Salinas City, Cottonwood, Bakersdeld,
Mariposa, Clovtrdale, Lemoore and
Downey. In regard to whooping cough,
we notice that ihe Attorney-General of the
State of Michigan has rendered a decision
that this disease must be classed among
those diseases which are dangerous to pub-
lic health, and which are therefore under
the law to be reported by the attending
physician to the Health Oilier. He bases
his decision upon the fact that, while fur
ten years the average deaths from small-
pox were only 5.'! per year, in whooping
congb for the same period the average
deaths were l"Ki.

Erysipelas has been noticed in Downey.
Trucfeee, William-, Anderson, Xicolaus.Anaheim, Millviih-, h tnta Ana, Salinas,
Jolon and San Joae. The type is mild, and
the mortality exceedingly limited.

Typhoid foyer, contrary to our expecta-
tinns, is n"t mentioned with greater fre-
qaency than inour List reports. It has ap-
peared inSacramento, Etna Mills. Colfix,
Hills Ferry, Solioas City, Bon *a,
Niojlaus, Anahein,. Los Angeles, flacer-
ville, San Jose, .^an IHepo, Santa Ana.
Stockton, Oaklainl and San Francisco. The
cases are Bporadic, wilhout.any tendt-ncy to
assume an epidemic form.

CITY TRUSTEES.

iuittrd to the People.
The Board of City Trustee-. v:et yester-

day morning ia regular tattoo, alt the
members present, Mayor Gregory presid-
ing- The minutes of the previous meet-
ing were read and approved. Chief En-
gineer Williams of the Water-works re-
ported that during the week ending Octo-
ber 9th, 35.517,750 gallons of water were
pumped into the city mains. Mayor Oreg-
ory stated that he had received acomunini-
cation from the Order of Foresters, asking
at what price a certain number of lots in
the city cemetery could be purchased. It
was agreed to make the price of the ground
$1,820, or about $65 a lot.

Inreference to the proposed new market
onIstreet, Mayor Gregory stated that the
property from Third to Fifth streets, could
be purchased for about $40,000. and that
$20,000 additional would be required to fill
in to the alley between H and I. The
Board decided to submit the proposition of
purchasing and fillingthe property to the
I>eople at the December school election.

It.T. Devlin, as attorney forT. J. Clunie,
appeared before the Board and stated that
his client desired to nettle his financial dis-
putes with the city. Clunie was willing to
release all claim for the $3,000 which he
alleges is due him from the city for serv-
ices rendered, and pay all future taxes, if
the city would release the claim for twoor
three years taxes which remain unpaid.
The Trustees could not favorably consider
the proposition and did not seem to thinkthat Clunie bad any claim on the city.
The matter was taken under advisement.

Mr. Churchman came before the Board
toask that certain streets in the eastern
portion of the city be opened. He was ad-
vised by the Board to prepare a petition
and lecure the names of the parties wish-
ing the street opened before any action
would be taken.

The City Engineer was instructed to pre-
pare plans and specifications for the con-
struction of sewers in the followingalleys :
O and P, Tenth to Thirteenth streets" P
and Q, Twelfth and Thirteenth streets; N
and O. Tenth and Eleventh streets ;Land
M.Seventh and Eighth streets.

On recommendation of the Street Com-missioner, P. A.Miller was allowed until
November 15th to complete the tilling and
grading ofTwelfth street, from J to L.

Aremonstrance from the property-owners
against the construction of a sewer in the
alley, P and Q, Tenth and Eleventh streets,
was received and placed on file.
Itwas ordered that pluns and specifica-

tions be prepared for a new sewer in the
alley between Front and Second from X to
Mstreets, and that thr Street Commissioner
post notices for bids fjrthe construction ofthe same.

GOOD ADVICE.
No Town Can Afford to Invite Cholora—

Dr. Tyrrell, of this city, Secretary of the
State Board of Health, gives the following
most excellent advice :

Clean Up, Deodorlxe, Disinfect.

We regret to say that cholera baa been
imported, upon the steamer Alcsia, into
New York, and, although the chances of
its spreading have been materially lessened
by the precautions taken by the health
officers, we fear the future. When we
recollect that a single article of clothing,
infected with the cholera germs, may be
laid away for months, and then, on expos-
ure, develop the pestilence, we are not sat-
isfied with the fumigation process instituted
in this case as thoroughly reliable and
effectually germicidal. We believe that all
the clothing on the Alesia should have
been burnt, and, for that matter, we believe
itwould have been cheaper for Xew York
to have burned ship, cargo and all, rather
than one cholera germ should survive to
start an epidemic. We must not trust to
chance in this matter, but anticipate the
worst, and endeavor to avert its conse-
quences by sounding the alarm now, and
insisting upon our cities, towns and village*
giving to their inhabitants the three great
essentials of a healthy life,viz.: Pure water,
pure air and pure soil. Inorder to do this,
ail sources of contamination ought to be
removed ; allprivy and cesspool abomina-
tions should be deodorized, disinfected, and
carried away where they may be rendered
harmless by mixing with dry earth, and
then using as fertilizers. No town can
afford to invite cholera where it can be
avoided by perfect cleanliness and com-
bined sanitary eflort. Every town should
now organize a local Board of Health, ap-
point an active, wideawake Health Officer,
and give him united support in doing bin
doty. There is no longer any doubt what-
ever that cholera can be deprived of its
power of extension by sanitary eflort, as
without food it cannot live. Its food is
filth,decaying organic matter, and soil con-
tamination. Any community that refuses
or neglects to use the means requisite to
put and keep its surroundings in good
wholesome condition, deserves the fate that
will most assuredly befall it if epidemic
disease makes its appearance inits midst.
