ANOTHER HOLOCAUST.

SCORES OF PEOPLE MANGLED
OR BURNED.

A Railway Horror that in Some
Rezpects Rivaled the Terrible
Chatsworth Blunder.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION. |

CHICAGO, October 11th.—A special to the Fy-
ening Journal from North Judson, Indiana,
says: Another Chatsworth railroad horror oe-
curred on the Chicago and Atlantic railway this
morning, sixty miles east of Chicago, near
Kout station. Seventeen passengers were
killed and burned up in the wreck, and from
twenty to thirty were more or less injured.

A heavy fresh meat train telescoped the even-
ing accommodation train (the New York ex-
press), which leaves Chicago at 7:49 r.». The
“‘accommodation,” with one baggage car, two
coaches and one sleeper, had stopped at a water
tank for water, about one mile west of Konut
aud & freight train following crashed into the
sleeper, telescoping and burning up the entire
passenger train, as above stated.

Wm. Perry, Auditor of this(Starke)county, and
wite and child, were victims of the terrible fire
which broke out almost immediately after the
freight train crashed among the passengers,

Not a particie of their bodies were rescued from
the flames.

-

CHATSWORTH REPEATED.

Another Account of the Terrible Rail-
way Catas rophe.

Kour (ind.), October 1I1th.—The worst hor-
rors of Chatsworth were depicted here to-day.
Dozens of blood-stained, smoke-grimmed dead
and dyir g women and childien, the victims of
railroad carelessness and blundering, littered
the vilisge station-house this afiernoon, the
hotel and every other available resting place in
the vicinity, while three miles west, down the
track of the Chicago and Atlantic Raiiroad,
near a lonely water tank, piles of fearfully
tangled debris marks the spot where the col-
lision, szldom equaled for terrible results, cc-
curred.

HOW THE ACCIDENT HAPPENED.

The east-bound express that left Chicago last
night with a great load of passengers had, with-
out a mowment's warning, during a temporary
wait, bern smashed inio from behind by a
heavily loaded fast freight plunging madly for-
ward in the darkness, bent on beating all com-
petition in hurrying dressed meat to the mark-
ets of the seaboard.

Some part of the machinery of the passenger
engine had been thrown out of order during the
run from Chicago. A trifling stop at a water
tank would make all right, it was thought, and
a stop was accordingly made. Suddenly out of
the darkness behind came the flash of & head-
light, the rush and rattle of many wheels,

AND THEN A MIGHTY CRASH,

Just as at Chatsworth, the sleeping coach now
got in its deadly work. The massive frame
work of the sleeper was now transformed into a
high catapult, and pushed mercilessly forward
b¥ the freight, it erashed into the cars forward,
mashing their comparatively Jight timbers and
making the work of destruction complete.

'he wreck quickiy took fire, and the sight of
the shrieking vietims and dancing flames was
one never to be forgotten,

AN ENGINEER'S §TORY.

Te-day, on his bed of agony, at the hotel at
Kout, the engineer of the passenger train told
the following story : **We passed No. 49 at Boone
Grove on time, and started toeward Kout. No.
19 pulled out of the station less than two min-
utes behind us, when they should have waited
mwuch longer. When we were well away from
town I could see her halt a little way behind.
We were not running fast because the engine
wason one side. We had broken the eccentric
strap, aud were running but one pair of wheels,
having been forced to disconnect the other pair
of wheels, which were running loose. Of course,
the accident he'd our speed down a little, but
we had no idea the engineer of No. 49 would
have any difficulty in keeping from our heels.
The last time I looked back there wasample
room between us. We stopped at the Boone
Grove bank, and were there almost a minute
before they struck us.”

HORRIBLE SCENE3,

A Victim who Saw People Burn to Death
Before His Eyes.

Kour, October 1ith.—In the little s tting=
room of the cottage which serves as a hotel in
this town, two of the wounded survivors ot the
accident still remained late this afternoon.
Henry Miller, a Bohemian boy, on his way frcm
Dundee, I11., to the old country, is stretched on
oue of the lounges in the low dark room. His
head is fearfully battered, and his right leg is
fractured. The other wounded man is Joseph
McCool, a bar tender of Boston, who, had Lo
not been a passenger on the fated train, would
have been welcomed in Chicago by relatives
whom he has not seen for year:z. His injuries
are for the most part internal, and are not so
severe but that his recovery is probable. He
lvms able to tell of the awful occurrence as fol-
OWS :

A SURVIVOR'S AWFUL EXPERIENCE.
I was in the passenger coach at the time of
the accident, which was next to the last esr in
the train. Just beiore midnight I went into the
smoker, which was just ahead of our car, and
chatted for an hour, and came back to the
coach with a young man who sat down near me.
That's the last I've ever seen or expect to see of
the poor fellow. Just as I had stretched myself
out to go to sleep, ahd almost before I closed my
eyes, there was an awful, uneartbly ecrash,
which, God help me, I never want to hear
again. Icculd feel myself thrown violently to-
ward the top ot the car, and then I became in-
sensible. 01 the way up 1 realized that all wss
confusion in the air ; that canes, valises, rods of
iron and lamps were in tiers about me. I must
have regained my consciousness in a short
time, for when I awoke atl was darkopess in the
car, and horrible shrieks and
PIERCING WA LS OF AGONY

Almost deafened my ears. In the end of tha
car forthest from me the stove was overturned,
and the flames were just stariing to spread with
magic rapidity. There was some sort of new
gas lamp in the cars and reservoirs reaching
from one tothe other. The flames leaped up the
sides, and in l#ss time than 1 can tell it the gas
was burning the whole length of the car over-
head. T wus wedged between two seats, where
I could not move & limb of my body, and there
watched the fire slowly ereeping upon me.

