STIRRING UP STRIFE.

Notwithstanding the emphatic and con-
stant denial entered by the representative
press of Central and Northern California
some of our southern contemporaries reit-
erate, day after day, that at the north the
south i being misrepresented, vilified and
abused, and that unfair and disreputable
means are employed to prevent immigra-,
tion to that section. It really appears as
if our contemporaries are not only resolved
not to be convinced, but are solicitously
anxious to aggravate some one at the north
to assail their section. So far at least as
the stranger reading these journals is con-
cerned, the false impression is made upon
his mind that the sonthern region of our
common heritage is the object of vicious
and unmanly assault by the press and peo-
ple of the State somewhat northerly lo-
cated from Los Anpgeles. Nevertheless,
let our scuthern contemporaries be once
more assured that they are battling with
the air and their fancy only. The sup-
posed assaults to which they refer are
either the conjurations of their imagina-
tions or their desire.

Nothing is further from the truth than
the charge that the people of the north are
either jealous of southern prosperity, or
are engaged in any effort whatever to in-
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jure or misrepresent that section.

Recorp-UsrtoN, with daily access to
the representative and reputable pa-
pers of the State, familiar with the

expression of the people, and informed of
all activities intended to invite desirable
immigration to this portion of the State
and to develop its resources, is competent
to pass judgment in this matter, and it
unhesitatingly gives emphatic contradic-
tion to the charge referred to. 1t is the
smallest kind of journalism, the most ig-
noble policy imaginable, and altogether
contemptible procedure, to continue, as
many of our southem contemporaries do
in the repetition of these false charges.
The decency and self-respect of the people
of the south ought to be made manifest in
the outspoken disapproval we know they
feel for this back-alley sort of tactics.

The Los Angeles Times of the Tth ins;.
speaks of “ the jealous north snapping at
us.” Yet within the week which it
wrote, the Recorp-UN1ox denounced the
assault of the New York Herald upon Los
Angeles, and pointed out the motive un-
derlying the misrepresentation. Nor has
there been a paper north of Los Angeles
that has approved the Heralds contempti-

in

ble charge, or referred to it otherwise than
to express its detestatien of such shame-
less assaults.

The Los Angeles Herald of the 9th

instant descends to the lower levels
of meundazcity, ill-concealed in a drapery
of innuendo and strained humor, in

which it refers contemptuously to “the
famous northern citrus belt,” to “untimely
frosts,” to proposed excursions from the
south northward, which it intimates are
deceptive and frandulent. Tt proceeds,
with affected sarcasm, to speak of the cen-
tral and northern section a¥ a region
“ whose inhabitants and press persistently
and with malice aforethought misrepre-
sent us and all belonging to us;” adding :

They are quite welcome to fish in our pools
which we bave stocked with trout from Eastern
streams. They are welcome also to all the fish
they can cateh, and they are welcome to all
they can make fecundate in the streams which
flow from the glaciers along the sides of Shasta.

This bit of ill-disguised deceit is forti_
fied by reference to and exaggeration of
the phenomenal flurry of snow two years
ago that visited a Jarge portion of the
State for a few hours, and which has had
its paraliel in Los Angeles county and
even below that point.  The press of the
north would be mere justified in referring
with emphasis and much enlargement, to
the harmless showers of hailstones which
fell in Southern California only yesterday.

Neither  instance  proves anything
for or against the State or nn_\"
claims made for it.

There has been no year since California
was known to civilization, and it is the
hope of all who understand the relation of
river sources to vallevs, that there never
will be 2 year in which the snow does not
fall upon the lofty summitsof the Siaras.
Nature has this year, as in.all the years
gone by, sent her early snows upon the ten
or twelve thousand feet altitudes of the great
range in the wnorth, and as far as eastern
Oregon ; indeed, for scores of miles the
towering crests of this mighty chain of
uplifted grandeur are crowned the year
round with eternal snows, which give fer-
tilizing life to the streams that reach the
warm foothills and valleysfarbelow. But to
say that in this month, or ang other of the
year, snow fell in spots from Shasta to San
Francisco is not to do, as the Herald well
says natare does, abhor a lie. It is with
more than reluctance that the Recorp-
Ux10N refers to these matters, since it is
convineed that contention between sections
of the State is unwise, unmanly, and so far
as the press is concerned, is beneath the
dignity of self-respecting jonrnalism. But
these latter instances of untruth end un-
wisdom are too flagrant to be permitted to
pass wholly unwoticed, the more since the
editor-in-chief of the Herald was for so
many years a resident of this section, and
in his personal capacity is so well aware of
the mendacious character of the de
article that prostitutes his Jjourn
service of a false and unhealthy sentiment
that possibly may obtain to some extent at
the south, and to which some of our south-
ern contemporaries deem it politic to cater.
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TEE PRIDE OF THE FRENCH.

