WITH THE CROWS.

Powderiy Solid—The Printers' Strike
—The President Neatly Hoaxed—

Gould's New Railroad.

POWDERLY SUSTAINED.
The General Assembly Approves the

Action Taken in the Chicago Stiike.
Minneapolis. October 14th.— Details ol the

secret session of the Kiights of Labor Assembly
on Thursday afternoon have just leaked out,
and show that one of the liveliest discussions
of the Convention was indulged in. The Com-
mtttee on Boycotts introduced n resolution fav-
oring the action of MtikTWorkman Powderly
and the Executive Board in declaring the
Chicago stock >anls strike off.

Some of the delegates from districts 24 and 37,
ofChicago, had come he:e witha feeling of bit-
terness against I'owderly and all of tile Execu-
tive Bouiu. except Barry. They offered it .sub-
stitute resolution roundly censuring the action
of the < General Master Workman anil the Kxeeu-
tive Board.

Charles F. Seibe and George K. Schilling
made vehement speeches sustaining the sub-
stitute and roundly scoring Powderly. They
claimed that the action of Powderiy had de-
feated the purpose of the strikers.

Mr. Barry, in his remarks, Mated that he
thought the men would have gained their point
without any expense to the Order, anil would
have been successful had they been allowed to
stay out.

Mr. Powderiy took the floorand went over the
matter, irom beginning to end. He made the
statement that the action of the Executive
Board was advised by him,*nd ifthere was any
blame iv the taAtter itbelonged to him.

The ayes and nays were called for, and the
substitute wasjlost. The committee's resolution
was theu passedjby 114 to 49.

AT TO DAY'S SH.V-ION.

Minsk.U'oi.is, October 14th.— The Committee
on Law reported to the General Assembly this
morning,and it was found that there was no
disposition tomake any important changes in
the machinery ormethods of the Order. Anum-
ber of amendments and propositions were re-
jected, as being unnecessary or already covered.
The rule permittiig District or National Trade
Assemblies to regulate the time ot the delivery
ofcharters to newly-organized Local Assemblies
was adopted.

Amotion tostrike out that part of the consti-
tution which gives the power to the General
Executive Board to submit an amendment to
Local Assemblies at any time, was met by a
substitute that only on the request of five Dis-
trict Assemblies should the Jttoard submit an
amendment.

The law qualifying members of the General
Assembly was slightly altered, so that delegates
must hereafter show a record of attendance at
three sessions of the District Assembly, iustead
offour. The report of the committee is only
about halt finished.

Gould has beeu reported tobe tlie virtualowner
of the Denver, insome quarters, while inothers
he has teen stated to have made contracts with
that road for the exclusive use of its third
(standard gauge) track, now building, anrl
which will be soon completed, liot.i of these
reports are officially deuied.

The Secretary of the Denver and Rio (irande
Company siys that Gould has no interest Inthat
road beyond the friendly relations that the
Denver has with all its neighbors. As to the
report about Gould having contracted (or the
use of the Denver's third track, when his line
shall have reached Pueblo, the sume official
says they are uufouuded. Gould will,however,
be offered the same privilegeof uung the new
line as any other roads with Pueblo connec-
tions. This willgive the Missouri Pacific as
good a route through a mountain country as it*
rival,the Atehison, Topckaand Santa fc.

The Dcnvirand Rio Grande people say that
Gould would have some difficultyin leasing the
live from their western terminus to the Pacific,
and say thnt it he wants to get there he will
build an entirely new line.

KOBE IN THE SAME CONNECTION.
Santa Fe, October 14th.— The announcement

is made thai I.W. HaJlmen and other capitalists
ofSouthern California have incorporated nnew
transcontinental rallroud to run from San l'edro
Kay lo Salt Lake city, in the interest of the
Missouri Pacific This, with the fact '.hat the
Denver nnd Kio Gmnde is being widened to a
broad gange between I'uebloand Salt Lake City,
goes a long way toward confirming the rumor
that a dose trauic arrangement exists between
these two companies. It is understood that
when the San Pedro and Salt Lake line is com-
pleted the Missouri Pacific will run through
trains between St. Louis and Los Angeles over
these roads.

A LONDON MOB.

Riot in London Between Unemployed
Men and the Police.

London, October 11th. —The unemployed per-
sons who frequent Trafalgar Square formed ina
body to-day and marched to the Mansion House,
where they demanded an interview with the
Lord Mayor. The Lord Mayor declined to holdany conversation with the inoborits representa-
tives. The crowd insisted on an interview, butwere again refused. They openly denounced
the Lord Mayor, after which they started back
to Trafalgar .-quarc.

They stopped at the office ot the Standard
newspaper, hooting and jeering. The police at-
tempted to move the crowd, but were met with
resistance. They then charged the mob and
seized a black banner and eniimber of red flags.
The mob then scattered, but shortly after tallied.
Ihe lenders ol the mob shouted : 'Men, assert
your rights!"

A molj rushed upon the police and succeeded
inforcing them back from their position and in
recapturing the black banner. The police soon
reorganized, however, and again charged the
mob. who became demoralized and ran inevery
direction.

IN IRELAND.

Chamberlain Declares Ulster Will Never
Submit to Home Rule.

London. October 14th.— Chamberlain, sneak-
ing at Rush Mills,County Antrim,to-day, said
it was not the upper but the poorer classes of
Ulster that opposed the Parnellite proposals.
He admitted that a part of the north of Ireland
was strongly infavor of home rule, but was cer-
tain that ifhe could iutuse into the people ofDonegal the same resolute, law abiding disposi-
tion as that showu by the people of Antrim, the
outcry for great constitutional changes would
become little heard. If it was decided ulti-
mately that home rule was desirable for the
south of Ireland, that would not justify the im-
position of home rule on Ulster, which, undernocircumstances, wouldsubmit to it.

GERMANY'S FUTURE.
The Emperor and Son Entering the Dark

Valley—The People Auxiouit.
New York, October Uth.—Dr. Wolfred Nel- |son. of tnis city, who has just returned from

Germany, says that when in Baden-Baden a tew
days ago he was assured by physicians and
other gentlemen who hud trustworthy sources
cf information, that the condition of the CrownPrince, Frederick Wiliinm. is unquestionably
precarious. Itis admitted now that he is suf
fering from cancer of the throat, similar to that.
of General Grant.

Inspite ofall official opinions to the contrary
German physicians consider the Prince already
a doomed man. The very severe caustics used
have destroyed not only tiie tissue primarily af-fected, but the parts themselves, bo severe has
the treatment Ueen that some portions of the
bony tissue are now visible.

Conservative Germans, Dr. Nelson added,
view the probability of the Crown Pi iuce's early
demise with much ahirm.
