of on installment or otherwise ; borrowing
and loaning money on mortgage, trust
deed, pledge or other security. Principal
place of business, San Francisco, where the
sorporation has fitted up handsome quar-
ters, and it is said, will eventually be
merged into a banking business in connec-
tion with the land transactions. The Sec-
retary of this big land company is General
John F.Sheehan.

A large assemblage gathered at Snow-
flake Park yesterdav afternoon to witness
what they thought would be a very excit-
ing game between the Pioneers and Altas.
They were disappointed, however, as the
giants completely walked over the home
club. The sympathy of the spectators, as
might be expected, was with the Altas,and

before the game commenced there wasa
strong feeling that this would prowe to be
one of the latter's lucky days. Their hopes
in this respect were completely dashed to
earth when, in the fifth inning, the score
being 4 to 1 in favor of the Pioneers, the
latter ** piled up ” seven more runs to their
credit. It was only after this inning that
the Altas got settled down to their work
and played good ball, but their subsequent
good playing could not save them, the odds
being too great.

Affnr ng the spectators judged, the Altas
seemed to be afraid of the Pioneers, and it
appeared as if Mullee was endeavoring to
“lay out’ some of the latter, makinga
target of four of them, which gave them
their bases. Five more got their bases on
balls, and all this happening at critical
times, when the bases were filled with
men, would beat any club. Lorrigan
pitched an excellent game at times when
it was most needed, and prevented the
Altas from making several runs. The Pio-
neers brought two new men with them,
Hurley as catcher, and Sullivan as second
baseman, and they filled their positions
well. McLaughlin played his usual steady
game, and his threwing to second (his
weak point) was noticeably good. He was
loudly applauded for an excellent one-
handed catch at the home plate which
would have forced out one of the Pioneers
if the umpire had decided justly.

The Alias made one run in the first
inning, two in the fifth, one in the seventh
and three in the ninth. When the three
last runs were made the interest grew
greater, and the on-lookers thought that
lightening might strike and the Altas
secure enough rans to tie the score, as was
the case once before with the Haverlys.
They were again disappointed, but felt
better on account of it not being so bad a
defeat.

The Pioneers scored one runin the first
inning, two in the second, one in the
fourth and seven in the fifth, after which
they did not get another rnn, and if the
Altas had played as well up to the sixth
inning. as they did from that on, we might
have had a different tale to chronicle.

The features of the game were the good
catching of Flint and Moore, who accepted
everything that came their way. Remark-
able running catches by Anderson and
Powers were also noticeable. O'Day didl
not play his usual strong game.

More of Cassels’ Crimes.
The decision of Judge Van Fleet in the
habeas corpus case, releasing Dr. E. L.
Cassels and Mrs. Lily C. Draper from
custody on a charge of adultery, happened

at a very opportune time for the doctor.
When Chief of Police Dillman arrested
the guilty pair, in Reno a few days ago, he
became possessed of information that the
doctor was wanted in lowa on a very
serious charge. He immediately opened
correspondence with Sheriff Callison, of
Adeir county, mentioning Cassels’ arrest,
and asking for instructions in the case.
About three hours subsequent to Cassels’
release from the county jail, Chief Dillman
received a dispatch from Sherifl’ Callison,
requesting that Cassels be arrested, as the
latter had a charge of rape against him,
committed some twelve years ago in Green-
field, on a little ten-year-old girl named
Lottie Shanklin.

Chief Dillman gave immediate orders to
the police to arrest Cassels. The utmost
secresy was observed in the matter, so that
the ends of justice might not be defeated.
A close watch was kept on all the trains
and boats leaving the city, but as yet the
doctor has not been apprehended. It is
thought that he left the city as soon as he
was released, fearing the wrath of Mrs.
Draper’s busband, who was still in town.

Sierra Normal Coliege.

The Sierra Normal College and Business
Institute, at Aubuorn, is now having a
larger attendance than ever before. The
preparatory and normal departments are
fuller than usual, but the chief advance
this year has been made in the commercial
department. This has been opened in
larger rooms, new oflices have been erected,
and the best facilities for actual business

will be carried on in the new rooms next
term, which begins November 8th. Short-
hand and type-writing, as well as tel-
egraphy, penmanship, musie, painting and
drawing, are taught. Students have the
advantage here of looking up Latin, Ger-
mau, French and any of the natural
sciences and higher mathematics, of pre-
paring for examination for a Grammar
! School or High School certificate, or for
 entrance o the University. s

Prison Directors Boggs and Sonntag
came up from the Bay last evening and
registered at the Golden Eagle. They stated
to a reporter that there would be a meeting
of the Directors at the Governor's office
this afternoon for consultation regarding
the erection of the proposed additional
Jjute works at San Quentin. This aflernoon

at b o'clock they will take the train for Fol-
som, at which place they will hold to-night
their regular monthly meeting for the al-
lowing of bills, salaries, etc., and the trans-
action of other business which may prop-
erly come before them. Director Devlin is
in town, and Director Filcher wiil arrive
on the first train from Auburn to-morrow.
Director Wilkins will not be present, hav-
ing gone to Humboldt county a few days
since.
THE XEW JUTE WORKS,

