THE CALIFORNIA AND OREGON ROAD
—THE LAST EPIKE.

The California and Oregon Railroad will
be completed and the last spike driven
next Tuesday. For this event Sacramento
worked diligently. It stood the friend of
the road when the building of the line was
in peril and assailed by influences short-
sighted and prejudiced, and which did
their utmost to strip the road of the chief
basis for capitalizing i ecredit, and laft
nothing undone to cripple the development
of a line projected with wise foresight to
connect by rail the waters of the Gulf of
Mexico and the Columbia river.

At such a time, before and ever since,
Sacramento, the southern terminus of the
road, adhered to its faith in the com-
pany, its intention to build the line,
and its ability to overcome the gigantic
natural obstacles. So, too, the whole tier
of communities, from Sacramento to the
Oregon boundary, were steadfast friends of
the construction, and protested against the
efforts made to cripple and block it.

The great work has now been practically
completed. In a very few days more this
city becomes the terminus of a commercial
current which will throb from the Sacra-
mento to the Columbia. Portland and the
Capital of California are about to be
united by a bond of transportation which
is of the highest importance to each place.
At the former city the people are watch-
ing the laying of the rails nervously, and
anxiously waiting to receive the news that
the last spike has been driven. They will
welcome the announcement with sincere
manifestations of satisfaction. We in Sac-
ramento have greater reason to rejoice.
We should, by some public manifestation,
mark this important event in the city’s
history. For it is one of the greatest im-
port to California, and especially to Sac-
ramento.

Assuming that the information is cor-
rect, that the last spike will be driven on
the 25th instant, the commercial men of
this city and the people generally should
celebrate the occasion in some fitting man-
ner. Sacramento should be the first to fire
the saluting gun ; the first to send the flag
aloft ; the first to greet Portland over the
wires, and welcome her into the relation-
ship created by the new bond. It would
be a proper day and hour for municipal
officials to extend congratuiations to all the
cities of the line; for our merchants to
meet and exchange similar congratula-
tions, and for people generally whose city
will then, by completed work, in fact be-
come the California aud Oregon terminus,
to manifest their full appreciation of the
importance of the event.

These will not be mere formalities if en-
gaged in. Sacramento’s people arc re-
joiced over the completion of the line;
their business interests make them sensible
of the great benefit this road and its feed-
ers will be to Sacramento trade. They are
not insensible to the fact that it introduces
them not only to new and mere widely ex-
tended trade, but to new competition also,
and will make a fresh call upon their en-
ergies. But out of that good must come.
All activity in business, all quickening by
competition, enlarges business capacity,
stimulates trade and energizes commercial
life. Sacramento merchants are awake to
all the completion of the road involves fer
them, and they can be trusted not to lose
an advantage or to be outdone by the en-
try of new competitors into her trade area.

The meeting in London Sunday
night developed a new phase of fiendish-
ness, for it was there proposed boldly and
openly to assassinate Minister Phelps, and
then President Cleveland, and so on down
the long roll of all who oppose anarchism.
The meeting, wildly cheering, indorsed
the infamous Very amusing
would be this recital by one of the speak-
ers, were it not infamous for its untruth :

“My blood boils whenI think of the suffer
ings to which the workingmen of Chicago have
been subjected, iu the hope that in their agony
they would ‘peach’ on their comrsdes. They
were imprisoued in what are call sweat-boxes—
dark cells, five feet high and four broad. The
walls and beds are attached to galvanic batter-
ies, turned on st the will of a turnkey. The
hopeless prisoner can neither sleep nor rest.
Through secret windows powertul, mauy-
colored lights are turned on suddenly, aad the
prisoner goes wiid with fear. Late at night
scoundrelly Irish Lirelings are let in the cell to
belabor the rrisouer with clubs until dawn, to
be commenced aunother night and continued
till he expresses his willingness to testify to a
District Attoiney what may have been neces-
Bary to acouviction,”

There has, perhaps, neither in this coun-
try nor in England, been no instances <o
strikingly illustrating the strenzth with
which liberty of speech invests free institu-
tions as these meetings, where professed as-
sassins are given perfect freedom to threaten
with knife and torch.

It may be, as is
contended, that it is best that their vapor-
ings shall be thus expended upon the air,
and that they shall be permitted to freely
groan for the American Constitution, as
they did on Monday night, and to seck to
rouse men to butcher human beings right
and left.

Neverthcless, we have been, and are
still, disposed to hold that the public
should be spared the annoyance and unrest
these nuisances create, and that some lim-

cite men to all manner of violence, for the
sake of common quiet and decency.

LET THE GRAND JURY ACT.

Testimony was given before an official
Board of the City Government last night
which should at once command inquiry by
the Grand Jury, into what is unquestiona-
bly an infamous attempt to blacken the
character of trusted public servants, and
cover names heretofcre honored and re-
spected with the shame and disgrace of 2,
detestable crime. If thetruthis as sworn to
last night, there has been hatched in this

community a scheme of -conspiracy,
subornation of perjury and crimi-
nal libel, that ought to bring
upon the perpetrators the heaviest

penalties of the law. Two citizens—one a
County Supervisor, and the other an officer
of the Fire Department — have been
charged with embezzling public funds.
The witness on whose affidavit the charge
was made is suddenly missing. Another
witness now comes forward and testifies to
facts that suggest a conspiracy to libel and
defame. It has already been shown that
the charge of embezzlement against Mr.
Jackson and Mr. Sullivan is false. Rank
perjury has been committed, and an in-
famous libel uttered. Let the Grand Jury
go to the bottom of this public scandal.
It has the power to search for and find
this man Grace, and Jorce him to confront
the accused—possibly to reveal the influ-
ences behind this whole disgraceful busi-
ness, and expose the motive power that
underlies it all.

