\ BOI'ISCE ALL ALONu THE LINE.

Theerund bomb bursts to-day, and the
KecokiiUmon is rirpt to announce it. It
has been di.-covered that the State ha Ino
legally qualified Governor from the time
George C. Perkins went out until Washing-
ton Bartlett was inaugurated. General
Stoneman was elected, acted as such for
four years, but was never legally qualified.
Now the question arises, if General Stone-
man was not a legal Governor, were any of
his appointments legal. The Governor's
Private Secretary. Mr. Boruck. holds that,
as Mr.Stoneman failed to qualify as Gov-
ernor, his apuoiutment.s are null and void
and of no force. Ifthis be true, and em-
inent legal minds hold that itis, there will
not be an appointed office in the State but
willhave to be refilled, and there will be a
tumble all along the line. Bank Commis-
sioners, Prison Directors, Commissioners
on Immigration, Insurance Commissioner,
State Harbor Commissioners. Fish Com-
missioners, Boards of Health, Port War-
dens and Directors, the various asylums,
educational institutions, etc.. all save those
appointed by Governor Bartlett, will have
to step down and out.

To-day, at the direction of the Governor,
his Private Secretary will call for the
names of Mr.Btoneraan's appointees, and
when they are obtained will take action in
the matter.

Improvement Work.
The Committee on Sidewalks and Shade

Trees held a meeting last evening, and an
enthusiastic spirit for the work of improv-
ing and beautifying the city was mani-
fest. The sub committee concerning prices,
etc., for laying artificial-stone walks, re-
ported thm there waa so much of this class
of work at present in progress in Sacra-
mento that every contractor for this class
of cement work had all the work engaged
that they could complete daring the next
three months. As the object of the com-
mittee in this regard was to procure in-
ducements in prices, etc., so as to increase
the amount of this kind of walk bt ing put
down, and as all cement-walk layers hre
now engaged to their utmost capacity. Ihe
olij»ct of ihe committee seems to have been
already fullyrealised, ami shows a marked
degree of activity in city improvement.

The genera! committee has divided the
city into districts of several blocks each,
ami assigned members of the committee
and others resident in the several districts,
to look after the matter of sidewalks and
shade-tree improvements inthe various sec-
tions. The work of these members is tor
the puhlic good only, and should receive
the active co-operation of all property
owners. The work of setting out shade
trees willbe urged as soon as the season for
transplanting arrives.

An ordinance will also be prepared and
recommended fur passage. \>rescribii!i: that
artificial stone walks shall be laid on the
principal business streets, whenever new
walks are laid. This would greatly im-
prove the appearance of the Btreets, and
greatly add io the value of property in
front o." which such walk was laid.

Mr.Gove's Visit.
The reception tendered to Mr. Gove,

President of the National Association of
Teachers, by the people ot Sacramento was
continued yesterday ina very pleasurable
manner. A party consisting of State Su-
perintendent Hoitt, ex-State Superintend-
ent I".M. Campbe'l and Mrs. Campbell. \V.

At the Capital Grammar School,
after an examination and warm approval
of the building by Mr. Gove, the entire
school was called to the assembly-room,
and several declamations and musical
numbers were uiven by pupils and the
school. Mr. Gove was introduced, and
made a short, interesting address, and at
its close was presented with a beautiful
bouquet, at the hands of one of the little
girls. Me«9rs. Hoitt and Campbell w,-re

afterward introduced, and made brief,
effective talks, each receiving at the close
similar floral remembrances.

The party then visited the Sate Capitol,
and called upon and were very cordially
received by Governor Waterman and other
State officers.

The Sacramento Grammar School waa
next visited. The nupii.s were called to the
assembly room, and after a welcome song
by the school, Mr.Gove was introduced with
welcoming remarks by I'rincipal Babcock.
Mr.Gove made a short, happy address, and
was pleasingly followed by Mr.Hoitt and
Mr.Campbell. Further pieces were sung
by the school, and inconclusion Mr. IVtrie,
on behalf of the (iyBoard of Education,
extended the thanks of the same, and of
the teachers and people of Sacramento, to
Mr.Gove for accepting the invitation to
visit the Capital City.

After dhiing as the guest ofSuperintend-
ent and Mrs. Hoitt,the party in the afttr-
noon visited the Crocker Art Gallery and
other places of interest, and, returning, a
reception was tendered to Mr. Gove at the
residence of Mr. Hoitt. The educational
people of the city, together with State.
county and city otiicials, professional men,
etc., paid their respects to the National
President of teachers, and were cordially
greeted by him.

Mr.Gove departed on last evening's train
for his home at Denver, taking with him,
as he remarked, highly favorable impres-
sions of the Golden State and its hospitable
people.

Mr. Gove's daughter visited the eoa.«t
with him, and, accompanied by Miss Kittie
Campbell, daughter ol Mr. and Mr*. l-\ M.

that ifO'Meara wa« < 'hief he woulddo ::;.i
in his power to ;ii..i at lires, bul be wonld
not forCon. Sullivan, nor any one u'-.iv.t;
in hi-* place. Also, instead of preventing
teams being driven over the line* of hose,
he encaged in the pastime of driving leis-
ure'y over them himself, thereby openly
violating acity ordinance. Ifthe "influ-
ences" which have sought to run the Fire
Department for st-llisb ends ami the spoils
only, have so Strong a bold upon the police
as thus indicated, itwould be well for the
I'olice Commissioners to look into the af-
fair, or, ifthey will not do so, for the peo-
ple to prepare their ballots to elect those
who will.

An Alleged Robbery.
Jackson Webb, who hails from Culusa,

appeared at the station-house last evening
and preferred a complaint of prand larceny
against a Chinawomen named AhCum. He
said that while he was on the sidewalk on
1 street, the woman came up to him. in-
serted her hand in his jacket, and extracted
$10 therefrom. Otliee.rs McCormacfc and
Fianks made the arrest. They found her
to be an old feeble woman, probably 00
years of age, and so decrepit that .-he
uiuves only with difficulty. The police
are Impressed with the belief thut the
woman was not capable of committing the
robbery as charged.
