TVOBK OF REBUILDING THIS

FAMOUS HOTEL.

Description of the New Structure
with Improvements Intro-

duced—lts Management.

Larger and better and prettier than be-
fore, the new Hotel del Monte at Monterey
has been rising from the ashea of the old
building, and a few uioiiths willsee its com-
pletion. When the hotel was burned itwas
regarded almost as an international calam-
ity, and expressions of regret came from
far away. Allits friends everywhere wiil
now be pleased to learn of its resurrection
and the probability of its opening for pa-
trons before very long. It was hoped to
have a house- warming and reception in the
new building on Thanksgiving Day, and a
grand jollification was arranged for, but un-
foreseen delays, the chief of which is the
scarcity of mechanics, willprevent the ful-
fillment of the plan. Manager George
Schoenewald feels disappointed at the de-
lays. He has been on the ground daily di-
recting and pushing the work. Four hun-
dred mechanics are busy every day of the
week, but in spite of the telling efforts of
such a force it will,in Mr.Schoenewald's
judgment, be near New Year's day before
even the main building willbe in condition
for the opening reception as planned. The
size of the building is such that the work of
the army of mechanics makes little appar-
ent change from day to day. Arepresenta-
tiveof this journal recently went over this
new structure an<! about the grounds, not-
ing many points ol interest relative to the
pr. igress and results of die work.

UEPKonurmon op the old.
AtSenator Stanford's suggestion now Del

Monte will,in appearance, be jnst like, (lip
old. The exterior of the old main building
was copied, but changes fur the better have
been made in interior arrangement and in
other ways. Arthur lirown, of the South-
ern Pacific, is the architect. The main
structure, three stones in bight, faces east,
as did the old buildii:g. It is about three
hundred feet lone, and from its ends ex-
tend back two annex buildings larger than
the main building. In the center, opposite
the main entrance, running back into the
court, are the dining-room and kitchen
buildings, so that in rough outline the
ground plan of the great hotel is much like
a gotbic E. Intho main building are par-
lors, offices and bedrooms. A wide corri-
dor extends the length of the building.
Everything inside is white pure white—
and this willbe so throughout. The walls
are white as extra OOatS of whiu- finish can
nwke them, and all the woodwork lias fir-
coats of iead, devoid of luster. The effect
is an impression or both contacts and
neatness. A squad of white -rub • •\u25a0] Chinese
willhave nothingelse todo, when the ho-, I
is rnnning, but to;l:eep in pristine parity
the woodwork anrt window paoea. The
note!, in annexes and all, willhave, accord-
ing to the plans, 510 rooms, Ofthese I'JL' will
be bedrooms, and parlors, reception and
dining-room willcomprise the rest. Kvery
two bedrooms will have a bath-room be-
tween them. In the annex buildings,
which willcontain many more bedrooms
than the main building, all (he rooms will
have connecting doors, so that the full
length may be passed without going once
into the hallway.

There is tobethesameliberalexpan.se

id porches as in the old building. These
comfortable promenading retreats and cor.y
nooks for tender looks could not well be
dispensed with. They are an established
feature inall well regulatedsummer hotels.
To the piazza and the kitchen all other feat-
ure.- of the modern summer resorts are sub-
ordinate.

There will be only one elevator for the
entire hotel, but quite an original method
of as;ent has been devised. Itwas pos-
sible only by reason ofthe peculiar locatian
of the hotel on a slope. 15y reason of the
slope the second stories of the annexed
buildings at both ends of the main build-
ing willnot be a great bight above the first
story of the main building. Advantage is
taken of this in the long curving corridors
about 150 feet long that extend outward
from the main btrUding at either end and
connect with the annexes. These corridorsare made double with two inclined floors,
one a slight ascent, so that a person may
walk without perceptible effort from the
lirst story of the main building to the
second of the annex; the other a slight
descent, tiiat a person may easily walk to
the first story of the annexes from the first
story of the main building. In the upper
halls the same scheme is carried out so
that the ascent or descent from story to
story of the main building to the annexes
is accomplished without the aid of stairs,
although those breath-exhausting institu-
tions are retained for necessary uses.

