GOVERNOR ST. JOHN.

HIS LECTIURE IN THE CLUNIE
OPERA HOUSE LAST NIGHT.

His Text, Prohibition—He Deals in
Statistics—What Abolition of Sa-
loons Has Done for Kansas.

The announcement that the Hon. John
P. St. John, who served two terms as Gov-
ernor of the State of Kansas, elected on
the Prohibition ticket, and was the Presi-
dential candidate of that party at the last
election, was to give a free lecture at the
Clunie Opera House last night cansed that
building to be packed to repletion atan
early hour.

The meeting was opened by a prayer by
Rev. A. C. Herrick, of Calvary Baptist
Church.

Except a scramble for office. They exist
on political prejudice, which grew out of a
struggle, settled nearly a quarter of a cen-
tury ago.

ST. JOHN AND THE PRESS,

Governor St. John here took occasion to
say that the Prohibition meetings had been
fairly treated by the California press. The
reports had been fair, full and 1mpartial,
and he thanked the papers for the kindly
treatment he had received. *‘There were
but two exceptions, both little papers, and
one was in Sacramento.” He then read
from the Evening Bee of the 21st the follow-
ing :

HE “ THREW DOWN'" THE REPUBLICANS.

John P. 8t. John, ex-Governor of Kansas, and
who was the Prohibition candidate for Presi-
dent in 1884, will deliver a temperance lecture
in this eity next Tuesday evening at the Clunie
Opera House.

It will be recollected that St. John is the indi-
vidual who peddled the Prohibition vote about
the country, and finally made a dicker with the
Democrats, which to a great extent resulted in
the defeat of Blaine.

A prominent temperance man of Chico went
about that city the other day taking up a collec-
tion to pay St. John for speaking there. He
struck an old-line Republican, who is a temper-
ance man as well, for 1.

THE LECTURER. i
When the speaker came forward to the |
footlights he was greeted with storms of |
applause. He szid he did not feel as
though he was a stranger in a strange land,
for thirty years ago he was working in the
gold mines of this State and a frequent
visitor to Sacramento. The last time but
one that he was in this city was during the i
memorable flood, before the city had been |
brought to the high grade, and he rowed a
boat up J street in five or six feet of water.
He related some laughable Police Court !
incidents that bappened in Sacramento at |
that time.
charged with a misdemeanor pay a lawyer
3100 to defend him. He watched the pro-
gress of the trial, and was of the opinion
that the fellow would have gone free if he
had not retained counsel, but the latter, in
endeavoring to make a show for his client,
succeeded in landing him in jail. He be-
came at once convinced that it was not
necessary to have brains to become a law-
yer, saw that there was more money in it
than there was in mining, bought a copy of
Blacksione and a dictionary and went back
to his miner's cabin to read up and become
a lawyer. He succeeded, or at least he
became a lawyer. As a story-teller St.
John is superior; all of his iflustrations
were apt, and his audience was kept in the
best of humor,
He indulged in no words of bitterness :
said that even the saloon-keeper was as
good as the saloon he kept, and the saloon
was as good asthe law which sanctioned it,
and the iaw as good as the church mem-
bers who vote for it. He claimed that for
every dollar paid for education through our
public schools we contribute $15 to tear
down through the public saloons : that the
liguor traffic of California costs the people
at least $50,000,000 annually, without get-
ting in return a single blessing: that there
were over 11,000 retail liquor dealers in
this State, and 215,000 in the nation; that
the Government receives $25 blood money
from each of these places every year, and
has 90 cents’ interest in every gallon of dis-
tilled liguor manufactured, making
" UNCLE sAM "’ THE PRINCIPAL PARTKER
In the nefarious business. He brahded il-
cense, high or low, asa fraud and a sham—
a fraud upon the saloon-keepers and a sham
as & temperance measure—and declared
that with the liquor question, as with
slavrey, there could be no final settlement
short of absolute prohibition of the evil.
He said : ** Notwithstanding the attempt of
the Republican party to carry a saloon on
one shoulder and a church on the other,
and the open opposition to prohibition on
the part of the Democracy, aided by the
combined rum power of the nation, pro-
hibition in Kansas, when compared with
any license system, is a grand success.”
During six and one-half vears of prohibi-
tion, Kansas had grown in taxable wealth
from $160,000,000 to over $330,000,000,
while her railroads increased from 3,000
to 6,500 miles, and the population of the
State jumped from 1,000,000 to 1,700,000,
and that there was not an open dram-shop
in the State, and not one-tenth as much
liquors were used now as under the old
license system.
