
A SHAMEFUL RECORD.

The report of John Foley, Siupcrintend-
ent of the House of Collection :it .San
Francisco, addressed to the Supervisors of
that city, i-, in many respects, :iremarka-
ble ilocmncnt. The recommendationi of
the Superintendent do credit to his heart
nnd hi> courage, while the (acts be recites
are rebnkes to the chief cityof the coast
and t<> the religionists and philanthropists
within her bounds. Itis astounding that
San Francisco can have 514 prisonci
lined at her very gates, the major |>ortion
of whom are youths, and tV.:it no attention
whatever i-given to their moral and spir-
itual welfare, and that not :: fingerislifted
to instruct or reclaim them, or prevent
their return to their old walks on dis-
charge. The Superintendent Bays; "in
no place in the land are prisooen treated
with so much consideration and provided
for so abundantly as here in California,
and those who aie loudest in their com-
plaints are invariably the professional
vagabonds forwbom 1 have nosympathy."
Tiii- i- \u25a0 statement in which probably all
the keepers of prisoners inCalifornia will
concur. Bat it does not appear that it re-
sults in corresponding reforms, or that at-
tention isgiven to the moralpart atallcom-
parable with that bestowed upon the phys-
ical. Further on inhis report the Superin-
tendent saw: '-It is generallr admitted
that the common incentives tocrime are'
ignorance, 1 'improvidence' ami

•
indi-

genoe."1 He omits, probably by inadver-
tence, another chief cause, "intemper-
ance." Itis the testimony of all wardens
that it is the principal of all the causes,
yet no effort at all proportioned to the
necessity, is made to reach the seat of the
evil, and thus les.Miicrime. It is probably
true that seven out often of the lower or-
der ofcriminal- charge theirdownward ca-
reer directly to the inebriating cup. That
the Superintendent should omitallmention
of this cause, therefore, can scarcely be dne
to the fact that be is aware it would meet
with no response at all helpful to him,but,
on the contrary, mightbring upon him po-
litical punishment Whisky is a social
outlaw, !>u! possessed of strength sufficient
to care for its own interest.- and castigate
the official who ventures to lay at its door
its rightful measure oi responsibility.
Berne day, however, society will he com-
pelled to stand face to face with the ques-
tion.

With
the verdict of prison officers unanimously
rendered, that in our jails and penitentia-
ries we are maintaining schools of crime.

We are three de-
cades behind most other communities in
this respect, and continue to cast into
prison companionship these classes, with

Another disclosure made in the report

concerning the San Francisco Penitentiary
ought to cause the people of that city to
blush with shame. Hie Superintendent
says no effort has ever been made in that
institution toward reformation, ;inj lie
:id(ls :\u25a0\u25a0 It U pitiful in contemplate the
youth who are daily sent back t.> the per-

moi i atmosphere of their old
ii:iiiui-, when ifthey could have the benefit
of proper instruction and training they
would become useful and honorable citi-
nens. My experience and observation of
this class teaches me that ;i large percent
age are susceptible of reformation, and I
earnestly hope that y..-ir honorable Board
will devise some means by which their
condition may be improved." There is no
library in tin- prison—not a single book,
magazine or paper; no sufficient provision
made to employ the inmates in useful
labor; do means employed to enlighten
them in the slightest degree. They are
simply herded together, and the older
criminals left tree to contaminate the
younger, and to teach them to become ex-
pert thievas, burglars and cut-throats
when they are set free. Not only have no
reforms been attempted in the prison, but
the Church h:\s made no effort to have re-
ligious services held weekly in the institu-
tion, or tn have moral teaching set before
the prisoners. This is a very humiliating
revelation for the great metropolis of the
coast. Mr.Foley is unquestionably cor-
rect in the conclusion he draws that in no
Other penal institution in the land is there
Bach uttor and wanton neglect to improve
the moral-, ur enlarge the intelligence of
the inmates. In 188/ 382 Catholics and
]l'7 Protestants were committed to the
House of Correction, yet no religious
Bervioes are held for either, or are any
steps taken looking to reclamation of these
human beings, who, though criminals, re-
cord themselves as attached by some links
to specific churches. Here are ">l4 prison-
ers in one prison of the chief city of the
State, and yet. according to the report, not
:isingle st Vp hag been taken to morally
benefit or reclaim themby the city, in the
way of schools or |.r,,;n.r employment, or
bj theUborsofchurchesorphilanthropists.
Of these .">l4 prisoners 813 are between the
ages of 1 1 and :;•>, more than half, there-
iore, being young men, and one-fourth of
the whole number being mere boys. Jl<-re
is a Geld for missionary workamong minds
stillcapable of being molded, and yet it i>
of record that no sort of reformatory effort
of any kind has been made. We sunmit
that no other ciry in the land can he
charged withsuch shamend neglect.

