1f He makes
us bad we are sent to hell, if He makes us
good without reference to our individuality
we are sent to heaven.

FORTY YEARS AGO
These doctrines were held true by the
greater portion of the christian world.
They said. in those days, there was but
two places in the other world, both eternal,
hell and heaven.

The Catholic Church holds that there is
that intermediate place for those not good
enough for heaven and not bad enough for
hell. The world laughed at this doctrine.
They claimed it was a money-making
scheme of the priests, who taxed relatives
for the masses that were said for the repose
of the souls of their departed dear ones.
Good Catholics despise such assertions.
While it is an old custom to accompany
such requests with offerings, the latter is in
no wise a requisite. The repose of the
souls of the departed are prayed for with-
out money and withount price.

To-day the Protestants are beginning to
claim there is no hell, and have adopted in
its stead the purgatory of the Catholics.

GOD IS TOO GOOD,
They say, to forever let a creature of his
creation suffer in eternal torment. They
hold now that the soul goes into a state of
exclusion to be purged, and finally gets to
God’s throne. We thus see that they have
abandoned their hell, taken up our purga-
tory, and afterwhile they will claim it all
to themselves.
