THEBOMB-THROWERS DOOMiDTO
THE GALLOWS.

The United States Supreme Court
Refuses to Grant a Writ of

Krror—The Chief Points.

Washington, November 2d.—The Chi-
cago Anarchists must hang. The Supreme
Court to-day denied the application for the
writof error presented by counsel for the
condemned. There was no dissenting
opinion in the Court. In anticipation of
the decision to-day ail the seats in the
Court-room outside the bar were filled at
11:30 o'clock, and extra chairs had to be
placed within the bar to accommodate the
lawyers interested in the case. At noon
every chair was occupied, and the space in
the rear of the railing was filled with men
and women, packed as close as they could
stand.

Afew minutes before the Court assem-
bled J. Randolph Tucker, Captain Black
and M.Solomon, of counsel for the An-
archists, entered the room. General Butler
was absent, and District Attorney Grinnell,
of Chicago, who had represented" the State
in the argument, had left the city. Sen-
ators Harrison and McDonald, of Indiana,
ex-Secietary Bristow and quite a number
of the members of the House occupied
seats within the bar.

At 12:5 o'clock the Justices filed into
Court and took their accustomed places on
the bench.

Chief Justice Waite laid before him a
pile of manuscript wrifen upon foolscap
paper, and after the crier had opened the
Court with the usual formula, the Chief
Justice announced the case, called for a
glass of water, and began reading the de-
cision. From the beginning it was evi-
dent that the decision was adverse to the
petitioners.

The Chief Justice was thirty-five min-
utes in rendering the opinion, and during
that time not a person left the Court, nor
was a sound heard to mar the monotonous
voice of Justice W'aite as he sealed the
doom of the condemned.

Washikgton, November 2d.—The decis-
ion of the United Stales Supreme Court
upon the petition for a writof error in the
case of the Chicago Anarchists was an-
nounced this atlernoon by Chief Justice
Waite in a long and carefully-prepared
opinion. The Court holds, in brief:

Firs' —
That the first ten amendments to

the Constitution are limitations upon Fed-
eral and not upon State action.

Second
—

That the jury law of Illinoisis
upon its face valid and constitutional.
[Provision to the Statutes of Utah which
was sustained in this Court in the case of
Hopt. vs. The Territory of Utah.

Third
—

That it does not appear in the
record that upon the evidence at the trial
the Court should have declared Juror San-
ford incompetent.

Fourth—That the objection to the admis-
sion of Johann Most's letter, and the cross-
examination of Spies, which counsel for
prisoners maintained virtually compelled
them to testify against themselves, were
not stated in the trialCourt, and that, there-
fore, no foundation was laid for the exer-
cise of this course of jurisdiction.

Fifth—
That the questions raised by Gen-

eral Butler in the case of Spies and Fielden,
upon the basis of tlieir foreign nationality,
were neither raised nor decided in the State
Courts, and therefore cannot be considered
here.

The writ of error prayed for must conse-
quently be denied.

There was no dissenting opinion.

CHIEF POINTS OK THE OPINION.

AT THE JAIL.

The Condemned Men Decline to Talk on
the Subject.

Chicago, November 2d.—The first news
of the decision of the Supreme Court in
the case of the condemned Anarchists was
taken to the County Jail by an Associated
Press reporter a few minutes after ithad
been received from Washington. Jailer
Foly expressed no astonishment, saying
merely :

"
Well, it is just what we ex-

pected." There were no visitors in the
jail, and the prisoners were all in their
cells when the news arrived.

THE riHSOXEKS SILEXT.
A note was sent up to Spies, telling him

the writhad been denied, and asking ifhe
had any statement to make in regard to
the matter. Spies was sitting in his cell
busily engaged withsome manuscript. He
read the note and returned itwiththe short
answer :

"
1have nothing to say." None

of the other prisoners wouldsay anything
either.

Within fifteen minutes after the verdict
was announctd eight or ten oflicers in citi-
zens' clothes appeared and quietly disposed
themselves about the building and neigh-
borhood without any previous intimation.
A rule rigidly debarring visitors from the
jail was quickly put in force, and no one
was allowed to enter the building during
the afternoon except the officers, reporters
and relatives of the Anarchists.