IT WAS A TERRIBLE SIGHT.
In the end of the cosch near the fire I counld

see & lady caught between seats as [ was. The
fire slowly crept across the car. Her dress

caught fire, and in agony she burned before my
eyes. Just across from my seat I noticed, soon
before the accident, a father, his wife and
daughter. 1 saw them also crushed together
and burned. Just as the flames were ‘ulnzin;i
but & foot or two away irom me a man puiled
me into the aisle and eaid, *‘ Come to the win-
dow !"” He must have taken mwe for seme one
eise, for at that moment he looked closely at my
face and he dropped me and hurried through
the window with an exclamation of evident
disappointment. I then painfully crawied after
him in safety.

THE LOSS OF LIFE.

A Doctor Clalms that Fully Thirty Per-
sons Were Killed,

Kout, October 11th—p. M.—This afternoon
the reporters, who had been long delayed in
reaching Kout, began at lastto arrive. Thera
was little in the aspect of the village to indicate
the calamity that had so recently taken place.
All the dead Jadies had been carefully removed
from sight, only two of the wounded were still
in the village, and the local employes of the
road were deaf and dumb to all seckers after in-
formation. The Coroner had been obliged to
go to Huntington, over 5 miles distant, toob-
tain the statements of witnesses, and the
villagers scemed wholly at sea regarding the
extent of the divaster.

About the only ]%(-raou ebout and willing to
tell the details of the horror was Dr. C. W. Me-
Kee. The doctorisa prosperous-looking, inteli-
gentman of about 37 years, who promptiy re-
sponded in the dead of night to a call that he
take a handecar and go to the scene of the
wreck, three miles from his residence. Dr.
McKee rendered noble service. He had seant
time to give hisexperience in detail, but states
that to the best of his knowledge it would not
be overstating the facts to say that the collision
had cosis the lives of over thirty people.

DR. M'KEE'S STATEMENT OF WHAT HE SAW.

It was shor:ly after 1 o'clock this morzing
when he visited the wreck, and he immedi-
ately began to give his services to the wounded.
Thoze who were. badly hurt when the crash
came he says must have had little chance for
their lives, so quickly had the cars taken fire
and o thorough was the work of the flames,
As an {llustration of the destruction and difi-
culty of arrivingat a correct idea of its magni-
tude, the doctor said that probably not a soul
would have been made aware of all but the to-
tal wiping out of the Miller tamily of six, had
not their boy been saved.

ONLY NINE BODI™S RECOVERED.

Dr. McKee stated that only nine bodies had
been recovered, and they were so badly charred
as to be almost beyond Tecognition. The most
left of scarcely any of them was a blackened
trunk, end in some “cases littie beyond & hand-
ful ofashes. The nine were as follows : The Mil-
ler family, of Dundee—father, mother, two
brothers and a girl (their fourteen-vear-old boy
{ Herman, will probably die alse):; Dr. Perry, of
! North Judson, Ind., his wife, danghter aged

eleven years, and a young Irish lady.

WIAT THE SUPERINTENDENT SAYS.

Superintendent Parsons, of the Chicago and
Atlantic, was seen late in the afternoon gloom-
ily pacing the station platform. He was ex-
tremely taciturn, and was very sure that no
: more bodies could be, by any possibility under

the wreck. Only nine pérsons had been kiiled,

he declared, and not more than eleven ortwelve

; hurt, none of the latter seriously. He admitted
that no flagman had been sent back from the
nger train when the stop was made, and

§Ir. Parsons said the trainmen deperded upon

of where the stop was made. The con-
ductor ot the train had pulled the cord

for this lizcht when he stepped from his

train. This would throw a glare of
red danger signal on the track. The night,

however, was foggy, and the engineer of the

fast freight must have failed to see the signal. ;
Superiutendent Parsons thought the aceident i
would have been & very ordinary one had not '
the stove in the sleeper upset. That caused the |
destruction of the sleeper, two coaches and !
haggage car, and that, in tk e main, wax doubt-

less tne cause of the loss of life. Coroner |
Leatherman, Mr. Parsons said, reached the |
scene from Valparaiso at about 11:30 A. M.,

and, after \'iewix:;; the debris and making

some inquiries, had found it necessary to go to |
Huntington in search of witnesses. The i
wounded, Parsons exvlained, had been taken !
there as early as possible, and the passengers

Kour, October 11th.—p. M.—All efforts to ob-
tain intormation as to the names of the killed
ard wounded have, up to this hour, been un-
availing. “The Chicago and Atlantic Railway
officials, who weut to the town of Huat- |
ington with the Coroner to-day, seem
to have complete possession of all sources
of information on this point, and they
refuse positively to make public the names of
the victims of the disaster. The killed and
wounded were taken from the seene of the
wreck to Huntington early this alternoon, ac-
comypanied by the Coroner.