The proposition of the city of Paris to
pension the widow of gamekeeper Brig-
non, who was shot recently on the border
by German customs guards, is accompanied
by a proviso eminently French. Itis pro-
posed to give the widow 5,000 francs upon
the condition that she shall not accept any
indemnity from the German Government.
Atis true that the municipality only enters
protest against her acceptance of any
Germany may offer, but that amounts

to a condition attached to the home pen-

sion, and must be taken to mean just that.

It is a manifestation of pride and indig-

nant jealousy on the part of the city of ;
Paris that should be beneath it. It ought

not to object to ‘Germany being as gener- '
ous as its conviction of wrong-doing may ,
prompt it to be. The protest may prevent '
the widow receiving her fair dues, while it |
will tend to embitter the angered feelings

engendered by the recent tragic border in- .
cidents. There is no necessity for any arti-

ficial means being applied to increase the

irritation in either France or Germany.

The antagonism between the nations needs

no stimulant whatever. But the protest is

characteristicly French, so dramatically

manifests the hatred entertained of Ger-

many, and presents France in such an atti-

tude of lost temper, that at this dis-

tance it is impossible to repress the smile

it invokes. The young Republic has its

fist closed, and its muscles are strung for a

spring or the quick return of a blow, and

very evidently feels that it is now quite

equal to cope with its old-time foe. Here-

tofore the belligerent disposition has been

found mainly in the cities, the rural popu-

lation remaining the conservators of peace,

which their material interests demand.

Within the past five or six months, how-

ever, the evidences indicate that the met-

ropolitan people have considerably in-

fluenced the small land-owners, and in-

fected the rural sections with something

of the war spirit. It is possible that this

may become general and so widespread as

to dictate a policy of aggressiveness against

Germany, and from that to the pretext for

war is not a long step. It will, however,

be deplorable for France if this step is

taken. The wise policy for that nation is

to refuse to stake republican institutions

in Europe upon the hazard of battle thus

invoked.
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A CLERGYMAN of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church arrived in San Francisco one
month ago. On Sunday last he preached
toa crowed auditorinm on the Chinese
question. The most notable thing about
his discourse was a frank confession that
while in New York he had, from the pul-
pit, said many hard things about Califor-
nians because they do not take the China-
men to their bosoms as brethren seeking
the glorious privileges of a free land: but
after one month of study and inquiry in
California, he had radically changed his
views, and desired to “take back ” all he
had said against this people because of her
rejection of the Chinaman. In short,
Rev. Dr. Harcourt has been converted to
the California view, and has the moral
courage to say so, and to give his reasons.
It isunnecessary to repeat any of these
except the broad and general one, that he
believes the Chinaman can not be put
into the American hopper and come out
good American flour. - This preacher is a
man of culture and a practiced observer :
seeing and examining has brought about in
him conviction of error, and he has the
manliness to avow this change. When he
has resided in California somewhat longer,
he will be confirmed still more in his con-
clusion that the heathenism of the Chinese
isnot only not worn off by contact with
American civilization, but is, if anything,
intensified and made more unyielding.

AT the meeting of the Boston anarchists
one of the roaring orators charged with vi-
tuperation and anger that the jurors who
convicted the Chicago anarchists were
“bribed;” that they received $1,000 each
for the verdicts of guilty, and that a sulb-

seription paper for the money was openly
circulated. The man who made that state-
ment of course lied, and villainously so.
But for all his purposes it was an effective
lie. His hearers, in the main, believed
him, and to just that extent are they made
more dangerous members of society. The
rascal is a foreigner who is not vet even
naturalized. ITe is a fair type of the class
our inexcusable tolerance admits to the
country. That he and his kind come here
without hindrance, and preach and advise
the upturning of the Republic and the
overthrow of American institutions, is a
reproach to us. If heaven does not rebuke
us signally for thus debasing the priceless
heritage given us, we will escape just pun-
ishment by merciful special providence—
if there be such interposition in the afiairs
of men.