_ The last Legislature made an appropria-
tion of $160,000 to pay for the purchase of
additional jute machinery and the erection
of buildings for the manufacture of jute
goods, and other expenses immediately
appertaining to the carrying out of the ob-
ect of the Act. Accordingly, the Prison

irectors made an estimate of what was
mecessary, prepared their plans and specifi-
cations and, desiring to get it done as
cheaply as possible,to get the best and most
for their money, advertised for sealed pro-
posals for sixty days. When the bids came*
in and were acted upon, the whole
amounted to $168,000, or $8,000 in excess of
the appropriation. When the specifications
were made out they were filed with the
Governor, and no alterations can be made
in them except by and with the consent of
the Governor, Secretary of State and State
Treasurer. The protracted illness of Goy-
ernor Bartlett delayed matters, and it is
now called to the attention of Governor
Waterman. The

STATEMENT THAT WILL BE MADR

To the Governor and the two officials asso-
ciated with him on this committee, will be
in substance as follows: In the shutting
down of the furniture factory at San Quen-
tin there will be a large amount of pulleys,
shafting, belting, etc., that can and will be
utilized in the construction of the jute
works, which the Directors putin the bill
of expense at cost price, $6,000. They
claim that as it is State property, belonging
to that prison, that it should not be put
in as

AN ITEM OF COST.

Again, when putting in the brick at $5
per thousand, they tacked on $1 50 profits,
the brick costing the Siate only $3 50 to
make them. By the use of the old pulleys
and belting, and putting in the bricks at
cost of manufacture, there being over a
million of them necessary, the $8,000 will
be wiped out and the work of building can
proceed. If this suits the Governor, Secre-
tary of State and State Treasurer, the papers
referred to will be so amended.

CAPACITY OF THE JUTE MILLS,

The new works will be erected immedi-
ately west of the old ones and they will all
be under the same roof. Then the State
will have over 200 looms in operations,
which will give employment to all the
available labor at that prison. Director
Sonntag said he had every reason to believe
that grain bags next year would bring 7 or
8 cents. In support of that statement he
said he knew of a sale of 250 000 bags de-
liver next July at 7} cents. When the
State gets the new machinery running, the
cost of the bags will be 4} cents, which will
insure a good margin of profit. He said
we can safely count on $35,000 to $40,000
annual profit on our jute mills. Next year
our profits will be at least $40,000. Bags
will go to 8 cents, which leaves a clear
profit of 33 cents.

Mr. Boggs said he thought that wasa
pretty high figure, S cents.

Mr. Sonntag—I'll bet you a new silk hat
that they will zo to 8 cents.

Mr. Boggs—I'll bet the hat and throw in
a pair of gloves that they will sell for less,
This State this year carries over 12,000,000
bags, last year 18,000,000. If we have a big
wheat crop next season they will bring a
good price, but we must take into consider-
ation the possibilities of its being a dry
year. The bags used for wheat that goes
to Liverpool and foreign markets are re-
turned again free and sold for barley bags,
and many of them are again used for wheat.
No one can tell what they will be worth
next season.

Mr. Sonntag said: “Mr. Boggs, you are
a bear. You know all about the use of
wheat bags, and know also about their
cost.  Yoa also know that a Calcutta bag
is of but very little use after being in serv-
ice once. The juteis a vegetable matter
that rots very readily. The best bags used
on the Pacific coast are those made at San
Quentin., There are many reasous for this.
In the first place, we have new machinery
and the

BEST OF SKILLED LABOR

At the heads of the departments. We buy
the best material, and find it the cheapest,
for many reasons. The convict, as a gen-
eral thing, is noted for his carelessness,

and would break so many threads
that his loom would be stopped half
of the time, tc tie the ends

of threads together. The superiority of
the prison bags is now well known, and
they command a premium over the Cal-
cutta production. They can be stacked up
without liability of bursting, and require
less care in handling. The bags made at
the prison weigh more than the East India
ones by about four pounds to the 100. The
reputation of the prison product has be-
come so well established that the Directors
now put

A BLUE STRIPE IN EACH BAG,

By which they are easily distinguished.
So far, the prison authorities have not been
able to fill balf their orders for grain bags.
One day last week they refused an order for
the manufacture of 100,000 sugar bags. The
capacity of the present works is 1,700,000
grain bags annually. With the proposed
addition they will turn ont say 4,000,000.
The works do not turn out that many grain
bags now because they are obliged to man-
ufacture other goods. The Directors have
only #40.000 in the revolving fund to buy
stock with, and they must manufacture
such articles as are seasonable and that
meet with ready sale. As it is, the Direct-
ors find it dificuli at times to purchase
£100 000 worth of jute with only $40,000.
In order to keep their works running—snd
they have never been shut down since they
were started—they manufacture wool,
bean, sugar, seed and other bags, hop cloth,
burlaps, fleece twine, etc, and keep the
cash *‘ rapidly revolving” in that revolving
fund.