The Fall River Section.
EvLgRLAWN, Cal., October 14, 1887.

Evs. Recorp-Unton: Elklawn is the
name of a station on the new road friom
Sissons, on the California and Oregon Rail-
road, to Fall River vallev. Sissons is the
highest point reached by the California and
Oregon Railroad, and lies to the west by
south of Mt. Shasta. It has assumed con-
siderable proportions within the compara-
tive short time since it was made a station.
Among its many surrounding places of
interest are Mt. Shasta, the lakes at the
source of the Sacramento, Castle Lake,
Castle Peaks and the Canyon of the Sacra-
mento, besides numerous mineral springs
in the near vicinity.

Leaving Sissons, the Sissons and Fall
River stage road istaken and heavy vine
forests are passed through, six miles to the
summit of Squaw Mountain, at an altitude
of 4650 feet. Here all to be seen is tim-
ber. Then descending, heavy pine forests
are passed through to Squaw creek, a fine
little mountain stream fed by springs from
the south side of Mt. Shasta. This
creek bas quite an extensive valley, lateiy
settled, but not developed. One mile more
and we come to Muddy creek, the only
siream flowing directly from the melting
snows on the south sife of the mountain.
Three miles more and Elk cree is reached
—uanother stream fed by springs, but on ac-
count of irrigation above, the water dries
up through the summer. This is called
Eiklawn, and is the stage station where
dinner is taken going east, and where will
be one of the best stopping places on the
road, it being only two miles irom the Me-
Cloud, where the finest trout fishing in the
State is found, and right here also is the
principal deer-hunting done. The boys
have just brought in a fine deer and are
going after more. Four miles from here
are the McCloud Falls, where the McCloud
river makes a running leap of sixty fee®
Three-quarters of a mile below are the
second falls of twenty-fieet, and one mile
still farther below are the third falls of
twelve feet. Following up the the Mec-
Cloud river nine miles, a point is reached
where Tatum & Bowen, of San Francisco,
are putting in one of the finest mills in the
country, and they expect alsoto putin a
flume for carrying lumber out on Elk Flat.
One mile from here is Bartlett Hote!,
which is in course ot constraction and will
be a fine structure when finished.

From this point there is very heavy for-
ests of pine eighteen miles to Mr. Hiil's or
Bear Creek station, near the head of Fall
river. From here itis also twelve miles to
Fall River Mills at the junction of Fall and
Pit rivers, where Fall river has a fall of
fifty-three feet, making one of the finest
water powers in the State. It has the
double advantage of neither rising nor fall-
ing, nor in fact freezing, the river being fed
by springs. Fall valley is twenty miles
long by ten wide, and when properly de-
veloped will be one of the finest valleys in
the State, as there isabundant water-power,
and water for irrigation, that only awaits

FOR THE CALIFORNIA AND ORE-
GON RAILROAD.

It Is Expected to be Drivem Next
Tuesday—80 Feet of Tunneling
Only Remaining.

[S. F¥. Chroniele, October 15th. )

The California and Oregon Railroad will
be completed at an earlier date than was
expected when work was resumed on the
line a year ago.

“We expect,” said an official of the
Southern Pacific Company yesterday after-
noon, *“ to have connection made betwgen
the northern and southern ends of the line
by the 25th of this month. There only
remains about eighty feet of tunneling to
complete the road, and as soon as daylight
and the first train are through that tunnel
regular trains will begin running between
Portland and San Francisco. Yes, sir, the
opening of the line will bs a great thing

for California, as well as for her sister State.
It will be an event of the greatest import-
ance, and will long be remembered.”

It is not yet determined whether any
flourish of trumpets will be made by the
Southern Pacific Company on the occasion
of the opening of the line, but it is be-
lieved that local celebrations along the line
of the road will take place, and everything
that can be done to commemorate next
Tuesday will be done by the enthusiastic
residents of Shasta and Siskiyou counties,
provided the road is finished by that time.

Arrangements will be made for a grand
excarsion to run through to Portland from
this city, and there wiil doubtless be the
usual speech-making and banqueting ob-
served on such occasions.

The people of Portland are watching with
even greater interest than those of this
city the slow process by which the ends of
the northern and southern lines are being
united. As that city has fewer railroads
and other lines of transportation than San
Francisco, this is but natural, but there can
be no doubt that the new line will be of as
much commercial importance, so far as the
volume of business goes, to San Francisco
as to the Webfoot metropolis.

The tunnel in which final operations are
being conducted is in the Siskiyou range,
just inside the Oregon boundary. It is one
of many underground cavities of the
same nature in which the railroad buries
itself as it runs north. In fact, as a resi-
dent of Shasta recently remarked, ** There
is nearly as much of the railroad in the
bowels of the earth up our way as there is
on top of ground.”

As only comparatively few men can be
worked to advantage on the line at present,
many have been sent away. Several hun-
dred have been transferred to the ditferent
scenes of railroad construction by the
Southern Pacitic Company in Sonoma
county, Placer county and the SBanta Inez
range, near Santa Barbara.

Less than thirteen miles of staging re-
main between the ends of the track in
Oregon, although that does not represent
the actual extent of the unclosed gap. As
soon as the railroad is completed the stage
coaches which have seen such long seryice
in the Siskiyous will be taken off the line
forever. Some of them doubtless will never
be used as public vehicles, while others will
probably be pressed into service on some of
ihe mail routes in Eastern Oregon, on
which travel is increasing year by year.