FBECAIITIOXK AGAINST FIRE.
These connecting corridors are presum-

ably lire-proof. They are built or brick and
iron and the floors and wal's are filled in
with plaster. The idea is to save any pos-
sible repetition of the fire spreading as it
did in the recent disaster, from the main
building to the annexes. Thrae corridor
roofs willbe of iron, that fire from sparks
on shingles may never be feared. Other
precautions against fire are also apparent
Ji) the hotel arrangement. There are two
currents of electricity to every room. One
from the main of)i«' to the room, the other
returning Itnm room to office. Tho former
rings a bell in the room. It is for use to
call early risers, but also for use as a fire-alarm. A ripple torn of a lever inthe
main office willset each bell in every room
in the whole hotel ringing with alarming
vigor without cessation. 'This, it will beunderstood, will be the firealarm, and, by
this means, every room may be emptied of
occuDants in less than fiveminutes.

Tiie old hotel was thought to have ample
water supply for all exigencies, but the

niiiding will liave a greater one.
Along the road from Monterey a long ditch
is at preterit noticeable, following the road
nearly all the distance toEl Carmelo at
Pacific Grove. This ditch is for a new
water main from the large reservoir over i-i
the hilln south of Monterey, and about fur
miles from Del Monte, the main willbe
twelve inches in diameter— a thin! larger
•than tbe old one, which is still retained Tor
general supply purposes. Tho reservoir
has a capacity of 15,000,600 gallons, and
the way the pipe is arranged the force will
be such that the highest point in the great
building can easily be flooded by a .stream.
The large main, which will be for fire and
irrigation purposes exclusively, will run
entirely around the hotel, and there willbe
lire-plugs at regular distance*. The main
willhave no connection whatever with the
hotel sr.pply. The large pipe willalways
be filled, and there will be no way to shut
off the water except at the reservoir.

k:tvhe:< and mning-koom.

The two annex wings will be .'.CO feet
long and about .V) feet wide. They willbe
like the main building in generai fittings.
They willhave five stories, the two top-
juost stories being lighted by a double row
ofdormer windows in the roof. Altogether« is estimated that the new hotel willac-

\u25a0comruodate about three times as many
guests as the old. Manager Schoenewald
says he will be able toaccommodate Buo
guests at a pinch, but between (>OO and TOO
easily.

The dinine-room willbe over twice the
size of tbe old .ne. It being just back of
the main entrance of the hotel, a person
may gel :t glimpse of it as he passes up the
main stair-way by glancing through a half-
glass partition. It is sixly feet wide and162 feet long. Itis spacious, light and airy.
Kac* of itis the kitchen and itsadjuncts
The kitchen is to be a feature of the estab-lishment. Mr.Schoenewald is paying per-
sonal attention to this department". He has
already bought every culinary appliance
he has ever heard of whichbe thinks worthgetting, and future purchases in that line
«re nnlv limited by tbe resources of thePacific Improvement Company's treasury.
A big chimney, seventy-two feet high will
draw op through twelve Hues tbe smoke
from six tires in the iong range. There
willbe several oveDJ with all modern im-
provements. There will be a half-tti-ain
bake-oven and a ruasting-oven that is so
planned that whenever a certain lever is
palled a drought of air goes through, clear-
ing the oven of all odors, so that, for ex-
ample, beef may follow rish, or fish beef,
without one having a snggestive smell of
the other. Coal willcome inby the range
from big chutes outside, and traps in the
tiled floor willprovide for the disposition of
ail garbage and waste, the traits leading
into covered wagons below. Off on one
sUleofthe kitchen will be a cold storage
closet, where, by skillful chemical combi-
nations, it is hoped to have strawberries at
Christinas, and be abJe, ifdesired, to keep a
turkey dinner fromone Thanksgiving day
to another. Adjoiningend allinthe same

Ibrick kitchen building willbe a retail store-
room, where kitchen supplies are dealt out

!to cooks and waiters over a counter in
"store fashion." This is to save waste.
Altogether, kitchen and fittings willcost
over $10,000.