CO-OPERATION.

Aril it can; while it
waits it grows in favor frith the jieojile,
and into greater proportion?; ami derelopß

strength. There is a very general desire
tintSerator Stanford willp ish his billto
aid the co-operation or capitalization of
skilled lalior, by incorporation with that
as capital stock. That scheme has had no
assailants; it willhave none now; it has
gained in popularity wherever examined,
and it is certain, sooner or later, to he
made practical by experience. There is
no reason why such incorporations should
not he erected under and recognized by the
law. The scheme is simply one to remove
the hazards of partnership dissolution, anil
substitute permanence of labor capi-
talised. To have the indorse-
ment of the Knights of Labor for
co-operation would be desirable, hut the
principle does depend for vitalityu)>on the
declaration ol that or any other organiza-
tion. A modified form of co-operation
"profit sharing," i.- with great rapidity
being adopted in busines.- circles. It is
short of true co-operation, but is an influ-
ent* that willassist ineducating the peo-
ple to a fullunderstanding and realization
of the broader anil altogether better co-
operation. Labor is to lie benefited m^re
by co-operation and sobriety inthis country,
than by any oilier influences or agitations
or schemes. Co-operative experiments
have not always been successful in the
United States, it is true: bat quite allfail-
ures in that line have been due to lack of
knowledge of the e—ential constituents of
true co-operative effort. < tar failures have
disclosed more or leas of mingling of other
features with co-operation, and very often
the speculative spirit lias been allowed to
control, and to elbow the true co-operator
out of the way. But, as the Omaha Bee
recently remarked in discussing the hil>-
j'-ct:

The difficulties th:ii have rendered itunsuc-
cessful here are renicdinblc, ami whenever CO-
iperation receives from the workingmen of the
Iulted States the degree of attention, interest
and sup!>ort that it f;ets from the workingmen ofad it will not be n failure here, ifthepromise of Improvement in ihe affaire is real-ized, the next General Assembly of the Knisiihs
oi i.nbor will probably feel disposed to give
inoru favorable attention to the question oi co-operuiun.

Tiik(irand Jury is not called simply to
the duty of indicting offenders against the
laws. It is a ''grand inquest," and has
the power, and it is \u duty, to investigate
and call attention to all public wrongs and
to failures to administer the laws faith-
fully. Though itmay not have the power
in all cases where it inquires, or may not
chooseto find a billof indictment, O] not
feel warranted in doing so, it can and
should inquire into notorious public of-
fending, and point out all such shameful
neglect to enforce the laws, as prevails in
this matter of lottery gaming. Ilhas the
power to rebuke officials, from Pound-
master to Judge, and from janitor to Jus-
tice, who wink at the violation of
thelaws, and are blind to plain duty. It
iia- been suggested to us that the
Grand Jury has nothing to do with
the offense committed by the stile of
lottery tickets, as that is a matter to which
police officials and minor magistrates
must attend, and that the jury cannot fmd
true bills for such misdemeanors. The
question, however, is not one of indict-
ment, and it has never been treated as
such. The (irand Jury hr..s not been asked
to bring in true bills against lottery-ticket
sellers in Sacramento, but it is demanded
of it,in its official capacity as county in-
quisitor, that it say whether itfinds, as 8
matter of fact, that the lottery law is
brazenly violated here, and that officials
who should, do not intervene to prevent
the outrage. As we said on Wednesday,
so we reiterate:

"
While the Grand Jury

is about the business of inquiring into the
infringement of the laws, let it give some
attention to the charge that, despite the
law, lottery tickets are openly dealt in in
this city, and that the officials make no
attempt whatever :\u25a0> check this brazen vio-
lation ofsections of the Criminal Cod •."

scuttle the social bark, but by numbers his
kind may do damage by their picking and
pecking.