A Bfsn OF SYMPATHIZERS.
As soon as the news from Washington

had generally circulated through the city a
miscellaneous rush of people came to see
the condemned men betore it was too lare.
They entered the Sheriffs office in a drove,
but the burly deputy who guarded the way
to the jail-yard was obdurate. Friends of
the doomed men. bearing baskets of delica-
cies for them, begged admittance. The
dainties were passed in, but only relatives
trained an entrance.

SHERIFF WATSON SAID:
"Idon't want to make any fuss about it,

but visits of other Anarchists have got to
stop. Personally, Iwould like to grant
the doomed men all the favors Icould, but
Idon't think itwould be wise to do so, and
itmay seem foolish

—
and perhaps it is fool-

ish
—

but then friends might give them dag-
gers and pistols, and if they wanted to kill
themselves we might be powerless to pre-
vent it Ishouldn't like to have it said
that ifIhad attended to rr.y duty suicides
might have been prevented."' 1

SCENES IN THE JAIL.
The first of the relatives of the con-

demned men to visit the jail was Mrs.
Engel. She moved about ina nervous
manner, as though she could scarcely
realize that the last slender thread of hope
had broken.

Lingg's aunt and a young lad}- cousin
and one of his admirers carve next. They
were all downcast, with traces of tears on
their cheeks, but they had not been talking
to the reckless bomb-maker five minutes
when they were all laughing, and their
mirth sounded strangely incongruous with
the feelings of most of those present.

Frank Bcifeldt, of the ArWxter Zeitung,
came next, shortly followed by Spies' two
brothers and his mother, who seemed to
feel her sorrow deeply. Mrs. Parsons and
her two children carve, and with them a
lady interested in the Amnesty Associa-
tion. Every one of the prisoners had the
semblance at least of positively cheerful
spirits.

Mr.Beileldt, after leaving the jail, said :
"Itis useless to ask those men tosign a pe-
tition to the Governor for their lives. I
have just been talking to them, and they
laugh at the idea."

A SIGSIFICANT INCIDENT OF THE DAY
Had. its scene at the police headquarters.
The moment that word of the decision wasreceived all the detectives in the building
disappeared with amazing suddenness. As
to what districts or places they were as-
signed their superiors were non-corumi ttal
Itis known, however, that for some days
the men have had sealed instructions to act
as soon as the decision was received.

"We willnot be caught napping,"' wasallthe officials would say. It is asserted
that

Are already going on. The ropes, itis said,
have been ordered. An additional scaffold
willhave to be built, and preparations were
going on tor this to-day.

Already the morbidly cnrious ofChicago,
as wellas outside, are sending in requests

for tickets to get ia the jail on the 11th
instant. Letters by the score are arriving
daily from prominent journalists who de-
sire to have representatives on hand.

THEY Witt BE DISAPPOINTED.
The Sheriff willadmit only representatives
of the city press, press associations, mem-
bers of the jury and attorneys, as provided
by law. Everything is perfectly quiet in
and around the jail,and infact all over the
whole city. The denial of the writ was
what was universally expected here.

THE POLICE PREPARED.
The police are prepared for any emer-

gency, though they say they have no fear
of open violence. The police have all
thought the Supreme Court would not in-
terfere, and the general impression among
them is that the sentence willbe carried
into effect November 11th.

The sentiment of the police is one of
satisfaction at the result of the hearing in
the Supreme Court. Captain Buckley said :"

So the Supreme Court has upheld the ver-
dict and just decision of the State Courts.
Itis retribution for the murder of the offi-
cers, whose wives are now widows and
their children orphans. Itrust and believe
the Governor willnot Interfere."

This is a fair expression of the sentiment
of 'he police ofiicials and men.

ONE SLIM HOPE.
No Likelihood that the Governor Will

lutefere in the Case.
SruiNGKiKLD,(IiI.),November 2d.—There

is absolutely nothing to be said as to the
urobable action of the Governor in the
condemned Anarchists' case, as his Ex-
cellency declines to say anything on the
subject. The decision of the'United States
Supreme Court was made known to him
shortly before noon to-day, and his features
at once assumed an expression of real
gravity. He received a number of letters
and petitions on the subject to-day, and it
is asserted lhat three Chicago ladies visited
him in the interest of the condemned men.