Press Notes.

Among the bright local papers of recent
birth are some located in the Sacramento
valley. The Shasta Herald, aseven-column
four-page paper, published weekly by R.E.
Montgomery, st Sisson, makes a very ac-
ceptable bow to the public, and will ba well
appreciated in its bailiwick.

The Williams Fuarmer, published every
Saturday at Williams, Colusa county, by
S. H. Callen, is a six-page folio. Its first
number was issued on the 1st instant, and
from the appearance of its business col-
umns it is evident thet its advent is duly
appreciated by the enterprising people of
that place.

The Lodi Sentinel has passed to the own-
ership of Messrs, Eilis & Boalt, and has been
enlarged in importance to a spicy daily.
Its business patronage indicates stirring
times in our sister town, and excellent
witlook for a growing and prosperous see-
tion.

The new iHustrated weekly, the Pacijic
Stafes, published at San Francisco by the
[llustrated Publishing Company, A. T.
Dewey, manager, is doing some good work
in the way of illusirating the State re-
sources with cuis of vineyards, orange
groves, fruit crchards and other resources.

Sena‘or Stanford’s Resignation,

A telegraphic dispatch from Washington,
published in yvesterday’s Chronicle, an-
nounced that Senator Leland Stanford con-
templated the resignation of his seat in
Congress, and that he had experienced con-
siderable disappointment at the role he had
been called upon to play in that august
body.

The President of the Southern Pacific
Company was seen at his office yesterday
afternoon, and in the course of a few
minutes’ conversation made substantially
the following statements on the subject
above referred to: “The duty to my
country and.my party, as a stanch Re-
pablican, ought to come before mv ¢cin-
sideraticn of personal convenience. I saw
the dispatch in the Chronicle, and wonld
be cbliged if you would correct the state-
ment by saying that, for the reasons given,
I do not contemplate the resignation of my
seat in Congress. If T were to resign, as
we have now a Republican Governor, he
would doubtless nominate one of his party
to succeed me, but even then the appoint-
ment might not be confirmed by a Demo-
cratic Legislature, and it is for that reason
I consider it my duty to my party to main-
tain my seat.”

** Have you not thought of resigning be-
fore now ?”

“Yes, I have; because I found my posi-
tion irksome. I have been accustomed to
an executive life—one of quick determina-
tion—and when I have made up my mind
on a subject, I like {0 vote upon it and see
it carried out at once, or rejected, as the
case may be. ‘The lengthy debates in the
Senate I find wearisome, and though a man
may consider he owes it to his constituents
to speak upon a subject, there is not always
a corresponding amoant of good as the re-
sult of his speaking. I have never been a
member of a legislative body befcre, and
the slow procedure customary in the Sen-
ate is irritating o a man of an active dis-
position like mine. When I was Governor
of the State I was able to act more prompt-
ly and did not feel, to anything jike the
same extent, the tediousness of legislative
business.”

The Central Pacific is greatly overiaxed
with its enormous wes'-bound passenger

buasiness, and the company 1s considerir}g{
th: maltter of runniprg an extra daily train

each way, and this it will probably do soon
if it can induce the Union Pacific to put on
a corresponding train running west from
Omaha. The move will, it is believed, be
an imperative necessity by another year.
although the company may makeshift unt 1
that time with one train daily. It is statel
however, that T. G. Potter, of the Union
Pacific, is expected to arrive here soon to
make arrangements for the new service in
person, and it is also stated that by Novem-
ber 1st the new plan will be in effect.
There were eighteen passenger coaches on
the overland which came in from Ogden
on Friday last, and on several occasions of
late it has been necessary to run the train
in two sections. The trains range from fif-
teen to twenty-five coaches, baggage and
express cars.

Two trains daily are run by the Union
Pacific as far west as Julesburg, Col., which
is one-third of the distance from Omaha to
Ogden. The Union Pacific people are said
to believe that the running of two trains
daily from there to Ogden will not pay. It
is a bigger undertaking for them than for
the Central Pacific, which has less mileage
and better business. The running of an
extra East-bound train would naturally
follow the new move, as the cars would
have to be hauled back to Ogden in any
event. This is said to be one of the draw-
backs to the undertaking, as during certain
seasons one of the two Easi-bound trains
would run nearly if not quite empty.—S.