BII.VKR AND IJI.ASKWABK.
Allsilver and glassware is to be washed

and kepton tables in rooms between dining-
room and kitchen. It is estimated that the
.silverware needed will cost about $16,000.
Large sacks are to be kept hanging by tbe
silverware tables, and into these all the
plate willbe thrust in case of a fire-alarm.
Below kitchen and main dining-room will
be various .small dining-rooms and servants'
quarters. The employes are to be ranked
by the General in command of the hotel,
and only those of equal rank will eat to-
gether. The clerks may not dine with the
engineers, nor the engineers with waiters,
nor waiters withcooks, nor cooks with la-borers, nor laborers with Chinese help.
Altogether eight small dining-rooms will
be required for this small army of patrician
and plebeian employes. A late breakfast-
room for fashionable or dissipating guests,
and a dining-room for children will be
among the necessities. Down here below
the kitchen all the pastry combinations
willbe planned and executed, ana ice and
ice cream made for cooling the thirsty and
heated guests. Here willbe a large room
for waiters, withnarrow closets like vault
crypts in which each waiter willkeep his
dining-room "swallowtail" and other
regulation lmbiliments. Nocolored waiters
willbe employed.

Doubtless there are many points of in-
terest about the great resort building that
have been omitted in this hasty descrip-
tion. Only the more striking features have
been noted' here. The total cost of build-
ing and equipment is estimated at $1,000,-
--000. The prospects are that in less than
three months the hotel will be tilled.

A Kaymond party is due at Del Monte

the lirst part of December, but the hotel
willnot likely be ready then for its accom-
modation. Other Kaymond parties are
due there later in the season. Arrange-
ments have been made for some of the
Raymond people to go to XlCarmelo. at
Pacific Grove, but Manager Schoenewald.
who is now in charge of El Carmelo, says
it is impossible to direct Del Monte
patrons to XlCarmelo. The latter is con-
ducted under the regulations and restric
tions of the Pacitic Grove lle.treat Associ-
tion.s, and by many persons the restrictions,
which are commendable when the original
objects of the Grove are considered, are
not appreciated. One lady recently com-
plained because the hotel contains no
piano on which a cheering waltz tune
could be played ifdesired. The character-
istics of Xl Carmelo arc to be advertised as
well as those of Del Monte, and itisoe-
lieved classes of patrons for both wiil thus
be Becored. El Carmelo rates are to be re-
duced soon, and the establishment willbe
conducted on a somewhat difierent plan
than ithas been.

There has been quite a boom for some
time in Pacific Grove property. Second
and third auditions lying back from the
original beach settlements are now being
built up. Lot speculators there have made
comfortable profits in the last six months.
The regulation grove lot is a trifling affair,
30x00 feet, and the doll-likehouses are in
proportion. Prices of lots now range from
$100 to $1,000. The Pacific Improvement
Company that owns Del Monte and Xl
Oarmelo owns a!s >some 7,000 acres of grove
land south and west of all recent additions,
and the accepted report is that soon the
railroad willbe extended around the beach
from Monterey to the western end of Pacific
(irove. Certainly the locality is one of the
charming resorts of California, which is
fast becoming a land of health and pleasure
retreats. The land-owners are confident
that with the assured growth of the State
tbe prosperity aud social position <jf New-
port or Long liranch will be rivaled here
by the ocean-washed cliffs and beach of
Monterey ISay.

Hirf History.

"Old A!*-,"tin- wbildiu war eagle of the
Eighth Regiment, Wisconsin Volunteers,
is one of the attractions in the collection
of war relics now on exhibition at the Ex-
poaitionbniMing He is onlystofled, and
doesn't look a* liip v when he accompa-
nie<l the Bagle Ke^inicnt on Southern
liattle-lifld~. A wooden tablet attached to
his perch bears this inscription :

Hatched

Fehruary, 1801 ;died March 26, 1881."

gUcountr, Lietitcnnnt of Company IJ, "of
the Eighth Regiment, pen :t .V»/mW re-
porter some iiitbrniatioiiaUmtthe oldbird."

They would
plague him and he would peg at them,
frequently drawing the blood."

Alter the regiment returned from the
war. "OldAbe" was well cared for at
Madison until his death, which ensued
from natural canses.