The feeling is almost universal here that
he will not interfere withthe sentence of
the Court, and that the conditions are such
that he cannot. There is a bare possibility
that he may interpose clemency inthe in-
terest of Fielden and Schwab, "though he
has not said anything to indicate even this.

GUARDING AGAINST TROUBLE.
Concentration of Government Troops

Near the City of Chicago.
[Copj/riyld, ISS7, by the California Auoeialtd Preu.j

Washington, November 2d.— [Special.]—
Two companies of the Sixth Infantry have
been ordered to the new militaryreserva-
tion near Chicago, from Fort Douglas, at
Salt Lake City. Major Wm. J. Lyster. of
the Sixth Infantry, has been ordered tothe
command of the post. No other troops
willbe ordered there for the present. Theobject of garrisoning the post at this time
is that the Government property may be
guarded and protected during the winter,
and that troops may be on hand to begin
work early in the spring.

READY TO IJCKI.L DISORDER.
, The troops will be available in case
there should be any riots in Chicago, but it
is stated at the War Department that this
is not the primary reason for ordering the
troops there at present. The new reserva-
tion is between twenty and twenty-five
miles from Chicago, and contains about
six hundred and forty acres. It is about
three times as loni: as it is wide,
and runs along the high bluff on the lake
shore. The Chicago and Northwestern
railroad runs along one corner of it, so
that troops can be readily moved. There
is no money available for improvine the
reservation, as Congress has as yet" only
authorized the acceptance of the land by
the Government. It is expected that ah
appropriation will be made at the coming
session of Congress for the erection of build-
ings, of which there are none on the land
at present.

Near the reservation, there is an inn, and
there an; several farm houses in the neigh-
borhood, at which the officers can probably
secure quarters for the winter. The troops
willHave to be quartered in tents; tout they
willbe Moored, willhave stoves, and will
probably be banked with earth to keep out
the cold, and itis expected that they will
be thoroughly comfortable for the winter.

They killed several po-
licemen, didn't they? And they wounded
many more. Was that humanity?"

A SIOUX STATKSMAK.

Chief Gall Tells His ItrnvcH That He
Will Ilelp the White*.

\u25a0BisttAßCK (Dakota), November 2d.—
There has been considerable excitement
among the settlers and in military circles
over the report that the Sioux and Crow
Indians were about to unite and take to the
warpath, if the Governor insists on enforc-
ing the Land Severally Act. A council was
held by Sioux Chiefs at Standing Rock to-
day, called to consider the question. All
the principal Chiefs expressed theiropinion
freely, among them Hunting Antelcpe,
John Grass, Mad Deer, Red Eis'j, Cotton-
wood and Gall. The last named is the
most intelligent and inllueutial Chief in
the tribe. Allbut Gall said they had al-
ways feit friendly towards the whites. \u25a0

A TYPICAL INDIAN SPEECH.
Gall arose with a scowl of contempt, and

said he would talkdifferently. He had not
always felt friendly to the whites. He had
fought them and tried to killthem. The
whites and Crows fought him at the Custer
battle and tried to killhim, but now he is
ready to take his men

AND HELP THK WHITES*
Insettling this difficulty with the Crows.
He should like to show the whites his
friendly feeling. Gall then turned to Major
McLaughlin, Indian Agent of Standing
Rock, and expressed the utmost confidence
inhim and friendship toward the whiles.
Gall was frequently interrupted by the ap-
plause of his followers, who constituted a
majority of the young warriors.

SITTING HULL JEALOUS.
Sitting Bull had nothing tosay. He is

very jealous of Gall's power, andit is said
was displeased withhis speech, as he fears
it will give him additional prominence
withthe whites.

The supply of pears is small, and the
stock mainly common. The demand is
very limited, and prices cover a wide range,
according to stock. The range of prices
for the diflerent varieties ol pears from
California is from $1 75 to $2 SO per box.

There are still lair oiierings of quinces.
A good deal of the stock on the market is
common, some] of it being hardly salable.
The inquiry is very limited, and there ia
nothing doing, aside from an occasional
sale of choice stock. Prices range from
$1 50 to $1 "•>per box.

Yesterday forty-live white laborers were
sent to the Laccasagne plantation to fillthe
places of the strikers, but whether the four
men ambushed and shot this morning were
among this number, or of those remaining
upon the plantation, is not known here.
